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2. In the case of imports from a developing country, the fact that the
export price may be lower than the comparable price for the like product
when destined for domestic consumption in the exporting country does not
per se justify an investigation or the determination of dumping unless the
other factors mentioned in Article 5:1 are also present. Due consideration
should be given to all cases where, because special economic conditions
affect prices in the home market, these prices do not provide a commercîally
realistic basis for dumping calculations. In such cases the normal value for
the purposes of ascertaining whether the goods are being dumped shall be
determined by methods such as a comparison of the export price with the
comparable price of the like product when exported to any third country
or with the cost of production of the exported goods in the country of
origin plus a reasonable amount for administrative, sellîng and any other
costs and for profits."

The following statement was circulated or 19 October 1979 at the re-
quest of the delegations of Austria, Brazil, Canada, Colombia, European
Communities, Egypt, Finland, Japan, Norway, Romania, Sweden, Switzer-
land and United States.

"It is recognized that developing countries may face special problemns
initially in adapting their legislation to the requirements of the Code, in-
cluding administrative and infrastructural problems, in carrying out anti-
dumping investigations initiated by them. Accordingly, the Commiittee on1
Anti-Dumping Practices may grant, upon specific request and on conditions
to be negotiated on a case-by-case basis, time-limited exceptions in whole
or in part from obligations' which relate to investigations undertaken by
a developing country under this Agreement.

Developed countries Parties to this Agreement shall endeavour to fur-
nish, upon request and on terms to be agreed, technical assistance tCo
developing countries Parties to this Agreement, with regard to, the in-
plementation of this Agreement, including training of personnel, and the
supplying of information on methods, techniques and other aspects of
conducting investigations on dumping practices."
