For the purposes aof t;i3s Part aof the Convention, an offer, deciaration of acceptance

or any other indication of' intention "freaches" the addressee when it is made oraily to

hie or deiivered by any other means to hlm per3onally, to his place of business or

mailing address or, If he does flot have a place of business or mailing address, to his

habituai residence.

PART III

SALE 0F GOODS

Chapter I

GENEBAL PROVISIONS

Article 25

A breach of' contract committed by one aof the parties is fundamental if It results

in such detriment ta the other party as substantially to deprive him of what he la

entitied ta expeot under the contract, unless the party in breach did not fareSeC and a

reasonable person of' the aame kind in the sans oircumstances wouid nat have foreseen
suoh a re3uit.

Article 26

A declaratiafi of avoidance aof the contract is effective only If made by notice ta

the other party.

Article 27

Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Part of the Convention, if any

notice, request or ather communication is given or made by a party in acoordance

with this Part and by means appropriate in the ciroumotances, a delay or error in

the transmission of' the communication or Its failure ta arrive does nat deprive

that party aor the right ta rely on the communication.
