
partment to close ail post offices throughout
Canada on Saturdays for the following reasons:

Generally speaking, it is our policy te
permit smaller post offices and staff post
offices without letter carrier delivery, a
weekly haif day closing in addition to being
closed on Sundays. This is usually observed
on the day best suited te the needs of the
community, i.e., the day on which stores and
other business places are closed.

In centres where letter carrier delivery
service is provided the procedure followed in
the observance of a weekly hall day holiday
may vary censiderably. Delivery of mail of
course, is prevîded on Saturdays. Postal
stations in the major cities usualiy are closed.
on Saturday afternoon but there are some
exceptions. The main post office generally
provîdes service for a full six days per week
but there are aise some exceptions to this.

The responsibility for the heurs of service
resta with the district directors, the senior
postal officiais in the field, who arrange for
service te be provided accerding te the needs
of the community at large. This arrangement
has proven te be most satisfactory, and we
de net believe that any change should be
made. Moreover, mails are received and
despatched on Saturday and staffs must be
on duty te process and deliver the mail. To
do otherwise wouid cause delay in the de-
livery of mail matter.

In our opinion the time has net yet corne
when we can consider closing post offices on
Saturday. To do se would mean that post
offices would be closed on two consecutive
days and this we believe would net constitute
an adequate service to, the public. Undoubt-
edlY, it would resuit in censiderable public
pretest.

Manitoba and Saskatchewan have ini-
dicated that they will utilize the new re-
insurance provisions of the act and necessary
agreements to amend the presently existing
agreements are under negotiation. Alberta
has indicated it will operate a crop insurance
program in 1965 and a covering agreement,
including a provision for reinsurance, is
under negotiation.
