Hon. John C. Munro (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): 1 to 4. The Canada Development
Corporation (CDC) is a private business corporation. More
than 50 per cent of its equity is held by private investors. The
federal government is an investor in the shares of the company
under the CDC Act. It is currently holding approximately 46.5
per cent of the equity shares.

The federal Government cannot participate in any way in
the day to day business activities of the CDC. It has neyer
sought to influence the business decisions of the CDC which
are the responsibility of the Board of Directors and its manag-
ers. As CDC is not in any way an agency of Her Majesty,
information in reference to CDC must be sought from that
company.

ONTARIO LIBERAL LEADERSHIP CONVENTION

Mr. Jack Burghardt (Parliainentary Secretary to Minister
of Communications): 1 am informed by the Canadian Broad-
casting Corporation as follows:

1. CBLT employed 15 people on a temporary basis as
polîsters, technical personnel, a director and cable watchers.
Additionally, there were six on-air guest commentators.

With regard to the names of other personnel, it has not been
customary to require the CBC to provide such details of its

internaI management and administration as the names of
personnel involved in individual program projects. The back-
ground to this custom is explained in the reply to question No.
2,530, answered November 6, 1975.

2. Howard Pringle is a freelance security man widely
experienced in such work in the Toronto cntertainment indus-
try.

3. CBC received no complaints. It was informed that a
complaint was made to the Ontario Liberal Party on behaîf of
television station CFTO-TV regarding CBC's engagement of
four cable watchers. CBC was not informed of the wording of
the complaint but understands that officiaIs of the party
investigated and concluded that it was not a valid complaint. It
should be noted that the hiring of cable watchers is normal
practice in the television industry whenever crowded conven-
tion floor situations arise.

LOCKHEED [101 1 TRISTAR AIRCRAFT

2. No. The aircraft in question suffered a mechanical failure
in one of its wing mounted engines. Following the failure,
prompted by increased vibration and rising gas temperatures
within the engine, the crew followed mandatory procedures
and shut down the engine concerned. The engine was at no
time in imminent danger of disintegration. Following the
engine shut down, the crew landed the aircraft using standard
emergency procedures.

3. No complaints of Rolîs Royce RB 211 engine failures
have been received by the Department.
