Mr. Keith Penner (Cochrane-Superior) moved:
That this House condcmns the Governmcnt for its confusing and manipulative

approaches ta Indian and aborîginal issues in Canada, thereby fostering
uncertainty, distrust, cynicism and outrage among native peoplea by:

(1) turning the April First Ministers' Conference into an elaborately staged
public relations exercise in an attempt ta achieve a consensus with the
Premiers which ignored the legitimate rights of the aboriginal peoplea;

(2) developing strategies such as those outlined in the study known as "The
Buffalo Jump of the 1980s", which run contrary ta the unanimous report of
the Special Committee on Indian Self-Government; and

(3) using the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development as the
frontline ambassador of goodwill, while surreptitiously preparing policies
which will damage beyond repair the special trust relationship that exiats
between the Government of Canada and the aboriginal peoples.

He saîd: Mr. Speaker, 1 prescrnt this motion ta the House
today with a considerable measure of sadness; sadness because
we in Canada have at the presenit moment a gloriaus opportu-
nity ta, work with the indigenous and aboriginal people of
Canada-the Indian, the Inuit and the Métis-to show how
seif-determination and self-government for aur original
inhabitants can work in a settled federal state such as ours,
how self-government for aboriginal peoples can end almost ail
long-standing grievances that still exist, bow self-government
can end gross injustices which have been imposed upon the
Indian people and how we can chart a new course.

Mr. Oberie: Perpetrated by 50 years of Liberalism.

Mr. Penner: The Hon. Member opposite will have bis
chance if he is patient. If he stays around for most of the day,
we will hear him.

We have to re-establish a very battered and bruîsed trust
relationship and, now that we have the opportunity, end once
and for ail the totalitarian and colonial regime that bas been
imposed on Indians by the strang arm of the Indian Act, the
federal bureaucracy, the Department of Indian Affaîrs. Self-
government for the aboriginal peoples of Canada is the way
that we must proceed. My hon. friend opposite, who was
emboîdened to interject, was a part of the special committee on
Indian self-government helped to make it's report unanimous.
For that 1 give him ail the tribute that he deserves.

There are those who say that it wiIl neyer work. The cynics
say it will neyer work. Wben they say that, tbey neyer give any
reasons why it will not work and tbey neyer provide any
examples. 1 do not argue that it will work. 1 say that it does
work. There are case histories and models in abundance. They
have been mentioned often. There is no time to repeat tbem
today.

Over and above those models and examples there is the
bîstorical argument, wbicb is simply that Indian people
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
