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Government Orders

Mr. Max Yalden, who is the commîssioner of humnan
rights, appeared as a witness before the committee and
on this question of accumulating statistical information
said:

1 would suggest finally that whatever system is put in place to deal
with the situations I've been describing should include some means of
recording and categorizing the numnber and nature of voluntary quit
claims, especially where harassment has been in question and how
they have been disposed of, and second, the provision of some form of
overseeing body, which will periodically verify those data and report
on how successfutty the regime is dealing with so-called just cause
claimants.

Here you have two witnesses. First, the Unemploy-
ment Insurance Commission admitted it has just guesti-
mated and it really does flot keep the statistical
information on the reasons for the 190,000 flot just cause
disentitiements. 'Me commissioner of human rights
suggested statistical information should be kept. What
did the Unemployment Insurance Commission represen-
tatives say? They said it was a good idea and as of April 5,
they were going to incorporate the system. It seems to
me it is putting the cart before the horse. These changes
to the Unemployment Insurance Act should be held in
abeyance and we should develop the experience wîth the
reasons why people quit their jobs.
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We have to look at the reasons, flot fly blind and come
in with amendments. The government wants to pander
and cater to what it senses is a right wing agenda out
there and wants to punish these people because, after
ail, we are in a deep recession and unemployxnent is
high. 'Rvo million people are unemployed in the country.
T'he government asks: "What do we have? We have
people quitting their jobs. Oh, good heavens, we have to
nail them. We have to show how tough we are with
them". I do flot think that is the way to legisiate. A
sensitive government does flot legisiate in that fashion.

My colleague's Motion No. 18. is an amendment that
would make sure that the clainiant cannot be excluded
from a board of referees hearing. Can we imagine
anything so ludicrous as excluding a claimant from a
hearing?
