tween one new Moon and another is 29 days, 12 hours, 
44 minutes and a fradion, imagine that, to find the 
full or quarters of the Moon, they have only to add a 
half or fourth part of that time ; and when they <h> 
not finfd the changes marked in the Calendar to cor- 
refpond with this method, they impute it to mi Hake 
in rhe calculation of thofe change*, it is therefore, . 
neceflary to put them in mind, that the great inequa­
lity of the Moon's motions tenders the above role <x» 
tremely inaccurate, fo that nineteen times in twenty, 
it mull fail in giving the tnqc conjunction or charge.
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
