Arrives Tomorrow Morning—
Will Be Met by President

Falconer.

TO SPEAK FIVE TIMES

Four City Clubs Will Enter-
tain the Last Republican
President.

Williiam Howard Taft, ex-president of
the United States, and now professor of
law in Yale Univensity, comes to Toronto
tomorrow morning at 11 o’clock for a stay
of two days at the invitation of the Uni-
vereity of Toronto. President Falconer
invited the  distinguished American here
to .address the Literary Soclety of Uni-
versity College, and since the acceptance
of the invitation, the American Chlub, the
Empire Club, the Women's Canadian Club
and the Canadian Club were successful in
dlaiming a portion of the wvisitor's time.

The subjects which Ex-President Taft
will speak on have not yet been announc-
ed, but it is expected that they will have
to do with relations between the United
States and Canada. Durng his stay in
‘Toronto he will be the guest of Sir John
uibson at Government House.

He will be met at the Union Station
by President Falconer, and on Wednes-
day afternoon will view the city. At 8
o'clock in the evening he will address the
meeting in Convocation Had. Admission
will be by ticket only until 7.50, .after
which time the general public will be ad-
mitted. Thursday morning the wvisitor
will have to himself. After filing three
engagements in the afternoon, the ex-
president will be the guest of the Cana-
dian Club at a banquet at McConkey's on
Thursday evening. After this function he
will go to Ottawa, where he is to address
the Canadian Club of that city before re-
turning to Yale, .

Ticket holders, other than those having
seats on the platform, for the Convoca-
tion Hall meeting tomorrow will enter by
the north main doors of the hall. Those
having seats on the platform will enter
by the north door of the draughting room
in the rear of the hal.
