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1. NON-REOEIPT OF CIROULARS.

Much inconvenience has been caused to Public School Inspectors
by the iniscarriage of a number of circulars mailed at the Toronto
Post Office, on the 17th May, giving intimation of the times and
the regulations respecting the Midaummer Examinations, and con-
taining forms for returna of names of candidates. By an accident
in the Post Office, al these circulars, which were sent up to Magan-
netawan, were detained there nearly a month, being at last returned
to this office on the 13th June. This notice is given as an ex
planation.

2. ADDITIONAL REG JLATION TO APPLY TO THE

EXAMINATION OF PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS FOR THE YEAR

1877.

Any teacher who has taught successfully for one year, may
be examined on the subjects of Examination prescribed for
Second-class certificates, omitting School Law, Education,
Music, and Drawing ; and, if he pass such Examination, he
shall then be eligible for admission to a Normal School, as a
Teacher in training with a view to bis obtaining a Second-class
certificate; and any person who has passed the Intermediate
Examination, or who shall pass either of the Intermediate Ex-
aminations to be held during the year 1877, may, on producing
proof of having taught successfully for one year, be allowed to
attend a Normal School as a Teacher in training, with a
view to bis obtaining a Second-class Certifioate. Also, any
Candidates who at present hold Third-class Certificates, and
who have proved their ability to teach, but who may fail to
pas the prescribed Examiiation for Second-class Certificates,
may, on the recommendation of the Central Committee, having
regard to the character of their answers at such Examination,
receive from the Minister authority to teach on their present
Certificate for such time as he may deem fit.
