Mr. W. J. Miller, of ThesaaJon, who 
has followed the mining Interest* of 
the north shore of Lake Huron for 
hearly two decades, and done much 
towards its development, says the re­
gion need* good prospector* more than 
good miners.

—A* to fhe Ophir mine, in the township 
of Galbraith, 22 miles northeast of 
Thessalon, near Thunder River, Mr. 
Miller was closely connected with it at 
its first discovery and preliminary de­
velopment. He began its development 
in 1891. The property was sold to an 
American company, and developed fur­
ther, but for some reasons not com- 
nected with the quality of the ore, but 
with personal difference*, the mine lay 
Idle.

The mine 
has a 20-stamp mill.

A company has been formed at The*- 
salon for developing other vein*. The 
country, where the rock is exposed, 
shows many of these veins.

Copper W another of the abundant 
minerals ofS^e district. Amongst the 
copper leads b/ note there 1* a good 
grey one in thA township of Plummer, 
which is south Of Coffin, and west of 
Galbraith. It is north of the line of 
the C.P.R. A good Government road 
passes the mine. The vein is 12 feet 
wide, with 1 1-4 mile* of surface show­
ing. At a depth of 33 feet the ore 
yields 4 per cent of copper.

In Gould township, 22 mile* north of 
Thessalon, and near a Government 
road, there is a grey copper property, 
with assays as high as 67 per cent.

The vein has been worked most of 
the winter. A steam drill is used, and 
à depth of 4Mo 50 feet has been at­
tained.
