Montreal dry goods and wholesale men
report improved bus.ness, the more winiry
weather conditions® having induced @n in-
creased sorting demand trom retailers geu-
erally, and some good buyers from the
larger centres have been in town, looking
up bargamns in the way of .jobs, which
wholesaiers are disposed to offer at this
season. with the view of reducing stocks
before the: December inventory. From
western grocery jobbers there - has
been active request for sugars, with
object of well replenishing stocks before
winter freights take euect. and refiners
are reported somewhat behind in deliveries
to local customers, in this line'there has
been a very material decline,prices for botn
granulated and )ellows having been reduce-
ed a full 15 cents a cental since a week
ago, which is the biggest cut for a long
time past. The local demand for leather
continties quiet, but the larger shoe manu-
facturers report orders for sprng goods as
coming in well, and now that there is
a prospect of a settlement of the labor
troubles in this line at Quebec, which it
vas feared might extend to this city, an
i provement is looked for: last outgoing
steamers are reported to Be taking some
good lots of sole leather to Britamn, In
metals and hardware a very fair movement
is reported, and values are steady; Ameri-
can manufacturers of bolier plates are said
to have agreed on an advance of $4 a tom.
General payments are reported as satis-
factory. * he week's failures in the dis-
triet are 12 in number. but in only one
case do labilities exceed $10.000,.
