! GRIEVANCES OF THE TRACKMEN.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

The G. T. R. trackmen have been
trying for some time past to have the
many grievances under which they
i suffer, redressed. For the purpose a
committee of them waited on Mr. Mec-
Guigan last June, 1898, but beyond a
little taffy the committee got no satis-
faction. As matters were steadily
getting worse, they made a more de-
termined effort this spring to get some
settlement with ithe company, and to
this end sought interviews with their
superior officers till their committee
again met Mr. McGuigan. Again they
got no redress, and so they applied to
Mr. Hays. The case is still in his hands,
with the probability that if he also
refuses justice there will be trouble
with the trackmen.

Their pay is, foremen $1 50 per day,
men $1 a day, from which is deducted
2 to 3 cents by the company for in-
surance, making the money actually
, received $1 47 and 98 cents per day.

Then they are being taken away on
extra work, often being on duty 15 to
17 hours per day, and no overtime al-
lowed. Fifteen to 17 hours for 98 cents!
And, the most galling of all, a foreman,
a good reliable man, was dismissed be-
cause he would not say he was satisfied
with his pay, $1 50.

For similar services and a 10-hour
day, 'the C. P. R., which paid the same
rates in similar localities in 1897, now
pays foremen $1 75 and men $1 15 to
$1 25. The Boston and Maine in sim-
flar localities pays foremen $2 and men
$1 50 where the G. T. R. pays $1 60 and
$1 20. And on the C. P. R. and B. and
{ M. the men are not taken away on ex-
| tra work.

Under the circumstances it may eas-
| 11y be understood the men have very
real grievances. The C. P. R. has rais-
ed their trackmen’s pay fn 1897 and
again in 1898, when trafflc got good,
and in spite of the good times on G. T.
R.. trackmen are still working on 98
cents per day. And on Thanksgiving
and Christmas Days, on many divi-
sions. all these men were laid off to
reduce expenses, bringing the amount a
man got to keep a family about 70 cents
per day.
