Things To Remember.
In correcting some eye defects it is 

necessary to give lenses that cause 
grievous complaints the first few days 
or possibly weeks. Some patients say 
that they feel too short or too tall: the 

; ground is too close to them or they can- 
not estimate the distance properly; ver- 
tical objects are tilted and leaning, the 

floor is on a .slant, the top of a flat table 
Iis concaved or the reverse, etc. Now,

Those having the 
greatest need of glasses have the most 
trouble with them in their first experi­
ence, but derive the greatest good 
eventually.

Lenses that are perfectly satisfactory 
from the first moment of use are almost 
surely not right or of sufficient strength 
to be in any way helpful; they may he 
perfectly satisfactory and absolutely
