THREE YEARS FOR TRUSS

Postal , Employe
Stealing From Mails,

Peter J. Truss, the postal employe
who was arrested on BSunday while
carrying a number of letters from the
postoffice, was found gulity in the ses-
sions yesterday of stealing from his
majesty’s mails. Immediately o nthe
return of the verdict T. C. Robinette,
K. C/, who was defending the prison-
er, asked that sentence be Imposed
rather than have a remand to the end
of the court.

“This is a most painful duty for me
to perform,” said his honor in [mpos-
ing sentence. ‘“The offence you have
committed is a serious one, -and the

! law fixes the punishment at from three

to seven years. I am going to make
it as light as I can, and I sentence
