Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux moved an
amendment exempting - divinity stu-
dents actually attending®somea recog- |
nized theological institution at the
time of the passage of this act. Th2
words of his amendment were copied
bodily from the American law. He
argued that Canada should be as 1ib-
eral-minded as the United States. In
the United States the Roman ‘Catho-
lics numpered only - twelve million
people in a total population of 108,-
000,000, Here they made up a much
larger percentage of the population,

Sir Robert Borden said the Ameri-
can legislation did not exempt relig-
fous orders, as did the bill before the
house, such as Trappists, Christian
Brothers, and other orders, some of
whoss members might not be actually
clergymen,

Hon. Frank Oliver and Hon, George
P. Graham supported the government.
Mr., Graham said that the Methodist
ministers were protesting against
clergymen being exempted at all
Many of them were anxious to go at
once to the front.

Mr. Blain (Peel): “This ©ill does

Vote is Decisive.

Mr. Turgeon (Gloucester, N.-B) and
