Hugh F. Linden was discharged from
custody this momming in the county court
by Judge Forbes. The jury retired at
10.30 o’clock and returned at 11.05, the
foreman, Henry Dolan, announcing their
verdict as ‘“not guilty.” ~

Before Judge Forbes began his charge to
the jury M. A. Price was privileged to re-
fer to two points of law, which he omit-
ted yesterday in his citations. Mr. Price
also urged that Mr. Wilcox was not the
owner of the goods, being bankrupt, and
he hadl mo right to act as prosecutor In
the case,

The judge said that ‘hie was an import-
ant case. The prisomer was a graduate of
the U. N. B, and came of a very respect~
able family. He bad passed cheques under
peculiar circumstances. .

The indictment charged the . prisoner
with obtaining goods under false pretences
with intent to defraud on the 20th day
of March last, from Charles Wilcox.

‘Prima facie the prosecution hes to all
appearances g strong case, for Lindep had
drawn cheques when he had on funds in
the bank. If he had been accustomed to
having money there it would have been
different, but he must have known that
he never had money there.

His homor reviewed the case of Linden
going to Wilcox’s store and obtaining
goods. He wrote out a dheck in payment.
Mr. Wilcox became suspicious. He went
to the bank and found éut that Linden
had no account there. The conduct of, the
prisoner at that time was taken into ac-
count. The judge asked: “Do you think
that the prisoner would have gone to the
bank the way he did if he intended to de-
fraud?”’ He found himself confronted by
the police. “Would he have acted in that
jnnocent and eimple way he did if he de-
signedly intended to defraud?”’ His hon-
or also told- them that Linden had told|
Wilcox that if his cheque was no good to
go and get the goods at his house.

His honor then referred to the time
when the prisoner reached the bank and
found a light butning therein. His honor
ecaid that the jury would consider the pmis-
oner’s conduct there as an element. His

The judge said that he thought that in’
ie Cody and Hamilton cases the crown
not made out good cases, and he
would' not charge on them. * = ¢

His honor said that he did not intend
$o criticiee the police:in those two cases,
as it was their duty to be prompt.

The judge then referred to the finding
of the cheque book on Linden at the time
of the arrest, but poinmted out that the
prisoner and Francie Kerr, the ownmer of
the book, were very. intimate. His honor,
however, laid special stress on the fact

that several cheques filled out and signed
by Linden had been found on the prisoner,
and his honor left it to 'the jury to say
whether the prisoner intended to defraud
people or they considered ‘it mercantile
negligence. It was the duty of the au-
thorities to guard the business of the
community. »

The judge then referred to. the good
standing of Linden among his fellow citiz-
ens and ended by stating if the jury
thought that Linden intended paying the
cheques in question they should find him
not guilty. If, however, they thought that
he intended to defraud and intended leav-
ing the city, as was intimated, then they
should find him guilty.

At the conclusion of the case the sol-
icitor general said that as Linden had not
been found guilty he would therefore com-
clude that Linden had made a proper pur-
chase from Charles Wilcox and that the
latter would be paid. The judge, how-
ever, said that Mr., Wilcox had gotten
into a fluster too easily and had thereby
heaped unnecessary expense upon the
city and county of St. John. His honor
ordered that Wilcox give back the cheque
and accept his goods.

Judge Forbes said that he noticed that
a moming paper stated that he had
“poasted” the police. His honor eaid that
in this particular case Chief Clark acted
too hastily but the police of St. John as
a body were as fine a group of men as
could be found in the Dominion. It was
better for them to be too sharp than too
dlow and they invariably detected any
criminal work.

The judge told Linden that he had- act-
ed foolishly and imstructed him to be very
eareful about cheques in the future.

The evidence and the counsel charges
were concluded yesterday afternoon in the
cese of Hugh H. Linden. j

After Detective Killen, Martin Wilcox,
Charles Wi'cox and Freeman G. Kenny
had been examined, James Hanlilton took
the stand. He stated that he teok Lin-
den’s check for.$5 to Central atation, with
no intention ‘of commencing criminal pro-
ceedings.. :

Judge Forbes—“Do you mean to eay
that Chief Glark told you that you would
have to do &0?”

Judge—““That ~was a high-handed act. Tt
seems a strange thing to me that a prose-
cution’ like this should 'be foisted and
fostered by the chief of police, and the
county put to such a meedless expemse.’!

Trank Kerr, barrster, said he recognized
the cheque book found on Linden am his
property, but. he could mot eay hew Lin-
den had gotten it. The witness said that
the prisoner was a _first class fellow.

The witnesses examined were Cons

Isaac Campbell, who marrated the circum-
stan'cgs of the arrest, as already given in
ithe press, Annie Bettle, the complainant,
a small, delicate looking woman of twenty-
five years, followed. She gave her evid-
ence in a clear and sufficient manner, but
bmke into tears when' called ¢m to state
minutely what, the prisoner said and did
at the time of making the sesault.

From first to last he was in the station
about }5 minutes.  He first accosted her

as she stcod looking out of the door, with
the enguiry: '«“Are you going to St.
John?” to which she made no response,
but turned back into the room and eat
down. The prisoner followed her in short-
ly afterwand, shut the door, sat down be-
side her and made an indecent proposi-
tion to her. She pushed him aside and said,

“Go away and behave yourself.” He
tcok hold of her by . the shpulders and
threw her upen . the floor. As she
struggled to release herself he seized her
by the throat, but she managed to roil
away from him and as,the engine whistle
blew at the Iron Bridge she offered him
a quarter to let her go. He. took the
money, and as the train came in, crossed
the track in-fromt of the engine and went
off over the, hill. :

She was helped on ‘board ,by the con-
ductor and brakeman, in a. very exhaust-
ed condition from the stmggle she had
gone through, which lasted about five

minutes, as far as she could judge.

William Morgan, conductor, and James
Gibson, brakeman, on I. C. R. train No.
133, on' May 2lst, testified as to the com-
plainant’s - condition when taken on the
train, and the evidence of a violent per-
sonal struggle she had endured. As she
was helped - on the train she said, refer-
ring to her assailant, “there he goes over
the ‘hill there mow,’ pointing to the
right hand. They looked but the man had
passed out of sight. All the evidence
was read over ‘to the prisoner, at this re-
quest, and at its close/ he said he had
nothing to say.

After the noon recess Mr. McIntyre
informed the magistrate that after con-
sultation by telephone with the solicitor-
general, he had decided to ask: that the
prisoner be committed to jail on a kind-
red charge to that preferred, namely that
of indecent assault. This was agreed to
and Hector was sent back to prison to
wait his trial.

ITS BEST CLERKS

MONCTON, May 28.—The matter of
junior clerks leaving the I. C. R. and go-
ing ‘with other railways, principally in the
west, 18 a question that is assuming some-
thing of a serious aspect. If the present
rate cf resignators from the Intercolonial
service continues much longer, the man-
agement may have to face the problem of
bringing in experienced clerks to take the
places of those deserting the government
road for more lucrative positions on com-
pany roads. There is probably plenty of
material to draw from for wome little time
to come, and there are sufficient appli-
cants for clerkships in the I. C. R. offices
to fill a good many places yet, but the dif-
ficulty is to get the help competent to do
Jthe work., Clerks after being trained in
icertuin branches of work for a number of
years find little difficulty in getting more
wages from company roads than the gov-
ernment pays for the same class of ‘work,
and the comsequence is the headw of de-
partments find themselves conducting
training schools for other roads the great-
er part of the time. It i3 said this quoe-
tion has been taken up with the minister
of railways and his deputy with a view to
remedying the matter. A larger number
of junior clerks than usual left the Inter-
