King George Sends Congratula-
tionsTo Vice Admiral Beatty

No Word Yet as to Result of Conflict
Among Smaller Vessels — Berlin Lie
Promptly Nailed — London and New
York Agree on Significance of First
Clash of Capital Ships

London, Jan, 25—King George today sent to Vice Admiral Sir

David

Beatty, a personal message of congratulation on the victory won by his fleet
over a German squadron of powerful cruisers in the North Sea, on Sunday.
The entire English nation is celebrating the triumph won by the sailors of Brit-
annia in what the naval experts term, ‘the most important naval battle of the
war” :
This conflict, fought early on Sunday morning, North of the Frisian Is-
lands, is belteved to have prevented another bombardment -of Eaglish coast
towns. The British naval victory came at an opoprtune time to calm the fears
aroused by the recent shelling of Hartlepool, Whitby and Scarborough and the
Zeppelin raids over towns little 'more than 300 miles from London,

No BRITISH CRUISER LOST : :

A statement issued in Berlin today saying that a British cruiser was re-
ported to have been sunk in the battle, was declared by English naval officials
to be an attempt to minimize the victory of Sir David Beatty., The reported loss
of the English cruiser was flatly denied and the admiralty reaffirmed its declar-
ation that the English casualties had been few. While the Germans say that all
the vessels in their fleet, except the Bluecher, returned to their harbor, British
admiralty officials declare that two of the Kaiser’s cruisers were badly dam-
aged by the guns of the Lion, Princess Royal, New Zealand, Indomitable and
Tiger. .
ARE BADLY CRIPPLED

This belief is confirmed, as concerns one of the German cruisers at least,
by a despatch from Amsterdam. This message states that advices from
Schiermonnik-Oog, a Dutch island in the North Sea. brings the news that a four
tunnelled German cruiser, apparently badly damaged, was sichted there late
yesterday afternoon sailing toward the east. The cruiser was steaming at slow
speed, and seemed to have been crippled. This vessel is believed here to have
ben one of those which participated in Sunday morning’s battle,

Signal Victory For British and Revenge
For Scarborough—New York
and London Agree

London, Jan. 25—The New York Her-
ald’s naval correspondent writes:—

“The engagement was between the
first-class ships—the most powerful and
the most modern British and German
ships of a type combining heavy aitting
power with high spéed, and the result
was & signal victory for British gunners.
The effect appears to be a severe blow,
crippling the future fighting efficiency of
the German first battle line by destroy-
‘ug the effectiveness of the much vaunt-
ed battle cruiser squadron. -

“Incidentally it was an avenging of
the slaughter of the innocents by the
sending of the Bleucher, one of the Scar-
horough raiders, to the bottom. It
would perhaps be unkind to recall that
he men rescued by the British were the
‘ery ones that trained their guns on the
ndefended homes. It was apparent that
he Germans were out for another raid,
ais time in greater force than ever be-
ore.”

The Times' naval correspondent, as-
umes that from the composition of the
yerman squadron, as announced by the
fficial press bureau, it was intended
hat the adventure should be on a large
cale and at a long distance from the
Yerman base.

“Probably,” the correspondent adds,
the squadrons met in the early morn-
ng and apparently a runnig fight of 100
ailes or more occured at thirty miles an
our. It does great credit to the mark-
aanship of the British gunners that at
nch a rate of speed they should have in-
icted such serlous damage on the re-
reating enemy.

New York View '

New York, Jan. 26Tthe New York
Times this morning says editorially:—

“She naval battle in the North Sea
yesterday, was an engagement of no lit-
tle importance from any point of view,
and one waich would do much to en-
courage the British, if they needed any
present encouragement. While all the
details are not yet to hand, it is known
that the triumph was all on.the side of
the British ships.

Germans Make Best Of It

Berlin, Jan. 25—The following official
anouncement on the naval engagement.

“During tne advanee of dur armored
cruisers Seydlitz, Derfflinger, Moltke
and ‘Bleucher, which, accompanied by
four smaller crulsers and two flotillas of
torpedo boats, were steaming in the
North Sea, these vessels became engaged '
with a British detachment composed of
five battle cruisers, several smaller cruis-
ers, and twenty-six torpedo boat de-
stroyers.

“The enemy discontinued the engage-
ment after three nours’ time, at a point
seventy miles west, northwest of Heli-
goland, and retreated.

“According to the information avail-
able, one British battle cruiser and one
of our armored cruisers, the Bleucher,
were sunk. All the other German ships

returned to port.

MILES RANGE FOR
GREAT GERMAN GUN

Kmbps Said to Be Making 16-inch
Naval Weapon That Could

Tluow Missle Across Channel

Amsterdam via London, Jan. 25—A |
German military newspaper announces
that a new naval gun of sixteen inch
calibre, and with a range of twenty-five
miles, has been created.

Berlin, Jan. 25—Remarkable figures
regarding a new German naval gun are'!
given by a German artillery expert, !
writing in  the Artilleriatische Monats |
Hefte.

In discussing an assertion by the Lon-!
don Times that the German navy pos-!
sesses a gun which carries three miles !
farther than the best British weapon,
the writer admits that the Krupps are
manufacturing a gun whose projectile
weighs about a ton, and which develops
a muzzle velocity of about 3,700 feet in a '
second. 'The expert reckons from these
figures that the gun has 58 per cent.
more muzzle force than the British
navy’s best weapon, and has a range of
about twenty-eight iniles, while the
channel at Dover is only about twenty-
two miles wide. He says the figures
given, if correct, will permit the Germans
eventually to command the English coast
from Calais for a distance of about six
miles inland with the new gun, 4

SUDER N TROLBLE
OVER CHECK MATTER

Local Incident in Which Financial
Methods Led to Difficulties

An attempt at a flight in high finance
by a local soldier was frustrated last
week by a merchant. His success was
due to the energy with which he dealt

with the matter and also to the keen-
ness of his observation.

The soldier purchased a pair of boots
at a shoe store and presented in payment
what appeared to be his pay check for
$20, receiving the balance in cash, When
the check was presented at the bank it
was declared a forgery. The bank of-
ficials co-operated with the merchant in
an effort to apprehend the man and re-
ference to the roll of the regiment show-
ed the name on the check as payee as
a member of one of the companies and
he was placed under arrest. The merch-
ant was then allowed to inspect the en-
tire company to pick out the man, but
could not do so. The man whose name
appeared on the check was then par-
aded before him, but the business man
promptly exonerated him, saying that
he was not the one who presented the
check.

When the whole battalion- was next
on parade the business man was given
an opportunity to look them over and
without any trouble picked out the man
who had got the boots. The latter was
acquainted with the charge but at first
emphaticallv denied it. Later on he ad-
mitted that he had drawn the checxk,
making it payable to the other man and
then forging the name of the latter and
also of the paymaster.
