New York, Aug. 21—The Tribune this
morning says:—

“Tne Dominion of Canada is plammning
an internal loan of approximately $230,-
000,000, it was learned yesterday. Ac-
cording to the preliminary information

that a fire insurance policy provided for that has reached bankers here the new

bonds will be offered to the public in
Orctober at a 5% per cent basis, without
tax exempt features. This rate, which
has been mentioned in authorifative Can-
adian circles is, in the opimion of bank-
ers, far less than Canada would bave to
pay for a loan in this country. In the
recent $75,000,000 loan which was offered
her by a syndicate of bankers headed by
J. P. Morgan & Company, the yield to
investors was 5.90 per cent and condi-
tions of the investment market at that
time were regarded as more favorable
to borrowers than at present

. “Although the exchange rate is more
than 4 per cent against Canada, the do-
minion finance ministry, it is said, feels
that it would be inadviszble to borrow
more in this country in the near future.
The Canadian authorities share the Brit-
ish view that an adverse exchange situ-
ation will act as a barrier to extensive
purchases of merchandise in this country
and thus prevent the unlimited piling up
of indebtedness. But Canada, bapkers
say, especially objects to paying the high
interest rate which the American invest-
ment market would demand.”
