Washington, April 7—Removal of all 

tariff from many articles of food and cloth­
ing; broad reductions in the rates of duty 
jm all necessaries of life; an increase of 
tariff on many luxuries; and a new income 
tax that would touch the pocket of every 
American citizen whose net income ex* 

ceeds $4,000, are the striking features of 
the new democratic tariff revision ‘ bill, 
presented today to the house.

Sugar would be free of duty in 1916, the 
bill proposing an immediate 25 per cent, 
reduction and the removal of the remain­
ing duty in 1916.

Raw wool would be made free at once, 
with a correspondingly heavy reduction in 
the tariff on all woollen goods.

All the other articles put on the free 
iet are:—Meats, flour, bread, boots and 

shoes, lumber, coal, harness, saddlery, iron 
ore, milk and cream, potatoes, salt, corn, 
commeal, cotton bagging, agricultural im­
plements, leather, wood pulp, Bibles, print­
ing paper not worth more than 2 1-2 cents 
a pound, typewriters, sewing machines, 
type-setting machines, cash registers, steel 
rails, fence-wire, cotton ties, nails, hoop 
and band iron, fish, sulphur, soda, tanning 
materials, acetic and sulphuric acids, 
borax, lumber product,s including broom- 
handles, clapboards, bribe for wheels, poets, 
laths, pickets, staves, shingles.

direct taxes levied through the tariff into 
a direct tax upon the incomes of individ­
ual citizens and corporations, exempts all 
sums below $4,000. Incomes in excess of 
that amount will pay one per cent tax up

In a statement accompanying the bill,
Chairman Underwood said the measure 
would, in the opinion of its makers, re­
vise the tariff to a basis of legitimate 
competition, such as will afford a whole­
some influence on our commerce, bring 
reduction to people in the matter of the 
high cost of living and at the same time 
work no detriment to properly conducted 
manufacturing industries.

“In its tariff revision work, the com­
mittee has kept in mind,” he said, “the 
distinction between the necessities and 
luxuries of life, reducing the tariff burd­
ens on the necessities to the lowest points 
commensurate with revenue requirements, 
and making the luxuries of life bear their 
proper proportions of tariff responsibili­
ties.

“Many items of manufacture controlled 
by monopolies havç been placed on the 
free list.

“The idea of the large extension of the 
free list for the unmanufactured products, 
has been the fundamental conception. In 
an effort to improve the status of tihe 
manufactured lumber, sawed boards and 
other than cabinet wood have been carried 
to the free list, while sawed cabinet wood 
whioh was 12.75 per cent in 1912, is now 
10 per cent; casks, barrels, etc., which 
•were 30 per cent., are now 14.77 per cent, 
and house furniture, which was 35 per 
.cent, is now 15 per cent.

New York, April 7—Dr. Friedrich Fried- 
resumed treatments with his anti-mann

tuberculosis vaccine on Sunday after a 
week’s interval. He inoculated sixteen 
patients in Seton Hospital in the presence 
of the government’s physician supervising 
the series of tests now in progress. All 
the patients were suffering from pulmon­
ary tuberculosis and in an advanced stage 
of the disease. His supply of vaccine be­
came exhausted when he treated his six­
teenth patient.

A woman brought in just after Dr. 
Friedmann had used tile last of his cul­
ture, was a decidedly advanced case. When 
her physician learned that the vaccine was 
exhausted he took Dr. Friedmann aside.

“He asked me to inject a bit of eter- 
lized water into the women to make her 
happy,” Dr. Friedmann explained after­
wards. “He said she had only a few days 
to live and it will let her die happy at 
least. I told him that I had a cure for 
tuberculosis and not against death,” added 
the Berlin specialist.

London, April 7—;It is expected that 
King George will soon sign a commission 
making the Duke of Connaught chief of 
the boy scouts. It is understood that this 
is in accordance with the duke’s own 
ideas, as he returned from Canada enthus­
iastic over the work of the boy scouts in ; 
the dominion.

The boy scouts in England are organ­
ized under a royal charter, and therefore 
it is necessary to have a king’s commis­
sion so far as the members of the 
ization are concerned.

Although they are all loyal to the 
founder, General Baden Powell, the tact­
fulness of the Duke of Connaught in re­
gard to the smallest details, which was il­
lustrated in hie treatment of the boy 
scouts in Canada, may have caused con­
siderable heartburning among the English 
boy scouts, since - they learned that the 
duke had personally signed every boy 
scout’s commission in Canada, in spite of 
the labor entailed. For this reason there * 
arose the criticism:

Imagine the Duke of Connaught, the ■ 
uncle of the king, signing every commis­
sion in Canada with his own hand, while 
General Baden Powell uses a rubber stamp 
•on our commissions with a fac similie 
-signature.”
