Judge Barty Gives Decision in
Allis Chalmers Bullock Co. vs.
Hutchings :

Mr. Justice Barry this morning deliv-
ered ‘judgment in the case of the Allis
Chalmers Bullock Company, Ltd., vs.
Charles H. Hutchings et al. In April,
1908, the plaintiff company, with head of-
fice in Montreal, sold to the Rush Bay
Golden Horn Mining Company a Hunting-
don gold mill with feeder, classifier, and
overstrom ' table ‘for operating the prop-
erty of the defendant company, twenty-
seven miles from Kenora. The price of
the mill was $4,257, of which 25 per cent.
was paid at the time the contract was
signed, 25 per cent to be paid on deliv-
ery of the mill, and the balance secured
by promissory notes endorsed by the dir-
ectors of the mining company—Josiah B.
Lewis, of Yarmouth; William Robertson,
of St. John; W. R. Johnson, of Bath-
urst, and Charles H. Hutchings, of St,
John. . <

The mill “was operated for. about four

,| months and the claimant company sued

for the balance of the purchase price of
the mill. The defendants set up that the
mill bad been warranted to. grind sixty
tons of ore a day and save the gold from
it and that it had failed to do.

Suit was commenced in July, 1907, and
since then various points of law have
arisen in connection with the case and
been  decided = by Justices Barry and
White. His Honor this morning render-
ed judgment for the plaintiff for .the full
amount. and accrued interest.

LABOR: UPHEAVAL IN' GERMANY

Shipbuilders Out, Box
Workers May go and
Are on Verge

Makers and Clothing
Quarter Million Miners

(Canadian Press)

Berlin, March 5—The strike fever is now
in Germany. Several thousand men are
out at the famous Schichau warship build-
ing yard at Danzig, thousands are on the
verge of a strike in the clothing trades,
2,000 are about to leave work in the Ber-
lin paper box industry, and the chaunces
highly favor the outbreak of an enormous
strike in the Rhenish Westphalian coal
belt, involving 250,000 men by tonight.

The coal strike has already begun at one
or two mines, where the miners have gone
out in defiafice of their leaders’ orders, in-
stead of waiting for March ‘5, until which

3

time the federation has given the colliery
proprietors to concede a 15 per cent. in-
crease in the minimum wage. The federa-
tion officially announces from the head-
quarters at Boichum that the impending
strike in Germany is not intended as a
sympathetic strike on behalf of their Eng-
lish brethren, but as a movement begun
in the German miners’ own interest at the
psychological moment.

The striking miners at one of the three
mines at Berchum, where the strike broke
out unexpectedly yesterday, resumed work
today and the movement has not spread to
other mines. There are prospects, how-
ever, of a general mining strike in Ger-
many.
