i In England poetry haa been officially re­
cognized for hundreds of years past by 
the crown office of poet laureate, which 
carries with it membership in the royal 
househqld, a small salary, and several 
perquisites and prerogatives. It has been 
filled by some men of the highest literary 
distinction, like Tennyson and Words­
worth, but has been more commonly oc­
cupied!1' by insignificant versifiers, like the 
present incumbent, Alfred Austin, ap­
pointed Vilely because Algernon Swinburne 
was unavailable, on account of the revolu­
tionary character of much of his work.

In Japan, however, poetry plays such 
an important role, that there is a gov­
ernment department of poetry, with a 
minister of state at its head. He is the 
only minister who does not go out of of­
fice with the cabinet; in fact, he is perm­
anent.

The nobleman who has held this posi­
tion since 1868, Baron Takasaki, has just 
passed away at the advanced age of eighty.
He Was a notable figure at Tokio, especially 
at statp functions, with his snow-white 
h$ir, moustache, and long side whiskers.
Originally a soldier, who fought with dis­
tinction throughout the civil war of 1887, 
which resulted in the overthrow of the 
Shogunate, and the concentration of pow- 

tbe hands of the emperor, his poems 
played so great a role in awakening the 
patriotism of the people, and their loy­
alty to their sovereign, that he was ap­
pointed te the position which he held for 
the rest of his days. Among his most 
cherished treasures was the poem sent to 
him by the American secretary of state,
John Hay, only a couple of weeks before 
the latter’s death. It begins:

“I a gray poet of the Sunset Land.
“Greet you who sing by Nippon’s shining 

strand,
“Out of the shadows of a day that’s done,
“I hail you, poet of the Rising Sun.*

Neither King George nor Queen Mary re­
lished the idea of being under any obliga­
tion to the Gaekwar for a contribution 
from his celebrated collection of gems to 
the make-up of an imperial crown, and it 
was for this reason that the scheme fell 
through.

Toronto, July 10—A despatch received 
late yesterday from Gaoaaoque says a big 
fire has occurred- at Thousand Island Park 
and that the Columbian Hotel, the Ros- 
wall House and other bgildings have been 
destroyed. /

Soon after the fire had broken out in 
Haller’s Department store it spread very 
quickly. Help was sent for by telephone 
to both Alexandria Bay and Clayton. 
Sweeping through the business section and 
,leaving nothing but ruins behind, the 
flames spread to the Columbian Hotel, 
which was destroyed and then began eat­
ing up cottage after cottage until more 
than four score of thfem had been consum­
ed and there seemed no prospects of 
checking the blaze., T.he entire park ap­
peared to be doomed, .

At one time it was .feared that the loss 
would reach as high as,'81,000,000, but last 
night it was not believed that it will ag­
gregate more than half that figure.

All wires to the Thousand Island Park 
went down because of the blaze. Com­
munication with the resort is slow and dif­
ficult.

The resort was one of the most popu­
lar on the St. Lawrence River, and was 
having a busy and successful season.

According to official reports just issued, 
it is India, and not the English treasury, 
which has paid the $300,000 cost of the 
jewelled crown made in London for the 
king to wear at the durbar in Delhi. 
There ie a curious story in connection with 
this crown, which is now lodged, along 
with the other crown jewels, in the Tower 
of London. It seems that when the king's 
voyage to India was first projected, a 
movement was started for the presenta­
tion of an imperial crown to the king- 
emperor at the durbar, as the spontaneous 
offering of the rulinj# princes and people 
of India. It was proposed that the na­
tive princes should each provide some gem 
from their treasures, as a distinctive con­
tribution, and that the native public 
should come in with a monetary subscrip­
tion, which would provide a presentable 
and imperial gift,

The prime mover of the scheme was the 
Maharajah Sir Prodyot Tagoro, representa­
tive of the great landholding classes of 
Bengal, and belonging to an ancient fam­
ily.
