“The post office department is daily
in receipt of a number of communica-
tions in regard to the handling of the
ocean mails from St. John and Halifax.
These communications are coming from
all directions and the boards of trade
are taking a great interest in the mat-
ter. All this is due to one-sided com-
munications which have been sent to the
press in order to divert public opinion
in a certain direction.

“As a consequence of this one-snded
information . being published broadcast
the president of the St. John Board of
Trade, acting in perfect good faith, sent
a telegram to the boards of trade of
Canada asking them to take the question
up and prevent the harm which was
predicted.” There is, however, no’cause
for anxiety. The matter will be ad-
justed in the interesf of Canada and on
the proper lines. A more complete state-
ment may'soon be forthtoming, but the
post office department dees not' think it
advisable to enter into a press contro-
versy whilst negotiations are under way.

“The department also wishes it to be
known that there was no letter mail
brought over by the Tunisian, nor is
there any brought over by the Royal
George, and that the reason for this does !
not lie with the post office department!
of Canada, which has no control, what-
ever, over the matter of shipment of
mails from the other side.
