The traffic

is increagjng in a fearful ratio ; young men, the hope of
our country, are daily being drawn into the awful vor-

tex of dissipation. The mighty tide, in its onward

course, bears some {rom every rank and class in society

into the fearful whirlpool; the church of God, and even
the pulpit, form no exception to the awful truth., Every
effort to cure the evil hitherto has proved a failure ;
and we- ful'y believe musl continue to do so until the
people shall arise in their might and compel our legisla-
tors to sweep forever, from the Statute Book, every
vestige of the license lawy, and place the gale of strong
Irink, where reason and humanity, and christianity pro-
claim it should be placed, in the black catalogue of
crimes against our common humanity.

We would urge upon you the importanceé of a strict
observance of the Sabbath by your families. GGreat
dangers attend their morals from the loose notions that
prevail respecting Sabbath obligation. The public dis-
regard shown to this institution by Rail Road and other
public companies, can searcely fail to produce a dele-
terious effect on their minds, unless carefully counter-
acted by you. We hope you will be ready by every
