We referred the other day to the incor-
porators of the railway company which
received a charter last winter from the
legislature of this Province, giving them
authority to construct a line of railway
from Edmundston to some point on the
Tutercolonial, between Newcastle and
Moncton, and from their main line to any
line leading to St. John. The name of this
railway company is the “St. Lawrence
and Maritime Provinces Railway Com-
pany,” and its members are John J. Mac-
Donald, Charles Riordan, Joseph Hick-
son, Edward D. Boswell, Hector Cameron,
John D. Riordan, G. Randolph Ketchum,
M. P. P, and Alexander A. Sterling. As
we stated the other day, this company
has all the powers necessary to complete
a new railway connexion with Quebec.
The new line, it seems, 18 intended to
connect with the Central railway at Coal
Creek, to which point the latter line is
now completed. Running powers will be
obtained over the Central to Norton, and
from that point a line will be built to this
city by way of Barnesville. This new
line from Norton to “St. John would be
practically the same length as the Inter-
colonial, and would open up an entirely
new country for local traffic, touching
several important settlements. When
Mr. Cameron was here the other day he
saw the Solicitor-General in regard to the
question of a subsidy for this line, and
was informed that in order to obtain such
a subsidy it would be necessary for the
Grand Trunk, which will control the line,
to build a grain elevator and provide ter-
minal facilities at this port. Mr. Cam-

In North Bucks the result must have
been equally disappointing to the govern-
ment, Capt. Verney, the Gladstonian
candidate, being returned by a vote of
4,855 to 4,647, a majority of 209 in a very
| large poll. In 1885 the Liberal candidate
was elected by a vote of 5,462 to 4,006 for
the Conservatives. Tn 1886 when the split
occurred in the Liberal party owing to
Home Rule, Capt, Verney who was el-
ected in 1885, was defeated by the Hon.
Edgerton Hubbard, a Conservative, the
vote being 4,460 for Hubbard and 4,389
for Verney. At the recent election there
were 30 more votes cast than in 1885 and
653 more than in 1886, which would seem
to‘show that both parties had exerted
themselves to the utmost to bring out a
full vote,

A DREDGE FOR ST. JOHN.

Tue Gagetre is informed that the St
John Dock & Harbor company, which Mr.
J. C. Robertson has been instrumented
in promoting, have made a proposition
to the Provincial government asking
them to purchase a dredge for use in St,
John harbor in connexion with [ tle pro-
posed harbor improvements. The
company offer to hire the /dredge at a
rental which will yield 4 per cent
oh:. the outlay for its purchase
and “to do dredging work for
private’ “wharf owners at actual cost.
We are not in a position to state what
action has been taken by the govern-
ment on the application, but we under-
stand that the question has been favor-
ably entertained and Mr. Robertson and
his associates are sangnine fhé#t it will
be granted. We think this would be an
excellent move on the part of the gover-
ment, and that it would be appreciated
at this time it being recognized on al
hands that there is a necessity forimme-
diate action. In this connexion we may
remark that the United States govern-
ment, in undertaking the work of im-
proving the harbors in the Southern
States, made a purchase of twenty dredges,
for the purpose of pushing on the work
at the utmost speed. In order to accom-
plish the work which is immediately re-
quired in 8t. John harbor, there is need
of several dredges to which steady em-
ployment could be given.

FIRE AND WATER.
Terrible Voyage of the British Steamer

Unionist—In Mld-Ocean with Cargo |

of Coal Fiercely Burning.

New Yorg, October 12.—Never was a
friendly beacon a more welcome sight
than the Sandy Hook lightship was to
theofficers and crew of the British steam-
er Unionist Tuesday. When safe in
port they related an experience such as
it has been the fate of few sailors to en-
counter. Not only did the gallant crew
have to face howling gales and moun-
tainous billows,which at time, thraatened
to deslroy the vessel, but a danger even
more terrible confronted them for five
days and nights. While the wind raged
and the waves rolled, a fierce fire raged
aboard the Unionist, demanding the ut-
most bravery on the part of the sailors to
extinguish it.

The Unionist is a tramp registering
1,400 tons. She left Liverpool for this
port Sept. 21, under command of Capt.
R. W. Neal. She carried a full comple-
ment of officers and a crew of eight stal-
wart sailors. The beginning of the voy-
age was marked by very strong westerly
winds accompanied by & high rolling sea.
These storms culminated in a frightful
hurricane September 24. At times the
vessel was wallowing on her beam ends,
while the crew lashed themselves to the
masts. This storm continued for more
than a day.

The Unionist was in mid-ocean when
the morning of Sept. 30 dawned dark and
gloomy, while the wind blew a strong
gale, and-about 5 o’clock the chief officer
who was pacing the bridge, got a sniff of
smoke. At the same moment he saw a
thin vapory cloud forcing its way from
underneath the coal bunker hatch. By
the time he could summon the captain,
the smoke was pouring out of the bunker
in thick volumes, and the fire alarm was
sounded. The hatches were all tightly
battened down, and every crevice filled
with oakum to shut out the air from the
flames. Then holes were chopped into
the hatches and two big streams of water
poured into the burning coal bunker.

The streams of water were kept in
action till Thursday at noon, but the
flames still raged. Desperate measures
had to be adopted. The burning bunker
was now drained. All the top openings
were closed and the bunker door and
stoke hole opened, and the crew began to
rake the coal right from the bottom of
the bunker. Soon thev reached the fire
and began to haul out the red hot coals
to the iron deck, where streams of water
were poured upon them. The work con-
tinued eight hours, when the crew again
became exhausted. They had removed
nearly two tons of red hot coals, while
the ship was .made the toy of the giant
waves.

About o'clock Friday morning the
second officer was startled by a loud
rumbling sound, as of distant thunder,
Almost simultaneously the hatches of the
port bunkers and the cross bunker were
flying in the air and a vast sheet of
flame shot upward almost as high as the
masts, brilliantly illuminating the ocean
for miles around.

The hatches were all quickly recover-
ed and everything, after much hard
labor, was again made snug, but
another explosion - followed just as
terrificc, and one of the hatches
in its ascent stiuck Chief En-
gineer Lowe on the head, rendering

| him insensible for several hours. Friday
| afternoon, after again flooding the bunk-
ker the fire was extinguished.

Captain Neate atiributed both the fire
and the explosions to spontaneous com-
bustion superinduced by the terrific
pitching of the ship previous to the dis-
covery of the fire. The bunker contain-
ed 150 tons of coal of which the crew,
with little buckets, took out 50 tons in
the intervals of fighting the flames. The
damage to the vessel was not serious.
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two by adh ts of Mr. Gladst: Now
four out of the five seats are held by
Gladstonians, making a difference of four
votes in a division. If we examine into
the details of these contesis the matter
looks still worse for the government. The
only seat they succeeded in retaining was
Sleaford in Lincolnshire, which was ren-
~dered vacant by the appointment of Mr.
Chaplin to a seat in ti:e government as
Minister of Agriculture. Mr. Chaplin won
the seat in 1885, before the split in the
Liberal party,by a majority of 1,300. In
1886 the prospects of defeating him were
so poor that the Gladstonians did not
contest the seat; now Mr. Chaplin has
won again by a majority of 1,307, which
lends color to the statement that there
are just 7 Liberal Unionists in that con-
stituency of 10,000 voters.

At Dundee there was no contest and
the Gladstonian candidate,Mr. Leng, was
elected by acclamation. Dundee is
strongly Liberal and Gladstonian. Dun-
dee, which has 17,000 voters, at the gen-
eral election in 1885, when the Liberals
were undivided,gave the Gladstonians a
majority of about 2,000. At the general
election in 1886 the Gladstonian beat
the Liberal Unionist candidates by a
majority of 4,700. At a bye-election held
last year the Gladstonians again carried
the seat by a majority of 3,600. Under
these circumstances the Conservatives
were, perhaps, wise in not wasting their
energies ina contest that must have
ended in their defeat.

It was quite otherwise, however, in
Elgin and Nairn,where they very proper-
ly contested the seat.
has 6,054 voters, and at the election in
1885 it returned the Gladstonian by a
majority of 46 over his Conservative
competitor, but the Liberal majority was
reduced by the presence of a second Lib-
eral in the field. At tlie election in 1886
there were only two candidates, the
Gladstonian and a Liberal Unionist, and
thie latter won by a majority of 119, in a
total vote of 3,863. Now Mr. Keay, the
Gladstonian candidate, has been returned
by a majority of 532 in a total vote of
4,610,

These, however, were Scotch constitu-
encies and such results are to be expected
in Scotland, but the other two constitu-
encies in which the government have
sustained defeat are English. Ir Peter-
boro the government candidate was
defeated by a vote of 1,893 to1,642.
Peterboro has always been largely under
the influence of the Fitzwilliam family,
a member of which was the government
candidate at the recent election. In
1885, before the split in the Liberal party
owing to home rule, the Hon. W.J. W,
Fitzwiliam was elected for Peterboro, as
an independent candidate by a vote of
1,853 to 1,595 for the regular Liberal can-
didate, Fitzwilliam was one of those
who were dissatisfied with Mr. Glad-
stone’s policy between 1880 and 1885. In
1880 he stood as one of the Liberal can-
didates for Peterboro and was not
opposed. In 1883 one of the two mem-
bers for Peterboro, Mr. Whatley, resigned
and a new election took place. The Con-
servatives put up Major Ferguson to con-
test the seat against.Sidney C. Buxton,
the Liberal candidate, but the latter was
elected by a vote of 1,438 to 1,106 for his
opponent. In 1886, when the Liberals
were divided on the home rule question,
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No one need be surprised if the World’s
fair of 1892 is held in Chicago instead of
in New York. The latter city so far has
not subscribed a dollar to aid the enter-
prise while in Chicago the total subscrip-
tions thus far amount to $7,000,000. If sub-
scriptions continue to come in at the
present rate until December the manag-
ers are confident they will be able to pre-
sent to Congress a statement showing
that the whole capital stock of $10,000,-
000 has been subscribed. The executive
officers are counting largely on the sup-
port of Congress, because of having pop-
ularized the movement among the poor
as well as the rich. Subscriptions by
workingmen amounted to over $300,000.

The Globe on Saturday evening accused
some of the St. John alderman of work-
ing harder toobtain offices for their
friends than for the general welfare of
the city.

Possibly
some of them might retort that they are
only following the example of Mr. J. V.,
Ellis, editor of the Globe, who as soon as
the Liberals got into power insisted on
postmaster Howe being superannuated
and the office given to himself. Ex-post-
master Howe is still living and probably
is as capable of performing the duties of
postmaster as ever he was, yet for fifteen
years he has been in receipt of a super-
annuation allowance of $1,400 a year; so
that the zeal of Mr. Ellis for his own in-
terests has cost the country $21,000
already in this single transaction. What
St. John alderman has done as badly for
his constituents as this ?

An Ottawa despatch states that the
Dominion government will,in future, issue
no license to mutual insurance companies
to do business in Canadaon the assess-
ment plan, and that they have notified
such companies already holding licenses
that they will not be renewed after they
expire at the end of the year. There are a
number of companies of this class, both
Canadian and American, operating at
present in Canada, which will have to
cease business when their present licen-
ses expire. There appears to have been
some oversight and misinterpretation of
the law in granting licenses to mutual
companies up to the present time which
is in contravention to laws of the
Dominion. The question of their legality
has been raised by the old stock com-
panies whose business has been suffering
greatly in competition with these assess-
ment companies, who have been offering
rates that it was impossible for the
more stable companies to quote.  If this
intelligence is confirmed it will be likely
to produce a panic among those insured
~vith the assessment companies.

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Lineman atf the (op of & Pole Grasps

a “Live” Wire is & Dead Man in
& Minute. i

New Yorg, Oct. 12.—It does not fake a
professional lineman long to climb a
thirty-foot electric light pole. Charles
Erdmann climbed one at 4.30 Tuesday af-
ternoon in front of 156 Grand street,
near Elm, in a very few secouds. Erd-
mann had been climbing poles for years.

David Andrioni, an Italian fruit dealer
sat by his stand a few feet from the pole
lazily smoking his pipe and watching
every movement of the agile climber.
He saw Erdmann reach the first cross
piece, throw his leg over it, assume a
comfortable position, and proceed to
wind around one of the twelve wires new
insulating material. In another mom-
ent the Italian saw the lineman start
snddenly, his face convulsed with pain
and fear, and grasp wildly at a wire
which emitted sparks and little tongues
of flame. Then the body of the man in
mid-air straightened up and shivered.

Auother lineman on the sidewalk saw
his comrade’s plight, and, running up
the pole, tried to hold his mate from fal-
ling by grasping his clothes, from which
a curl of smoke was issuing. Already
there was a little crowd on the sidewalk
watching the two men. In another
moment a cry of horror arose as the sec-
ond lineman lost his held on Erdmann’s
clothing, snd Erdmann fell to the pave-
ment, striking full on his head and
shoulders. Blood rushed from his mouth,
nose and ears and stained the sidewalk.

An ambulance call was rung at once,
and the dead man meantime lay where
he fell. Policeman Delay of the Mulber-
ry street squad was first on the spot, and
had to summon other officers to keep
back the crowd which pressed around the
base of the pole to see the horrible sight.
The dead man lay with his face turned
up to the wires that had killed him, and
his left hand across his chest, all charred
by the fierce heat of live electric light
wire.

For half an hour the body lay there,
though some one had the decency to
throw a ‘covering over the ghastly face.
Then, suspecting that an ambulance
. would never come for a corpse, the police
had the body taken to the Mulberry
street station in the wagon of the Man-
hatten Electric Light company, in whose
employ the dead man was working, and
whose wires he was repairing when he
was killed. The body lay in an outer]

corridor of the station all night awaiting
the arrival of the coroner in the morning.
