HON. MR. BRYCE 
VISITS TORONTO

IMMIGRATION parties agreed that present conditions 
are intolerable, but they differed as to 
the best methods of revising them. 
The Democratic party, headed by 
Mayor Dunne, stood for immediate 
municipal ownership through condem­
nation of the street car property, if 
the result could not be obtained in 
any other way. The Republican party 
favored ordinances which were recently 
passed by a Democratic city council 
over the veto of Mayor Dunne.

The campaign has been one of the 
most; vicious the city has ever known; 
charges and counter charges have 
been hurled, the personal lives of the 
candidates have been discussed, and 
speakers on both sides have indulged 
in tirades filled with invective and 
abuse.

The disagreeable feature of the 
campaign, which became so pro­
nounced in its latter part, commenced 
when Mayor Dunne circulated a peti­
tion for a referendum vote on the 
traction proposition. He and his fol­
lowers announced that they had se­
cured 151,000 signers to this petition, 
80,000 being necessary to place the 
matter before the voters. Charges 
were made by the Republican party 
that thousands of these names had 
been forged, and that the list had been 
padded in every conceivable fashion. 
These assertions were vehemently de­
nied by the Democrats and the follow­
ers of Mayor Dunne, who were in fa­
vor of immediate municipal ownership. 
From this time until the end of the 
campaign the feeling became more 
bitter. Wm. Randolph Hearst came 
personally from New York to take part 
in the campaign, and brought with him 
cartoonists and editorial writers. His 
papers were the only publications in 
the city supporting Mayor Dunne, all 
the other newspapers being for Busse 
and the ordinances. The papers fa­
voring Busse made much of the cry 
that Chicago was able to manage its 
own interests without receiving in­
structions from New York.
Hearst papers claimed that Mayor 
Dunne was acting for the best in­
terests of Chicago, and that it was 
therefore their duty to support him.

The total vote for mayor follows: 
Busse, Republican, 164,839; Dunne, 
Democrat, 151,718; Reubacher, Pro­
hibition, 585; Kep, Socialist, 13,459; 
Busse’s plurality, 13,121.

Just in what manner the Premierjwill 
approach the Imperial authorities on 
this subject is very difficult to under­
stand. The proposed amendments to 
the B. N. A. Act, which Sir Wilfrid 
will suggest to the Imperial government# 
is in compliance with the recommend­
ations of the premiers of the provinces. 
Premier McBride may only ask to have 
the Imperial authorities take steps to 
give to British Columbia something 
which the other provinces refused to do 
at a representative convention of the 
premiers after the premier of the pro­
vince of British Columbia had done his 
best in presenting the case for the best 
part of a week.

been fixed, or whose exclusion from 
Canada has been ordered by any act of 
the parliament of Canada.

A. E. McPhillips introduced a bill for 
the protection of persons employed in 
factories. This measure, which has not 
yet been printed, is founded on the 
Manitoba Act, and alms at giving 
those who may be employed in fac­
tories better protection from accidents, 
and also to provide for the sanitary 
arrangements being made more per­
fect. The bill makes provision that 
machinery shall be protected. The age 
at which children shall be employed Is 
set forth and the welfare of the em­
ployees is generally looked after.

The bill will probably undergo some

The movement to make “Empire 

Day” a holiday of imperial significance 
Is assuming large proportions.* Mayor 
Morley is in receipt of a letter from 
the Earl of Meath suggesting the- co­
operation of this city with that of all 
others throughout the Empire in fit­
tingly celebrating the day. While call­
ing attention to the necessity of regu­
lar school training in order that the 
children should rise to an adequate ap­
preciation of their duties and respon­
sibilities, he especially emphasizes the 
value of having gome one In authority 
deliver an address on that day, either 
on one of the colonies or on the duties 
and responsibilities of the Empire at 
large.

In speaking of the objects of the Em­
pire Day Association, the noble lord 
calls attention to the “spiritual mean­
ing of the day, which may be partially 
translated as the subordination of sel­
fish or class interests to those of the 
state and of the community, and the 
inculcation in the minds of all British 
subjects of the honorable obligation, 
which rests upon them of preparing 
themselves each in his or her own 
sphere for the due fulfilment of the du­
ties and responsibilities attached to the 
privilege of being subjects of the 
mightiest Empire the world has ever 
known.”

He disclaims any endeavor to foster 
a jingoistic spirit. The object of the 
movement is in fact to avoid this.

An endeavor is made to bring the 
people to an appreciation of the patri­
otism of the Japanese, which was the 
outcome of years of patient effort on 
the part of the school masters to in­
culcate within the breasts of their pu­
pils principles ot self-sacrifice, and a 
worthy reverence for the Japanese 
Emperor. The fruit of this was seen 
in the late Rpsso-Japanese war. Equal­
ly great lessons can be learned from 
the industry and perseverance of the 
Germans. Other nations have their 
special lesson to teach. Empire Day 
seeks to group these all in one and en­
forcing their high lessons on the youth­
ful mind to avoid that moral atrophy, 
that selfish and enervating spirit 
which luxury produces, and above all 
that want of interest in and adequate 
knowledge of the affairs of the com­
monwealth which has hitherto In 
perilous times placed the fate of the 
nation in the hands of unscrupulous 
manipulators, and thus led to its 
downfall.

New York, April 3.—Harry K. Thaw’s 
sanity and his ability to consult with 
his counsel at the present time will, it 
is expected, be finally decided to-day 
by the lunacy commission. Much will 
depend upon another private examina­
tion, which the committee has decided 
upon. Apparently the conflicting testi­
mony of the alienists called by both 
sides has not cleared the question to 
the satisfaction of the commissioners 
and its recalling of Thaw is taken to 
mean that their decision will largely 
depend upon the showing made by the 
defendant himself.

Thawr’s examination to-day will be 
the final and crucial test of his mental 
capacity. It will follow a brief public 
hearing at which one alienist and pos­
sibly two will be examined. Not even 
Thaw’s counsel or the district attorney 
will be admitted to the private exam­
inations. With their official stenogra­
pher, the commissioners will retire to 
a room in the upper part of the crim­
inal courts building and put the defen­
dant through what tests they please. 
Dr. Hutzel will examine him as he 
would a private patient and questions 
may be asked as to the continuance of 
the delusions from which Thaw is said 
to have suffered last summer.

It Is the plan to continue the hearing 
with Thaw’s examination and unless 
something unexpected intervenes, the 
committee will then go into executive 
session to consider its report to Jus­
tice Fitzgerald. This report will prob­
ably be made to-morrow before the 
Thaw trial court is convened, in order 
that the trial may proceed, should the 
decision be favorable to the defend­
ant.

30,000 cubic yards of dry filling remains 
to be placed. The King Edward dredge 
while here filled In on an average the 
flats to within four feet of the surface 
of the road. The remaining four feet 
must be filled by the city to fulfil the 
terms of the agreement.

This afternoon J. Wilson, building in­
spector of the new Empress hotel, is 
having an interview with Mayor Mor­
ley on the subject. As the C. P. R. 
officials have the agreement in writing, 
which holds the city liable for the fill­
ing up of the flats to a level with the 
road, there can be only one termina­
tion to this interview. As matters 
stand at present, and according to a 
statement made by the Mayor, the city 
does not at present appear to recognize 
its liability.

It has not yet been determined where 
this dry filling will be got. In all about 
60,000 cubic yards of dry filling will 
have to be placed in order to bring the 
fiats up to the level required by the 
C. P. R. Of this amount about half 
will have to be done by the city.

Landscape Gardener Committed Suicide 
in Volunteer Park, Seattle.Detroit, Mich., April 3.—The board of 

managers of the Lumber Carriers’ As­
sociation, in session here yesterday, 
decided upon some increases in the 
rtes for transportation of lumber on the 
Great Lakes, although last season’s 
rates of $2.50 per thousand from the 
head of Lake Superior to lower Lake 
Erie, and Michigan was left unaltered. 
The $2 rate from Keewenewaw point

Concord, N. H., April 2.—A motion 
for leave to intervene, involving the 
substitution of duly appointed trustees 
as plaintiffs, in place of the “next 
friends,” was the answer of Mrs. Mary 
Baker G. Eddy, founder of the Chris­
tian Science religion, made through 
her counsel, in the suit brought to 
compel an accounting of her property. 
The motion, tfhich was filed •to-day, 
came as a complete surprise. By a 
deed of trust Mrs. Eddy has trans­
ferred her entire estate, with a few 
minor reservations, to three -trustees— 
Henry M. Baker, of Boston; Archibald 
McClellan, of Boston, and John W. Fer- 
nald, of Concord. These trustees were 
bonded to the extent of half a million 
dollars each that they will preserve 
and protect her property.

It Is now claimed that Mrs. Eddy 
cannot be forced to appear In court in 
connection with the pending litigation. 
The lawyers are empowered to prose­
cute and defend, for the benefit of the 
estate of Mrs. Eddy, any suits at law 
or in equity, whether now pending or 
that may afterwards be brought With 
reference to any matter in which she 
may be personally interested. With 
the exception of Mr. McClellan, the 
trustees are not believers in the 
Christian Science doctrine.
