H(jp to the present there has been no 
lib tel on Salt Spring Island. The lack 
of accommodation for travellers and 
Visitors has had its disadvantages, but 
g|ill a large section of the people ob­
jected to the opening of £ place which 
would combine the sale of liquor with 
the providing of accommodation for 
such people. No one, however, would 
undertake to build an hotel unless 
guaranteed a license to sell liquor, 
finally William A. Gatt offered to build 
An hotel similar to the Louisville at 
Chemalnus if he were certain of se­
curing a license for it. Some 86 signa­
tures were secured for a petition ask- 
ink for the proposed hotel, but when 
ÿiese were gone through and the names 
of those not qualified as householders 
within the meaning of the act struck 
off, only 65 were left. A petition pro­
testing against the Issuing of a license 
to Mr. Gatt was also circulated, and to 
it 50 signatures were secured, 
total number of householders qualified 

sign the petition, according to E. 
titer, deputy assessor, Is 126. In or­

der to authorize the granting of a li­
cense, it was necessary to secure the 
ÿgnature of 86 of them to a petition 
favoring such action, while any more 
than 42 signatures against It would 
prevent the granting of permission to 
■ell liquor. Those In favor of the li­
cense secured only 66 out of the 84 re­
quired, while Instead of 42 the opposi­
tion got 50 signatures against It.

"Another requirement for the secur- 
lhg of a license Is that the applicant 
must be the registered owner or the 
tenant of the premises on which it is 
jp-oposed that liquor shall be sold. The 
law also requires that the building and 
Its furnishings must be Inspected be­
fore the application can be entertained, 
or that plans and specifications of the 
proposed building must be submitted. 
These are not the only conditions, 

, however. The application must be ad­
vertised for a month In some paper cir­
culating in the locality, and a sitting 
must be held at which the applicant 
must appear in person, and at which 
also opponents of the Issuing of a li­
cense may have a hearing.

"The licensee to Mr. Gatt is not the 
registered owner of any property on 
Salt Spring Island, and the building 
Which It Is proposed to license has not 
yet been erected, and so neither it nor 
its furnishings could have been in­
spected. The only attempt to meet 
these conditions fs that rough plans 
were submitted, but no security was 
given that the erection of the building 
would be proceeded with.

"One of the chief grounds of com­
plaint, however, is that the superin­
tendent of provincial police did not hold 
the required open sitting, attended by 
the applicant, and at which any one 
objecting to this particular license 
would have a right to be heard. On the 
other hand, although the opponents of 
the license wrote to the superintendent 
of provincial police asking to be noti­
fied of the date of this open meeting, 

.they have not received any word 
yarding the matter, and without it Mr. 
Gatt has been given a guarantee that 
lie will be given a license as soon as his 
hunting has been erected. In addition 
to these aspects of the case I might 
gjso point out that, while the law re­
quires that no license shall be issued 
for any premises within 300 feet, of a 
church or school, the site on which Mr. 
Gatt is building is within 150 feet of a 
private school.

"For the life of me I cannot see 
what Mr. Bowser meant by making the

V- cense law, and now that he sees how 
It Is working out, It Is to be hoped that 
he will revert to the old system. Alto­
gether too much power and too much 
discretion is-left to the police authori­
ties: If he Is wise he will go back to 
the former order of things with the 
least possible delay.”

ARGONAUTS SEEK
LOST CABIN” MINEU

Adventurous Party Sets Out for 
Unknown Location on 

Arctic Slope.
X

There has just drifted out here from 
the Yukon the story/Of a “Lost Cabin” 
mine, lying somewhere on the Arctic 
slope, and in séarch of which a small 
party of men set out last April from 
Vault creek- This “Lost Cabin” is 
known as the land of pure gold and the 
argonauts are James Bumfield, M. J. 
Lawderback, and John Blosi.

Somewhere along the Mackenzie river 
and the Arctic ocean in the region of 
Herschel island there is reputed to lie 
a fabulously rich pay streak. It is the 
fountain head of pure gold, if the tales 
which have been woven about it are to 
be believed.

What has led to the present mush into 
parts hitherto untrodden by the foot 
of man (at least as far as is known), Is 
the story told to Lawderback, one of 
the party, by a grizzled old miner who 
had followed the “gleam” for a quarter 
of a century. The story was a death­
bed tale, and the old man spoke of a 
spot where a fortune could be picked 
up in a day. He is said to have been 
in perfect possession of his senses and 
so impressed was Lawderback with the 
tale that he at once commenced to find 
out what he could of the location of the 
place which he had reason to believe 
was a new El Dorado. Naturally what 
he found but has not been made public, 
but he, In company with his compan­
ions, have found out enough to lead 
them to place credence in the old gold- 
hunter’s confession, and to spend all 
the money they could collect (some $20,- 
000), in fitting out the expedition upon 
which they are now* bent. They have 
estimated that it will take them three 
years, but have arranged with others at 
Fairbanks, who are in the project with 
them, that should nothing be heard of 
the party for à year, another expedition 
shall follow, bringing more tools and 
food.

Leaving Vault creek in April last, 
they headed for Circle, where they had 
a boat constructed. The last heard of 
them they had sailed away up towards 
the headwaters of tl^e Porcupine, in­
tending from there to cross the divide 
and drop down one of the tributaries of 
the Mackenzie to begin their search for 
the land of pure gold.

hTe members of the party are certain 
they are on the right track, and their 
contention woiild gain verisimilitude 
from the reports of the natives, who 
come from the far north, ail 6£ whom 
tell of a regin of virgin gold on the 
Arctic. ^

SEATTLE YACHT WELL 
HANDLED IN LIGHT WINDS

BUT MONEY AWAITS
THE TRAINED MEN

Alexandra Led at First but Was 
Soon Overhauled and 

Beaten.

Says J. M Clark, Who Has Jus* 
Returned From Nome, 

Alaska.

Vancouver. July 3.—The Seattle yacht 
Spirit, Captain Geary, defeated the 
Vancouver yacht Alexandra, Captain 
Deane, in the second race of the series 
for the Dunsmuir trophy to-day. The 
Spirit crossed the line at 1:30 o’clock 
this afternoon exactly 1 minute and 40 
seconds ahead of the Alexandra.

In marked contrast to the scene at 
the start of the first race for the Alex­
andra cup on Wednesday was that this 
morning. Then all was bright and 
gay, the sun shone merrily and thous­
ands of spectators lined the shores of 
English bay. To-day a drizling rain 
fell all the morning and the spectators 
were limited to mere enthusiasts.

A light fitful breeze came from the 
cast and the course was accordingly 
altered, the boats going in the oppo­
site way round the triangle from 
Wednesday, leaving all the buoys to 
the port side to-day. That made the 
first leg a full splnnacker run of four 
miles. The second leg was reached 
closehauled while the long on the home 
lek of five miles was a direct beat ty. 
windward. Slow time was to be ex­
pected under the circumstances pro­
vided boats did not pick up a breeze 
away out off Point Grey, but critics 
at the start considered that the boats 
should finish well inside the time limit 
of five hours.

The Spirit was the first to hoist sail 
to-day. Captain Deane waited till 
after the preparatory gun had sounded 
its warning at 10:45 before hoisting 
sail and then he spent some time ad­
justing the hang of the mainsail, the 
Spirit meanwhile cruising about. When 
the starting gun was fired both were 
close to the line, the Spirit with main­
sail, topsail and jib and the Alexandra 
with mainsail and jib set. The start 
was a pretty on and Capt. Deane got 
the honors of getting the Alexandra 
across about four seconds In front of 
the Spirit. The boat came over the 
line on different tacks. The Spirit was 
on the port tack and the Alexandra 
on the starboard tack and Immediate­
ly on crossing the line Geary took in 
his jib and broke out a big spinnaker. 
The Alexandra crossed on the port tack 
and Capt, Deane held her there for a 
minute or so, putting a hundred yards 
between the boats before he jibbed 
and swung out his big spinnaker.

Yacht race started. The Alexandra 
crossed the line at 11:00.03, the Spirit 
at 11:00.07. The boats are on a spin­
naker run before a light vpind. When 
two miles out the Alexandra was 
leading slightly.

The feature of the run down to Point 
Atkinson buoy was the passing of the 
Spirit by the Vancouver boat. The wind 
was coming In puffs; sometimes one 
boat had the better breeze and some­
times the other. In one of these spurts 
the Spirit had undoubtedly the advan­
tage; and left the Alexandra a little 
behind.

Then for many minutes It was neck 
and neck, and as pretty a race as any­
one could wish to see.

At about 11:28 o’clock the Alexandra 
began to forge ahead and passed Geary, 
and exactly ten minutes later, at 11.38, 
the Spirit broke out her spinnaker. 
This move was immediately followed 
by Deane.

By the time the boats were opposite 
Caulfied’s landing, a short distance 
from the first buoy, the Alexandra had 
increased her lead to ten lengths. Then 
all the way to the buoy Deane rather 
increased his lead. He jibed around the 
buoy to windward, being then a minute 
and a quarter ahead of the American 
boat.

The unoffllcal time of rounding the 
Point Atkinson buoy: Alexandra, 
11.44.00; spirit, 11.45.15.

Immediately 
started to take in his spinnaker as he 
swung away to the southwest towards 
the Point Grey buoy. The Spirit ran 
Into a calm and was unlucky enough 
to catch a piece of water rendered 
choppy by the tide. When the noon 
whistles in town were blowing the 
Alexandra was footing it fast 
Point Grey ind Increasing her lead. 
Geary was still sailing with his spin­
naker set.

All the way across the entrance of 
English Bay the Alexandra maintained 
her lead and finished the three-mile 
reach a minute and a half ahead.

The unofficial time was: Alexandra, 
12.07.00; Spirit, 12.08.30.

At 12.26.30 the Spirit appeared to fall 
off a little, but a minute later she foot­
ed forward and by 12.28 she looked to 
be a length or two ahead.

At 12.31 Deane came about. A mo­
ment before this the Spirit had 
too close to Point Grey and had touch­
ed ground. But she came quickly Into 
the wind on the starboard tack and gof 
off without any trouble.

.At 12.23 the Alexandra went about on 
the port tack. The boats made a fine 
looking race of it as they stood for­
ward for home along the Jericho shore.

At 12.35 the Alexandra came down on 
the Spirit, as If to pass under her stern. 
But Just as the Vancouver boat was 
directly behind Geary came about and 
so got to windward.

This time there was no doubt but that 
the fleet-footed American was ahead.

At 12.39 the Alexandra came around 
on the port tack and Geary immediate­
ly followed suit. The Spirit was again 
drawing further ahead in the wind­
ward work at which she is especially 
capable. ■*

By 1 o’clock the Spirit appeared to 
be at least two hundred yards ahead. 
The excitement on the excursion boats 
and ashore was Intense.

From this time to the end of the race 
the Seattle yacht maintained her ad­
vantage, eventually winning as stated 
above.

"There’s not much use for unskilled 
laborers who don’t know anything 
about mining, going up to Alaska. 
There’s been lots of work there all 
winter and there is plenty to do there 
still for men who are not green at 
the job, but tho other fellows might 
better stay in British Columbia.”

This is the opinion of J. M. Clark,

and

posted upon conditions there.
"For men,” said he in an interview 

with a Times reporter at the King 
Edward hotel to-day, “who know any­
thing about mining Alaska’s the place. 
I don’t know many other districts In 
the world where the laboring man gets 
$5 a day, with the cost of living very 
little higher than in British Columbia. 
But It's hard work and there’s noth­
ing but mining going on there.

“The country throughout Alaska is 
generally mountainous except along 
parts of tho coast. There Is little sub­
soil and few crops can be grown. The 
country Is isolated from the rest of 
the world for seven or eight months 
but we get plenty to eat as cattle are 
brought In in the fall and provisions 
keep well In what is practically per­
petual cold storage.

“Talk about sport. You fellows here 
don’t know what sport Is,” exclaimed 
Mr. Clark. "Why I’ve seen as much 
as $40,000 change hands over a, dog 
race in Nome. That’s going some for 
a town of 6,000 isn’t it? They’re great 
people for racing up there. They 
think nothing of twenty to " fifty mile 
walking races for $500 a side, and long 
distance dog-team races are all the 
go. People up there make money fast, 
and they also know how to spend It.

“Like most American towns, wher­
ever you meet them, there’s nothing 
slow about Nome. The streets are 
paved and there’s plenty of electrical 
Illumination when the midnight sutis 
not shining.” -,

Mr.’ Clark was quite Impressed with 
the progress that is being made among 
the Esquimaux.

"The United States government has 
schools throughout the 

island and the natives seem to: take to 
the new condition of affairs much bet­
ter than the North American Indian,” 
said Mr. Clark. “The natives subsist 
chiefly on fishing, whaling and. sealing. 
They live In comfortable little vil­
lages for the most part-t-not hi snow 
or Ice houses as some people imagine.

“There Is some coal mining in Alaska 
but the principal industry is placer 
gold mining.”

Mr. Clark has come back into Can­
ada to settle down and he is looking 
over British Columbia to see what the 
prospects are like. Later on he’s, going 
back into the prairie sections, .to see 
how things are there. Hig brother, R. 
A. Clark is still up In the Kotzebue 
Sound district looking after ipiting 
operations at Candle Creek and Inma- 
chuck.

Two thousand inches of the unrecord­
ed water In Long :Lake, In the Osoyoos 
division of Yale district, for a period 
of five years for the corporation of the 
city of Vernon, for domestic and power 
purposes.

The waters Of Como, on Welcome 
lake, and the stream flowing there­
from in New Westminster district, for 
government pbrjibses in connection 
with the public hbepitti for the insane 
and farm at Goqtlttian.

Lots 74, 76 -andx 76, Queen Charlotte 
Island district, from pre-emption or 
sale.

A belt of land situate in Range 5, 
Coast district, aSd extending three 
miles on each side of Kitsumgallum 
river, from the junction of said river 
with the Skeena to Its headwaters, 
from sale or lease.

A belt of land, 12 miles in width, 
situate' in the Cariboo and Lillooet dis­
tricts, and lying six miles on each side 
of the 52nd parallel of north latitùde, 
from the point where the Cariboo 
wagon road crosses the said parallel to

“We were ten days coming down on 
the Victoria," said Mr. Clark. “For 
three days we averaged only fifty or 
sixty miles on account of the ice which 
extends down southward three hun­
dred jniles from Nome. We should 
have taken three hundred passengers 
with us but only slxty-two came, the 
remainder backing oiit when ’they 
heard how thick the ice was.”

Mr. Clark stated that about fifty- 
nine Canadians, who have 'been doing 
well up in Alaska, are coming to Brit­
ish Columbia with the idea of settling 
this fall.

Among the Canadians who have 
made things go in the land of the mid­
night sun are Jake Berger, a former 
well-known resident of Winnipeg, and 
Bobbie Adams,-also of Winnipeg, and 
now vice-president of the Alaska 
bank.

The Victoria ran Into a berg which 
staved a hole In her hull on the way 
into Nome, but the damage was tem­
porarily repaired and all went well on 
the return voyage. The ship is now 
in drydock at Seattle undergoing re­
pairs.

According to Mr. Clark a lot of 
money is being spent bn the mining 
camps. At the present time a ditch 
is being constructed on the Kotzebue 
Sound which will cost thousands of 
dollars.
