Col. MacGregor was in British
Columbia in the éarly days when
gold mining outranked all other oc-
cupat! , and later, when the wealth
of the ftorests began fo be turned to
account. Much later, and when the
Klondike was the latest El Dorado,
he spent ten years im the Yukon,
principally at Dawson City, where he
was chairman of the celebrated Citi-
gens’ Committee that brought about
reform in the government of the
famous mining camp. . He now
thinks of making one meore trip to
the West, revisiting the valley found
many years ago, and robbing it of
the secret of its hidden wealth.
