Tupper-phobia.

If something very heavy would fall
upon Sir Charles Tupper and annihi-
late him, a large nnumber of news-
papers would, no doubt, break out in
rejoicings. It is to be assumed that
Sir Charles is not much more of a
saint than other prominent politicians,
but it seems reasonable to believe that
he is not such an entirely bad man as
the extreme party papers represent him
to be. It has been asserted and
reiterated by these . papers that he en-
Geavored to buy the support of the
Grand Trunk authorities for the cone
servatives in the late elections, while
thece isevidence on the other hand,
that the Grand Trunk sought to secure
certain advantages from the govern-
ment, through Sir Charles, which he
would not commit himself to. The
government had already done a great
deal for the big railway corporation,
whose managers seem to have become
very jealous because even more was
done for the Canadian Pacific. The
£vand 'Lrunk, in revenge, and because
it could not indace the governmeat to
commit itself to further grants for
some of its new schemes, assamed a
violently hostile attitude against the
government, carrying Canadian voters
from all points in the United States to
their homes in the hope of securing its
defeat. After the elections were over
some leading Grand Trunk men en-
deavored to make it appear that the
company had been neutral, but as
others of them had been very out-
spoken in their hostility, the assertion
against Sir Charles was made, in the
discussion of which what seems to be
the true state of the matter was
developed. It suits the party papers,
however, for ulterior purposes,
reiterate the Grand Trunk’s story
about Sir Charles’ attempt to. bribe its
manager, while . those who are fami-
liar with all the evidence will conclude
that the attempt at bribing was the
other way. Sir Chatles may be an
expensive luxury as Camada’s High
Commissioner in Iondon, and his
methods may not always square with
what we were all taught in Sunday
school, but he seems to have learned,
when formerly dealing with the Grand
Trank and Canadian Pacific people,
that big railway corporations are great
absorbents of public money, and that
even the exigencies of the late general
election would not justify him in mak-
ing pledges which the Grand Trunk
imagined it could measure and extort
by its estimate of the Governmen}’s
anxiety to win. .

Another sign of the interest taken in
Sir Charles by the papers referred to,
is their attitude towards him in con-
nection with his leadership, in Cara.
da’s behalf, in the proposed reciprocity
negotiations with - Washington. = The
people were led to believe, onlya
month or two ags, that reciprocity
with the United States would be a
great thing for Canada. Both polsi-
cal parties seemed to agree about it,
although they differed as-to the mea-
sure of reciprocity that would be best
for us. Advocates of unvestricted
reciprocity did not deny that an ar-
rangement on the lines of the old
treaty would be best, but they said
Mr. Blaine was not willing %o negotiate
for partial reciprocity, and they were
willing to surrender everything which
they thought he demanded. Now,
however, when the elections are over,
and it is demonstrated that the ma-
jority of our people are in favor of a
reasonable measure of reciprocity, and
when the government is taking steps
to enter upon negotiations with Wash-
ington for an arrangement of that kind,
wo-find party papers of a certain class
attacking 8ir Charles Tupper in every
possible way, belittling his position, as-
sailing his integrity, prophesying his
failure, and in other ways, doing all in
their power to assist those who are op-
posed to Canada’s wishes and interests
in the matter.

If those who inspire these papers
were really of opinion that they could
defeat the (Government, and, at the
same time, secure unrestricted reci-
procity, no reasonable objection can be
urged agsinst thew for doing all they
did in the late election contest to give
effect to their plaps; but, having failed
in their constitutional attempt in thut
direction and it being a settled fact
that they are powerless to do anything
whatever for the next four or five years
to negotiate for reciprocity or anything
else, is it not very indecent for them to
so unfairly attack those who, being io
a position of authorisy to speak for the
country, are endeavoring, in good faith,
to carry out the reciprocity pledges
which were the great issne of the con-
test on the side of the winners?
Whatever Sir Charles Tupper’s politi-
cal opponents may say of him, the
fact remains that he has no superior in
ability, position and influence in Cana-
da, The government desires to avail
itself of lis services in obtaining, if
possible, the measure of reciprocity
which every man in the country who
is worthy of citizenship, wishes to have
secured. Then,why cannot those who
seem to hate him so fiercely, restrain
themselves for a short time in the
country’s interest?  We have known
defeated politicians of small
and narrow views to work

calibre

with
might and of
pledges, and against their iormer
records—to prevent others from doing
what they had failed to do for the
people. Let us hope that this spirit is
not the moving impulse of those who
are so violently assailing Sir Charles
Tupper at the present time, and that it
is not in the hope of preventing us from
securing a reciprocity treaty that there
is sach a fusilade from all along the

The Chatham Public Building.

We have excellent authority for say-
ing that the patching up of the old
Dominion building now being effected,
is about the last it will receive of the
many attentions of that kind bestowed
upon it since it passed into the Gov-
ernrent’s hands. Mr. John E. Turn-
bull, Inspector of Dominion buildings,
came here last Thursday to look after
repairing the damage done by the late
fire which consumed the Banuon corner,
adjoining, and we understand that he
is also to have some interior decora-
tion done, such as the filling up of the
cracks in the walls, which are the only
new thing about the structure, paper-
ing the same over and painting some of
the woodwork, ete. It
that he found things looking so ladly

is assumed

that he reported upon their condition,
and we are glad to know that orders
have been received not to undertake
which were contem-
plated, and it may be expected
that a grant for & mnew public
building in Chatham will be asked for
when the estimates for the current
year are laid before parliament at the
session, which is to begin on 29th inst.

As we are, therefore, to have a new
Dominion building for the Post Office,
Custom House and other offices of the
federal government, the question of site
is one that will, no doubt, have a good
deal of public attention. We have
heard of quite a number that have
been proposed. The present one is, of
course, too small, but it is thought by
some that the property adjoining, oc-
cupied by Mr. Mackenzie asa drug
store, might be added to it and thus fill
the bill. The premises, including the
old Cunard store and wharf, occupied
by the N. B. Trading Company, is
another site favored by many. The
Ritchie wharf property has also its ad-
vocates, The Henderson property on
Duke Street, bounded by Cunard Street
and the lane running down at the rear

other repairs

of the present Custom House, is an-
other proposed site, as is also the
corner lot belonging to the same estate
running from Cunard along Duke
Street to Ullock’s stables. All of these
are centrally located and will have
their advocates. We do not think the
Government is committed t> any oue
of them, and it is to be earnestly hoped
that the subjecc will be very cavefully
considered before a choice is made.
Let the convenience of the public be
the first and only consideration,
Another question of importance is
the .character of the building to be
erected. The Pablic Works Depart-
ment will commend itself to practical
people if it entrusts the duty of design-
ing the structure to an architect capa-
ble of realising that the leading idea of
and finish must be
in confermity with climatic and
other conditions existing -in this
part of the country. A good deal of
Canadian woney has been wasted by
academic architects, who, lacking both
and structural

its exterior form

Canadian experience
originality, have simply ad ipted designs
from buildings in countries entirely
different from ours, and, imagining they
were erecting monuments to commem-
orate their own genius, have worse
than wasted the money spent on their
productions. We want a solid, plain and
useful building, as free as possible from
gables, gutters, doriners and other de-
vices for retaining snow and forming ice;
—suited to winter as well as summer and
not like some of the ‘‘pagoda and
mosque’ affairs on which so much money
has been wasted elsewhere. We have
stone, brick and wood in abundance and
the Public Works Department will have
excellent opportunity to make good use
of them in the proposed building. We
do not think that any important town in
the Dominion was ever so long neglected
in the matter of a public building as Chat-
ham has been, for the present structure
is a reproach to Loth the town and
Government. It 13 therefore right
that there should be as little delay as
possible in making up for lost time.

Versatile Mercicr.

. A Paris cable despatch of 2nd inst. to
the New York Herald says :—

*In an interview to-day Mr. Mer:ier, the
Canadian delegate, e¢xplained the chject of
his mission, which, he said, was intended to
counteract the United States Tarff law.
He aimed to re.otiate a loan of §12,000,900
for the conversion of the internal debt and
the developmeat of railways and other re-
sources He would study the beet sugar in-
dustry in Belgium and Germany, in order to
apply the same system in the Dominion.
He wculd consult the French government
aud the French chambers of commeice in
regard to the exchange of French wiaes for
Canadian timber. He had contracted with
the So-iete Hippique to export to France
horses bred in Canada in exchapge for
French stallious.

*‘He looked for closer commercial bouds
between Canada and Fraoce. Far seeing
Canadians considered the McKinley law a
blessing, as it tended to assist the Dominion
in achieving complete comuwercial em-
ancipation. He thought that some day in
the future Canada would, perbaps attain
independence by a pacific agreement with
England. No serious Cavadian ever dream-
ed of annexation to the Uunited Ststes.
Eoglish papers which presumed the exist-
ence of an annexation party in Caoada
talked without knowlndge.”

Mr. Mercier scems to be a most insin-
It is quite evident that his
talk about beet sugar, the wine-timber
trade and horses is all moonshine. His
real purpose is to pull the wool over the
eves of French money-lenders. As
p.remier of the Quebec local government
he has nothing to do with these matters
of trade and his talk of exchanging tim-
ber for French wines is arrant /humbug.
He is the Mr. Mercier who, less than
three months since, was on the eve of de-
parting fromQuebec for France on his pres-
ent mission,but he caused it to be announ-
ced,with a great flourish of trumpets, that
he had postponed his trip for the purpose
of “‘taking his coat off” in the work of as-
sisting Messrs. Laurier and Cartwright to
carry the Dominion clections and bring-
ing about unrestricted reciprocity be-
tween Canada and the United States.
Thus, we find the versatile Mr. Mercier,
only two months since, telling the people
what a fine thing for Canada a commer-
cial alliance with the United States would
be against England, France and all the
rest of the world, while to-day he assures
the Parisians that ht comes to them on a

mission ‘‘intended to counteract the ‘
United States tariff law” and “looking

for closer commercial bonds between

Canada and France.” This, in view of

the fact that Mr. Mercier is only head of

the provincial government, which as we

have already intimated, has no authority

in matters of trade, indicates that he has

at the

same time, the greatest confidence in his

ability to play upon the ignorance of

Canadian affairs which he assumes
prevalent in France.

Premier Mercier’s declaration in Paris
respecting the effect of the McKinley
tariff on Canadian commercial sentiment,
is much more worthy of a Canadian than
the surrender he worked so hard to bring
about just before he left Quebec. Two
months ago, he “was for the narrow and
suicidal commercial policy known as uu-
restricted reciprocity with the United
States, and he declared that to be Cana-
da’s only commercial salvation, in view of
the McKinley tariff. He forthwith junps
into Frauce, however, and says “‘the Mc-
Kinley law is a blessing as it tended to
assist the Dominion in achieving complete
commereial emancipation.” It would be
interesting to know what kind of a com-
mercial tune Mr. Mercier would play to
the Parisians had he and his assocfates in
the late Federal elections succeeded at
the polls? One thing is quite clear, viz.
—Premier Mercier in Quebee, with his
coat off in the ranks of Messrs. Lanrier,
Cartwright, Wiman, Farrar & Co., is
quite a different character from ¢Mr.
Mercier, the Canadian delegate explain-
ing the object of his mission” m Paris.
It is, however, necessary for honest peo-
ple to have a glimpse of such gentlemen
—such political leaders— in their different
characters, in order to form a fair esti-
mate of what they are worth as guides in
great political crises.

Packago-Marks for the U. &.

One of the secretaries of the treasury
at Washington has informed the secretary
of state in regard to a question raised by
the United States consul-general at Hali-
fax, N. S., that the provisions of the tariff
law in regard to marking goods and
packages will be complied with if pack-
ages and goods produced in and shipped
from Nova Scotia and New Brunswick to
the United States are marked ‘Nova
Scotia’ and ‘New Brunswick’ respective-
ly, or ‘Canada.” He says both outside
and inside packages, such as cans, cartons,
boxes, etc, should be marked with the
name of the country of origin of the
goods, in order to meet the requirements
of the statute.

The Australian Commonwealth.

The Australian Federation Conveution
in session ia Sgdney has approved of the
title “‘Commonwealth of Australi.” for
the federated colonivs. The convention
also adopted the clanze of the constitu-
tion providing that the chief executive of
the federation shull be know# a3 the
governor-general, and that he shall be
appointed by the Queen. A propusition
that the governor-gene-al should be elect-
ed by a popular vote was rejected by the
convaention by a vote of 35 to 3.

Loxyacy :(—The Advocate’s report of
legislative proceelings shows that the
b.ll relating to the Lucatic Asylum, as
agreed to, provides for examinatica by
one medical practitioner instead of two,
and yet that paper says editorally that
two are required.

Ths Lazaretto.

Orrawa, April 7.—Iun his report on
lazaretto at Trzcadiz, Dr. Smith gives
following summary of the condition of
leprosy pati-nts under lus care,

““There are in the Lazaretto eighteen ia-
mates, eight males and ten females. Of
these, but one is in the advanced stage; with
this exception all are able to walk about and
to a considerable extent enjoy life.

“There were four new patients a’mitted
during the year, all from the viciuity of the
new focas of leprosy which I found last
year Lelow Uarzquet in Glouzester ¢ unty,
New B:unswick, to which I referred in my
report. I hope soon to see all infected
persons in this region githered into the
lazaretto, in order to prevent the further
spread of the diseasa,

“Fiom Tracadie, solong prolific in new
cases, none were admitted during this or
the preyicus year. The disease seems to
have disappeared from this settlement, and
to persistout agregation I attribute the happy
change. So faras a careful search could
show, there is but one case here outs1le the
lazaretto and that a suspected one. I have
not yet succeeded in seeing this person ; ber
father has threatened violence to any one
who attempts to enter the house to see her,
and not even the priest of the parish may
visit her.

““The two suspected cases in a back woods
settlement nesr the parish of Tracadie,
whom I examined last year and found to be
leprous, are etill at large. We have notified
the trustees of s hools and the pesple of the
district of the dangser to which all are ex-
posed by association with these persons.
In this way much of the danger may be
averted. k

“Of the Cape Breton cases but little need
be said. One was removed to the lazaretto,
a second was dying when I visited her last
fall, and ’ere tLis has passed to rest from
her sufferings; the third remains butis so
igolate1 as to be a source of little danger to
the pablic.” =~

Mr. Mucray introduced a bill further
continuing the act incorporating the Resti-
gouche Boom Company.

ArriL 3: The bili relating to the
lupatic asylum was committed for con-
sidereion:

S:ction 10 provides that no person
shgll be admitted to the institution with-
ont the certificates of two medical prac-
titioners.

Mr. Hanington wanted to know why
there should be two examinations,

Hon. Messrs. Pugs'ey and Mitchell
said this section had been inseirted for
tha protection of these who migh'c, by
their friends, be thought fit subjects for
the asylum.

Mr. Hanington said if that was the
object he would not oppose the section.

Scetion 17 read as follows:  ‘‘In any
muuicipality within the province of New
Brunswick, where an insane persovn is in
destitute circumstances, and is a fit sub-
%ect for asylum treatment, application may
be made to the warden or county secre-
tary of the municipality for an examina-
tion to be made aad certificates given in
accordance with the sections 10, 11 and
12 of this act; and the warden or county
secretary of the municipality, if satisfied
that the insane person isin destitute
circumstances, shall immediataly after
receiving the application, notify two
medical practitioners to make the re-
quired examination.”

At the suggestion of Messrs. Haning -
ton, Atkinson, Powell and Alward, this
section was amended authoriziag that ap-
plication may be also made to any coun-
cillor of a city, town or parish, in which
the supposed lunatic may reside; also
only requiring examination by one medi-
cal practitioner.

Sob section 2 of the same section reads as
follows:  “The municipality shall pay the
wedical practitioner for the examination
and certificate a sum not exceeding $5 eack,
and 20 cents for each mile necessarily travel-
led, and shall also pay the necessary ex-
penses incurred in conveying such iusane
person or persons to the provincial lunatic
asylum, and also the usual fee of $20 on the
admission of the patient to the asylum.”

Mr. Burchill thought a mileage of 10
cents would be sufficiert and Hoon. Mr.
Pugsley was willing to amend the section to
meet that view. The examination fee was
made $4.

Section 26 was as follows: ‘“Where a
lunatic sent to the asylam is under the age
of 21 years, and has a father or mother
able to pay for his maintenance or a guard.
iau or a committee, it shall be the duty of
the medical sugerintendent to send a copy
of the certiticate of insanity lodged with the
medical superintendent on the admission- of
such lunatic, attested under his haud, to
the father or mother, gnardian or committee
(as the case may be) of the lunatic, to
which copy the said medical superintend-

‘ent shall subscribe a certificate of the ad-

mission of the lunatic and of the amouant
which will become due for him each quarter
to the asylum by the regulations of the
asylum wnade ia that behalf.”

Dr. Atkinson—will this section apply to
patients at present in the asylum?

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Yes,

The section pasred with slight amend-
ment.

The next three sections read as fillowe: —

¢27—1It shall be lawful for the medical
superintendent on the tirst day of each of
the months of Januiry, April, July and
October, and during the time the lunatic
remaius in the asylum to demaud from the
father or mother, guardian or committeo
(as the case may b-) of the luuatic, such sum
as may be due for the lunatic to the asylum,
which sum shall be forthwith paid on such
demand.

*28—On the first of the said quarter days
after the admission of the luvatic, the de-
mand shall be for a sum proportionate tu the
bruken period elapsed since the admission of
the lunatic, and onthe discharg® of the
lunatic a Iike demand shall be made for the
sum due for the broken period, since the
then last quarter day.

“29--In case of refusal or neglect to pay
the same, the said superintendent may ap-
ply to the county court judge of the county
in which the father, mother, guardian or
eommittee resides, upoun affidavit, and if the.
judge on the return of a rule which he shall
make upon the proper party, to show cause,
is aatistied that the father or mother of the
lunatic is able to pay for his maintecance as
aforesaid, or that the yuardian or commi‘ttee
is able to pay for the same out of the prop-
erly in his possession belonging to the luna-
tic, the medical superintendent shall be en-
titled to an oeder for the payment. of the
amount then due, and the costs and a writ
of execution may issue thereon in like man-
ner as upon a judgment of sid court for
such amoant.”

At the suggestion of Mr, Powell 27 was
amended to read ‘‘on or after the first day
of each of ths months,” ete.

Mr. Hanington was opposed to section 29
as it stood. The mother’s name, he held,
should not be mentioned at 'all and neither
father nor mother should bs compelled by
compulsory legislation to pay for a child in
the asylam. Where people were able to
pay for children contined in the asylum they
would be fopnd willing to doso. The sec-
tion show'd be amended 80 as to leave no
doubt that, in supporting a child in the aey-
lum, a father wou!d'me{ be inteifering with
the proper inaintenance his family at
home.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley eaid he'\giiig ag
the section 8o as to leave no doubt that it
was intended to apply only to those who
could well afford to pay. The commission-
ers would not exercise the law harshly, but
it was well to have such authority to meet
the cases of well-to-do persons who might
want to put the cost of lnnatic childrep on
the province. r

The bill -also provides that the husband or
wife, when able, is responsible for the
charges of maintenance of the patient, and
the commissioners of thy asyium may as-
sume the functions of a committee in lunacy
in cases in which no committee has been ap-
pointed and shall be liable to account for
their administration of the estate (f the
lunatic, in the same manner as/a committee
in lunacy. L

The bill as amended was agreed to and
the title was amended to read : An act re-
lating to the Provincial Asylum and its
management and to property of lunatics.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell committed the bill re-
specting the office of Queen’s printer, and\
the public priating, Mr. Porter in the chair,.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the objict cf the:
bill was to make provision for the printing
of the province. The subject of public:
printing had engaged the attention of the
legislature for many years. In fact, the
eonsideration of this matter extends - back to
a time that the memory of man runneth not~
In view of the attention given to the matter

advisable to devise some scheme calculated
to. redace the\.cost of public printing.
Hence the present bill-Mr. Mitchell ex-
plained the provisious of the bill, the chief
idea of which was to keep the cost of the
public printing in the control of the govern-
ment.

Mr. Hanington said the provinéial secre.
tary had offered a lame excuse for bringing;
in such a bill. He asked if it had become
necessary to turn oul the present faithful
Queen’s printer 1n order to provide for soms
government supporter?

lishing a printing bureaa with an irrespon--
sible head. The whAle prin¥ng of - the pro--
vince was to be placed in the hands of this
one man, Under section 12 he was to have
power to call for tenders,

Mr. Hanington admitted that bhe had oy
looked at the wrong sestion.

Section 13 provided that no money for-
printing shall be paid out without an order-
from the Queen’s printer, That official
would practically have control of the whole:
printing of the province and the government:
would be given a chance to escape the re--
sponsibility which they. should carry..
Uader this bill contracts for the very long:
time or 10 years might be entered into. He:
condemned the bill as one that wasun--
necessary and not in the best interest of the:
proviuce.

Hon. Mr. Blair said even the followers of
the leader of the opposition would be slow
to understand the heat and fury into whick
the hon, member had forced himeelf. It
showed how wholly incompetent the hon.
member was to judge of the importance of
the measure he pretended to discuse. He
had proved how extremely wild he could
get by his exhibition when the railway bill
came before the house the other @, »and
had discovered all sorts of designs and
bidden mysteries in that act.
