A Seven~-Bear Rock-Den.

A report which seems to be reliable, but
is pevertheless extrsordinary, comes from
Cain’s River, that a find of seven bears in
ooe den was made a few days ago up Sabbies
River, a branch of Cain’s,by Patrick Cashen,
who isssid to have taken the whole lot.
Most people, in this part of New Brunswick
at all events, know that while the bear isa
rovieg animal in the summer season, it
hybernates in the winter —that is, it seeks,
late in the fall, some snug shelter in or
under s hollow tree, or beneath a rock
which promises seclusion, and there lies in
a semi-dormant or torpid state until spriog,
when it emerges in fairly good physical con-
dition. Bears often den alone, but quite as
often are found im pairs, or three together.
It is net usual to find four or more hyber-
nating together. When three are found
they generally consist of an old she-bear and
two cubs of the preceding season; and some-
simes a den of four or five, in which two
pareot bears and their cabs have made up a
winter party, is diseovered, but such finds

A Constantinople despatch of Des. 24th
says that Hafuz Pasha murdered Ghani Bey
in a restaurant there, escaped, and is still
at large. The official press bureau prohibits
any mention of the affair in the newspapers,
It appears, however, that Hafuz Pasha,
after a slight altercation, placed the muz-
zle of his revolver close tuv the head "of
Ghani Bey and fired. Ghani Bey died
after a few hours of suffering. Ghani wot
the Sultan’s favor and promotion by com-
mitting numerous crimes. He was sent to
restore order in Epirus after the Greco-
Turkish war., At the head of thres hun.
dred lawless companions he robbed, pillaged
and murdered by wholesale until he was
summ-oed home, only to be promoted to s
colonelcy. Then he continued his iniquities
at Constantinople. He would enter a shop,
draw areveluer, and compel its owner to
open his safe and give up the contents.

Captain Henry Deacon Barry, assistant
director of the Naval Intelligence Depart-
ment, British Admiralty, had been appoint-
ed to the command of the British squadron
in Newfoundland waters, tlie appotntment
to go into effect next season, with the rank
of commodore, and the cruiser *‘Comus’ as
his flagship. The squadron will be increas-
ed by heavier vessels than have heretofore
be assigued here. Captain Bairy’s appoint-
ment, which is out of the regular order of
selections, is understood to be due to the
desire of the Imperial Secretary of State for
the colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, to
have in command of the squadron an officer
whose abilities can be utilized in the many
delicate complications certain to result from
Mr. Chamberlain’s determination to bring
about a settlement of the Freach shore
question as speedily as posaible. Captain
Barry will also organize the proposed naval
reserve among the fishermen of Newfound-
land. i

The Jew baiters received a sanub in the
Chamber of Deputies, Paris, last Friday
afternoon by the government’s recall of M.
Regis, Mayor of Algiers, for countenauc-
ing aati-Semitic excesses, and the appoiat-
ment of hie successor led to iuterpellations

on the subject The arch Jew baiter,
| Edonard Drumont, who represents Algiers
in the Chamber, expressed himself as scao-
dalized by the recall of M. Regis and
wanted an explsnation of the government’s
action. He warped France that another
Cuba would spriug up in - Algeria which
would in a few years be lost to France as
Cuba and the Philippines had been lost to
Spain, if the government’s policy was
followed. After other speeches had been
delivered on both sides of the question the
Prime Minister, M. Dapuy, protested
against M. Drumont’s comparison of Algeria
with Cubs. Mayor Regis, he said, had been
an agent of disorder, and had sought to
obtain undue advantagee in the colony, but
the remedy for this was legislation. Aati-
Semitism was an ugly and daogerous
malady, which belooged to a past age. Ita
adherents had not proposed a single legis.
lative measure. They displayed in-
capability for government. M. Drumont
was inciting the colony to civil war. M.
Dupuy was Joudly applauded. The
Chamber agrsed that his speech should be
placarded throughout Algeria aud expressed
confidence in the government by a vote of
406 to 10. -
