GENERAL OKU
SAYS VICTORY.

Reports Capture of Irhpor—
tant Positions.

Correspondent Escaped from Port
Arthur, Describes Conditions
Around Beseiged Fortress.

-TOKIO, July 27.—10.30 a. m.—The

army of Gen. Oku combined with what
is known as the Takushan forces, at-
tacked Ta Tche Kiao Sunday night
and on Monday captured all the im-
portant topographical keys. The Rus-
sian forces consisted of five divisions.
The losses are unknown.

TOKIO, July 27, 3 p. m. — The Ja-
panese casualties before Tatchekiao
wese eight hundred,

ST. PETERSBURG, July 27.—A tele-
gram from General Kuropatkin was re-
ceived today confirming the occupation
of Tatchekiao by the Japaneses july 25,
and adding that a Japanecse division
had moved on Haicheng.

LIAO YANG, July 27.—A Russian
correspondent of the Associated Press,
who has just arrived here, after a two
months stay at Port Arthur, gives an
interesting narrative of the situation
at the beleagured fortress when he left
there July 14th, which shows that the
Japanese operations till then had not
advanced so far as supposed. Several
Russian successes are chronicled, but
the report of a Japanese reverse with
the loss of 30,000 men is definitely dis-
posed of, not belng even mentioned by
the correspondent who says: “When I
put to sea in a junk the land position
on the Russian right flank surroundg-
ing - Green and Semaphore hills,, which
the Russians had lost, had been recap-
tured by assault. The heights of Huin-
sin, which the Japanese defended des-
peratety, still remained in their hands.
But I am confident that this position
has since been taken. The very morn-
ing of my departure, July 14, the posi-
tion was being bombarded by six-inch
Howitzers and shells were falling re-
peatedly into the Japanese works caus-
ing great disorder.

To sum up, the fighting of July 3rd,
4th and 11th, when evidently the Rus-
sian forces were acting on the offen-
sive, the Russians regained on the land
side the positions they had held in
front of the fortress previous to the
battle of XKin Chou. The main forces
of the beslegers are on the average at
a distance of twenty miles from the
fortress on the Rusian right, but the
Japanese had approached to within 12
miles on the Russian left. So far as
Inchentse station (fourteen miles from
Port Arthur), the railroad is working.
Between forty and fifty thousand Jap-
anese are operating before Port Arthur,
The troops maintain a constant ex-
change of skirmishing fire, but the fleld
or other guns are usually silent. The
Japanese apparently are conducting &
slow engineering advance. Often in
the morning the Rusians discover fresh
trenches. The Japanese are compell-
ed to abandon this work in the day
time, as the Rusians regularly open
fire on them as soon as daylight dis-
clcses th¢ work. The activity of the
Japanese at sea is confined almost ex-
clusively to nocturnal raids by the tor-
pedo boat destroyers and torpedo
boats, the sowing of mines and the at-
tacking of guard boats. Seldom does a
night pass without firing from the
shore batteries. The attacks on the
guardships are easily discovered by
the Rusisan searchlights and so soon
as the forts open fire, the Japanese
torpdo craft take to sea. There are
also occasional eannonades by day,
when the protected cruiser Novik and
the guardshipe put to sea to reconoitre,

MUKDEN, July 26—Twenty troop-
laden traneports, escorted by a Japan-
ese squadron, are cruising off the en-
trange to the Liao river.

TIEN TSIN, July 26.—It is reported
here that the Japanese lost 330 men in
killed and wounded in the fighting
which has taken place outside of New-
chwang during the last two deys. The
Russian losses during the engagements
are not known. A small detachment of
Japanese scouts entered Newchwang
last night. About 200 troops arrived
there this morning, and more are ex-
pected this evening. Crowds of Rus-
sian refugees were this morning await-
ing trains at Yinkow, close to New-
chwang, to take them away.

The Chinese flag is flying over the
custom house at Newchwang. It is
reported that the Japanese took the
Russian position at Tatchekiao -last
night at-the point of the bayonet.

VLADIVOSTOK, July 26.— Private
reports receilved from Shanghai say
that the Viadivostok squadron has
been seen east of the Island of For-
mosa (400 miles south of Shanghal and
about 1,850 miles southeast of Yoko-
hama). It is understood that colllers
are awaiting the cruisers there. The
further destination of the squadron is
not known. The squadron held up
many ships during its cruise. It is
stated that Viceroy Alexieff is coming
here.

The representative of a large local
business house, who returned here re-
cently from Port Arthur, says that
during a 26 hour trip in a junk from
Port Arthur to Chefoo, he saw no Jap-
anese. He reports that there is almost
a regular line of junks running from
Port Arthur to Chefoo, and that even
ladies are taking the trip. The condi-
tions of the fortress are excellent, he
says, and everybody has enrolled with
the military. Prices are rising slight-
ly. The residents of Port Arthur do
not believe that the fortress will ever
fall.

Everything is quiet in Vladivostok.
There have been fogs for several days.
There are no signs of the Japanese,

CHEFOO, July 27, 7 a.m.—A French-
man who hag arrived from Port Arthur
reports that the Japanese war vessels
before that port are in bad condition on
account of the long service and lack of
opportunity for making repairs.

RUSSIA AND BRITAIN
AT SWORDS POINIS.

Russia Must Apologise, Make Full
Reparation, Salute British Flag
and Promise to be Good, or Fight

LONDON, July 27.—The British gov-
ernment is sending instructions to Sir
Charles Hardinge, the British ambas-
sador to Russia today to energetically
protest against the sinking of the
British steamer Knight Commander by

the Russian Vladivostok squadron.
Until the presentation of the note to
the Russian government the greatest
secrecy will be maintained regarding
its contents, but it is known that
Premier Balfour and his colleagues
have decided to demand that the full-
est reparation ghall be made by Rus-
sia or measures will be taken to follow
up the diplomatic demands.

The British note, as Sir Charles
Hardinge will submit it, will not men-
tion the amount of indemnity Russia
must pay the owners of the ship and
British subjects having goods on board
the wvessel,-but all that will be sought
will be the establishment of the prin-
ciple of indemnity and apology. A
salute of the British flag must also be
conceded and the future protection of
neutral shipping assured. The atti-
tude of the British government is the
result of thorough consideration given
to the reports received from Sir Claude
McDonald, the British minister at
Tokio, and the examination of inter-
national law authorities by legal ex-
perts. The despatches from Sir Claude
McDonald confirms the report that the
Knight Commander has no contraband
of war on board for the Japanese. The
government and all the British auth-
prities it is asserted, unite on the
point that there was no justification
for the sinking of the vessel.

It is felt in government circles that
the Knight Commander incident over-
shadows the Red Sea seizures, which
practically have been adjusted, but
which have failed to settle the ques-
tion of the rights of neutral commerce.

No representations have been made
by Count Benckendorff, the Russian
ambassador to Great Britain to Foreign
Secretary Lansdowne regarding the
Knight Commander, the ambassador
not having received advices from 8St.
Petersburg on the subject nor is it seen
by the Russian diplomats how it is pos-
gible for their government to make a
prompt answer to the British demands.
It is not known when the Vladivostok
squadron will 1eturn to port. The
commander of the squadron, it is poin-
ted out, unquestionably seiged the pa-
pers of the vessel, including her mani-
fest, and therefore will be able to rre-
Sent reasons to show why he sank the
ship and the Russian authorities thus
will be able to answer the British re-
presentations. In the opinion of these
diplomats; the cargo of the Knight
Commander included contraband of
war under the Russian declaration.
The bridgework is said to have been
destined for the Fusan-Seoul Railroad,
avhich the Japanese are building for mi-

iitary purppsés. The Russian declara-
tion also announced that rice and oth-
er foodstuffs are contraband if sent at
the enemy’s cost or order.

Attention is specifically called to the
feature of the declaration saying that
“neutral ships with contraband of
war of any sort can be not only scized
but confiscated.” If the ship can be
confiscated, it is contended, she can be
sunk as well.

LONDON, July 87. — That the Bri-
tish government regards the sinking of
the steamer Knight Commander as a
breach of international law was con-
firmed by Premier Balfour in the house
of commons this afternoon. Answer-
ing questions regarding the destruction
of the Knight Commander and the sei-
zure of the Malacca and other vessels,
the premier said he hoped to be in a
position to make a brief statement re-
garding the Malacca tomorrow. As to
the sinking of the Knight Commander,
he ‘“regretted that information which
reached me this morning confirmed this
regrettable ocourrence.”

Mr. Balfour added:

““There {8 no question of loss of life,
but I am afraid there is a question of
a breach of international law.”

SUEZ, July 27.—The Peninsular and
Oriental Steamship Company’s steamer
Formosa which was captured in the
Red Sea by the volunteer fleet gteamer
Smolensk and which arrived here yes-
terday flying the Russian naval <{lag
and with a prize crew on board, has
been released. The Hamburg-American
line steamer Holsatia, which -arrived
here this morning also having on
board a prize crew has likewise been
released.

The Holsatia is commanded by Capt.
Muller and was last reported at Barry,
July 6th for Port Said.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 27.—The
Russian press has been significantly
silent for two days. past regarding
complications over the acts of the Red
Sea cruisers. Not a single “word of
comment appears in this morning’s
newspapers concerning the sinking of
the British stmr. Knight Commander,
and there is no @oubt that the govern-
ment has requested the papers to re-
frain from printing their views on the
affair. The government depricates the
provaocative attitude of the British
press and probably does not desire that
the Russian papers shall add fuel to
the flames.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 27.—The
Russian statement to the effect that
vessels of the volunteer fleet hereafter
will not be permitted to operate for war
purposes is regarded in Turkish official
circles as settling the question of their
passage through the Dardanelles, It
is held that as they will only have the
status of merchantmen, there is no
reason to refuse them the right of
traversing the straits as they wish.
The British cruiser Lancaster is still
off the entrance to the Dardanelles,

COSTLY FIRE
IN CHICAGO.

Big Lard Refinery Burned— Strik-
ers Fight With Police and Two
are Killed.

CHICAGO, July 27.—Fire broke out
among the packing houses in the stock
yards today in the lard refinery of
Swift & Co. and scon gained such
headway that every available fire en-
gine in the stock yards district was
called out. Rumors of incendiarism
were rife. Examination however ap-
parently showed the cause of the blaze
to have been an overheated dynamo.
The building, 150 by 250 feet and three
stories high, was filled whlh tierces of
lard, many of which expioded, spread-
ing the burning grease in every direc-
tion. The firemen were hampered in
going into action by numbers of cat-
tle and sheep which were being driven
along the main thoroughfare of the
stockyards, . The fire threatened a
number of buildings nearby but the
firemen managed to keep the flames
from spreading.

The strike situation shows no im-
provement. All day yesterday wors-
men from outside points were rushed
to Chicago and taken to the stockyards
under police protection to fill the
places of the strikers. Tonight it was
announced by the packers that 7,000
new men were now installed in the dif-
ferent plants at the stockyards. With
these men and with the new arrivals
that are expected each day, the pack-
ers expect to get their affairs in such
shape that the strikers will be com-
pelled to seek a truce in the hostili-
ties and seek a peaceable settlement
at the dictation of the employers.

Lines of policemen guarded the en-
trance to the stock yards all day and
night, but despite this precaution, dis-
turbances were numerous and two
of them ended with fatal regults.

'PRIEST KNEELS
BY DYING BATHER.

Gayety of Coney Islan@ Hushed by
Tragedy of Death on the Beach.

Death suddenly interrupted the
laughter and frivolity on the beach at
Coney Island yesterday afternoon, and
men and women attired in gay colored
bathing suits knelt devoutly in the
sand while a priest performed the last
rites of the Roman Catholic church
over an unfortunate bather who dled
before medical aid could reach him.

For two hours Frank Frondalitto, of
No 346 Houston street, was among the
gayest of a group of young men who
went down from the city for their
Saturday half holiday,

He was seventeen years old and look-
ed the picture of health, and when
others of his companions left the water
with teeth chattering he still continued
to swim and dive.

Suddenly he was heard to shout for
help, and when two men recahed him
he was unconscious and had begun to
sink. He was hauled out on the sand,
and the palor in his face told his
friends that death was approaching.

The Rev. Father J. F. Brophy, pas-
tor of the Church of Our Lady of
Solace, was sent for, and hurried to the
beach, where he found a large crowd
gathered about the stricken man.

The priest removed his hat as he
bent over the body and waved his hand
to the crowd to stand back. Every
one realized the solemnity of the mo-
ment, and as the priest began to re-
peat the last prayer for the dying men
and women on all sides sank on their
knees in the sand and remained with
bowed heads until the solemn service
was ended.

Those further away who were not
wearing bathing suits removed their
hats and stood in silence. In a moment
the scene changed from bustle and
laughter to one of silence and devo-
tion. - The hush of death fell like a
shadow upon the beach, and within 15
minutes from the time the young man’s
hody was taken out of the water not a
bather was to be seen about the pave
ilion.

Physicians who saw the body later

| said the young man had died of apop-

lexy. Remalining so long in the water
had hastened his death. His body
wuas removed to his home in Manhat-
tan.
