With & sharp knife the poul-
tryman makes & deep, short slit in the
bird’'s throat, just beneath the bill,
hangs up the turkey by its legs until
the blood runs out of its body, and then
he plucks off the faathers without
soalding the fowl, in the same way that
be would take<the feathers off a part-
ridge or other game bird. A ‘Gonnecti-
cut man would as soon think of scald-
ing & cow in butchering it as he would
of scalding & turkey. A turkey dressed
the Conu~cticut way has a pinkish yel-
low tint and & clean, full, wholesome and
handsome look.”

An Elder Duck Farm.

There are pleasanter capitals to reside
in than Reykjavik, the chief town of
Iceland. There are cities which have
reached a point somewhat nearer civic
petfection than it can at present boast
of, but those who take the trouble to
journey thither will find much to inter-
est them. The city—for its cathedral
suthorizes the use of the wood—ocon-
sists of a straggling collection of wooden

building, like some giant barn or mam-
moth county constabulary, first strikes
the eye. This is the Governor's house,
almost the only stone building in the
town. All the available space on the
shore not taken up with houses is cover-
ed with codfish, drying in the sun, and

When she reaches the waterside she
takes them on her back and swims with
them for a few yards; she then dives,
and the young ones are left floating on
the wates like yellow corks, and henoce-
forth are obliged to look after them-
selves. Indeed, the farmer seldom sees
his flock again till the next breeding
sesson, for they beoome comparatively
wild, and live out among the damp rocks
in the sea, where they feed u insects
and seaweed, and other like vivers,
Some idea of the value of the crop may
be gleaned from thefact that one temale
during the whole time of laying gener-
ally gives hall & pound of down, which
is, however, reduced one-half after it is
cleaned.

This down isdivided into thang-dann
or seaweed down, and gras-dunn or grass
down. The latter is generally conaider-
ed to be the best in quality. The down
is very valusble, and fetches from $4 to
$5 a pound.

The three takes of down vary consider-
ably in quality, the first being superior
to the mecond, the second to the
third. The birds themselves, spart from
their down-giving capacities, are of little
value. The down taken from dead eider
ducks is valueless, as it has lost all its
marvellous elasticity. s s

Au eider duck farmer is excessively
proud of his ducks, and regards them
with intense and pecnliar affection.
The owner of the farm, just described,
waa in the habit of saying that he would
rather lose one of his children than one
of his ducks, but to any one who had
seen botb, this statement would seem to
have had but litsle comparative value.
