EXPERIENCES IN PRISON.
“When we were taken from Rad-
cliffe to the Bury police station on the
night of Wednesday, Nov. 8, Miss
Davison said after her release, “we
were placed in the police ceils, which
were dark and most unpleasant places.
We had breakfast before we were
brought before the justices, and that
was the last meal I had before this
evening since my releass. We were
given eggs, bread and butter, and tea,
and as my egg happened to he bad 1
did not have a very substantial meal.
I refused to take any luncheon. We
were taken into Strangeways Prison
early in the evening, and in the wo-
men's reception room we saw a Justice

| of the peace and some of the prison |

officlals. We told the magistrate tha*

that was required of us. ‘Don't you
think you are acting rather foolish-
1y? he sald. ‘No,’ I replied; ‘we are
acting on prinetple.’ ‘We were then
taken to our cells.
