He said the Munlcî- g 
pal Council had been criticized for 
spending too much money, but so far r 
as he was concerned he was willing r 
to vote the last dollar if necessary for 
this purpose. He felt that the money 
should be raised by general assess­
ment.

Warden McLellan thought the ques- \ 
tion a serious one that should be con­
sidered by the civic as well as the 
county representatives. While hearti­
ly In accord with the idea of doing 
something for the fund, he thought a ] 
proper committee should be appointed 
to go into the matter thoroughly. He 
said that any change in the assess- ] 
ment law should have calm consider­
ation.

Councillor Wlgmore was In favor of 
making some provisions for the Patri­
otic Fund. He thought it disgrace fix'1 
that there was more going out of the 
provincial fund than was coming it: 
and that the St. Johm branch was de 
pending on contributions from the 
rest of Canada.

He said the amount contributed by 
St. John was smaller than in any 
other municipality in Canada.

The whole $25,000 should be given 
to the Patriotic Fund and If more was 
required for recruiting purposes it 
should be dealt with Independently.

Councillor Frink said the Canadian 
Patriotic Fund is a national lnstitu- 

Xupo and the officers of the association 
VShould be consulted.

An amendment, moved by Councillor
