WEST POINT HAZING, -

More Evidence of Tactics
Adopted to Cadets.

MADE TO EAT SOAP.

This the Testimony of Relatives of
John Breth, Another Cadet Whose
Death Was Caused by lllness
Alleged to be the Result of the
Hazing Process.

Philadeiphia, Jan. 7.—According to the
testimony adduced before the congression-
al investigating committee, which is in-
quiring into the charges of hazing at tie
West Point Military academy, Oscar L.
Beoze, of Bristol, Pa., and John l.
Breth, of Altoona, Pa., had a rough time
of it during their “pleb” year at that
institution. The star witness of the day
was former Cadet Anthony J. Burmham,
jr., son of Judge Burnam of the court oi
appeals of the state of Kentucky,
who was Booze's tent mate while in
camp. The commitiee also heard for the
first time testimony in regard to the
experiences of Breth from the lips of his
father, brothers and sisters.

The committee will probably conciude
its work here toomrrow and will begin
the taking of testimony of the cadets at
West Point on Wednesday.

The case’ of John Breth of Altona, Pa.,
who died from an ailment, which it is
alleged, hc received indirectly as a re-
sult of hazing at West Point, was then
taken up. :

The first witness called was Dr. k.
Goodman of Altoona, the Breth family
physician. Dr. Goodman said Breth en-
tered West Point in June, 1897, and died
last October. His physical condition be-
fore entering the National Military acad-
emy was excellent. Dr. Goodman treat-
ed him two wecks after he came home
from West Point for hemorrhoids. Last
October he again treated him for typhoid
pneumonia, from which he died. Young
Breth never told Dr. Goodman anything
about hazing at West Point. All the in-
formation the doctor had, came to him
from the boy's family. Tt had been re-
ported that Breth was compelled to eat
soap at West Point. The doctor knew
nothing about it, but if the boy had
eaten soap, it would have explained his
physical condition on his return home.

Samuel J. Breth, father of Cadet Breth,
testified that his son was appointed by
Congressman Hicks in March, 1897, and
was dismissed from the academy because
of deficiency in mathematics in January,
1898. Mr. Breth said the faimly had re
ceived letters from the som in regard to

the hardships at West Point. The father
learned that John had been “Choo (hoo-
ed.” On his deathbed, the father said,
the boy went through the “Choo Choo-
ing” motions. Harry Breth, the brother,
was called and offered to submit coples
of extracts of letters he received from
John. The committce decided that it

| wanted the originals which are now at

the Breth home:tead in -Altoona, and in

‘order that Miss Rosa M. Breth, a sister

might return home and send them to the
committee, her testimony was taken. She
received a letter from her brother wih.le
iie was in West Point hospital in which
he said the surgeon told him he had a
light attack of nervous prostration from
overwork. Johkn, however, told other
members of the family, when they visited
him at West Point, that his condition
was due to hazing. On his deathbed he
told me that *“West Point is the cause
of the breakdown in my health.” He
mentioned the names of Bender, Wood
and Younge as being “awful hazers.”

Wm. A. Breth, another brother of John
Breth, testified substantially as follows:

“When John came home he told me
that he had to do so much “eagling”
that he often became exhausted. A cadet
named Bender made him sit on the point
of a bayonet until he fell off. e was
made to sit on it again and during this
operation Bender played a violin. On
another occasion, a hot July day, after a
hard day’s drill, he was compelled to
don a rain coat and hold out dumbbells.
One night he was dragged out of bed,
leaving the bed clothes behind him and
was dragged over rough stones in the
company street. My brother consider-
ed West Point Military academy the best
place in the world, but said the, upper
class men ran the place.” -

Lucien H. Alexander, secretary of the
board of examiners for the admission of
law students to the bar, was called to
testify as to Booze's application for ad-
mission and got into a legal tangle with
the committee as to whether.Booze pass-
ed the examination. Mr, Alexander ex-
plained that the courts of Philadelphia
had made a rule that the matter of how
a student came out of an examination
should not be made public and he consid-
ered he would be in contempt of court
if he divulged the information. The com-
mittee decided that he must choose be-
tween being in contempt of the court of
Philadelphia or the United States house
of representatives and he was given until
10 o’clock tomorrow to decide.

Mary (. Breth, another sister of Breth,
was called and corroborated the testimony
of other members of the family. Miss
Breth also said that her brother, in
speaking of hazing, said he ‘“often ate
soap and chewed rope ends,” at West
Point.

At 6 o’clock the committee adjourned
until 9 tomorrow morning.

THE MAIL ROBBERY.

The Bag Stolen at Mdncton
Had Registered Letters,

FORTY-FOUR OF THEM.

Thirty-four Contained the I. C. R.
Cheques and Ten Had Cash
Amounting to $70 -- The Bag
Was on a Truck Covered by Two
Sacks of Newspapers for an Hour.

The disappearance of mail matter from
Moncton on December 13 last is still sur-
rounded in mystery. As far as can be
ascertained no suspicion is attached to any
of the post office officials, the theory being
that the bag was stolen off the truck at
the Moncton depot, where it remained un-
guarded for about one hour awaiting the
night train for Campbellton and other
points north. ’ :

The courier who conveyed the mail from
the post office to the station on the night
of the robbery avows he placed the bag
of letters on the truck and covered it with
two bags of newspaper matter, and this
statement is credited, according to the in-
formation at hand.

When the mail was taken aboard the
train the bag was first missed, but the
mail clerk did not report its absence until
the following morning. An explanation
of this delay is that there was no method
of communicating with the post office
authorities the night the bag- was first
missing.

The missing sack contained a large num-
ber of letters, 44 of which were registered,
34 containing checks from the I. C. R.
treasury department for which payment
lras been stopped, and 10 other registered
letters containing, as far as can be learned,
about $70. !

I. C. R. Detective Skeffington is at pres-
ent working on the case. Owing to the
recent express robberies some suspicion is
directed in a certain direction, but it is
not even known if the party in mind was
in.

ANETEN CHLOREN LOST THER

The Rochester Orphan Asylum Burned--Little Ones Carried’fk
Out, Some Unconscious, Some Dead--Two
Nurses Also Succumb,

Rochester, N. Y., Jan. 8.—Fire broke
out in the hosptal section of the Roch-
ester Orphan Asylum at 1 o’clock this
morning and the flames spread rapidly.
It is now known that 10 of the childven
perished and it is feared that many more
victims may later be reported.

The fire was first discovered by two men
passing the asylum. They hastily sent in
an alarm and then turned their attention
to the work of arousing the nurses and the
children.

A terrific explosion was next heard and
in a moment the entire hospital section
was in flames. On the arrival of the fire
apparatus a general alarm was sent in,

calling out the entire department. The

smoke began to pour out of every winddﬁ
in the main building and the screams and
frantic cries of the children ' could ’
heard. The work of rescue began with
will, children and nurses were carriec
from the building all in an unconsciov
condition, some- dead- Ambulances from
this city, St- Mary’s, Et;r.éﬁpathic and
Hahnemann hospital- were summoned and
the victims were removed to the uvenl
irstitutions.

There were 109 children at the hospital
and a corps of about 30 nurses and at-
tendants. Two of the women attendants
are among the dead. The origin of the
fire is not known at this time. The prop-
erty loss will probably exceed $20,000.

France to Take Belgium.

Paris, Jan. 7—A despatch received here
from Brussels, says the military com-
mission which is studying the reorganiza
tion of the defence of Belgium has been
informed, in support of the government’s
project, that General Zurlinden (the for-
mer French minister of war), proposed
in 1897, to the Superior War Counecil, that
France annex Belgium, and that the Bel-
gian minister at Paris notify his govern-
ment of this fact.

The despatch adds that Great Britain
at that time was indifferent, while Ger-
many was inclined to acquiesce, regarding
the suggested annexation as France’s com-
pensation for the loss of Alsace-Lorraine.
The statement has caused a sensation in
Belgium and has attracted much atten-
tion in France.

Baron D’Anothan, the Belgian minister
hefe, in an interview, denies that he has
attributed such a declaration to General
Zurlinden. He admits he sent his gov-
ernment cublings from newspapers mak-
ing similar assertions, but he- refrained
from comment on them. The minister
adds that thwoughoult his career he remem-
bers no incident tending to affect the
neutrality of Belgium, except at the time
of ‘the French Empire and its schemes
regarding the leflt bank of the Rhine.

Brussely, Jan. 8.—The denials of the re-
ported designs of France upon Belgium
