HEREAS certain Members of the Pres-
byterian Congregations in the Parishes
of S5t. Andrews and of La Chute, in the seignio- .
ry of Argenteuil, have by there petition to the
legislature prayed that their Ministers way be
duly authorized to solenize marriages.adminis-
ter baptism and inter the dead and to keep re-
gisters authenticated in due form of law for that
puipose, and whereas it is equitable that these
privileges should be extended to them and to
other regulaily ordained Ministers of the asso-
ciate Bynod of Scotland : Be it therefore enac-
ted by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legisla-
tive Council and Assembly of the Province of
Laower Canadla, constituted and assembled Dby
virtue and under the authority of an Aect passed
in the Parliament of Great Britain, intituled.* An
Act to repeal cerwain paris of an Act passed in the
Jourteenth year of His Majesty’s Rejgn. intituled,
“ An Act for making more effectual provision for
the goverumeil of-the Provinee of Quebec in North
Awerica, ” and lo make further procision for the
government of the said Province; And it is hereby
