Leader had received an officiai :le- 
srram from Ottawa, declaring that the 
Bennett Government would go to the 
country on Oct. 14th

The Liberal Government had built 
! up one of the finest ra tlway systems 

in the world In the Cana dian National, 
but strangling of trade by the Ben­
nett Government had torn it down 
again, he said.

He felt that it could be builded 
again through the expansion of 
markets, and through seeking new 
ones and through the lowering of bar­
riers in the form of liigu tariffs.

Two places of legislation, the mar­
keting act and the peace, order and 
good Government clause hacl given to 
Mr. Bennett absolute control over the 
public purse of her import and ex 
port trade.
