DR. 0 HAGAN 8§ NEW VOLUME OF |
POEMS |

« Songs of The Settlement.”

The following review of Dr, Thos. O'Hagan’s
new volume of poems, ' Songs of the Sett]
ment,” we clip trom the Midiand Review,
Lonisville, Kentucky. It is from the pen of
Charles J. O'Malley, editor of the RReview, onc |
of the cleverest Catholic writers in the |
couniry |

Kentucky, at least Catholic Kentucky, ought |
to find itself in sympathy with.much that Dr. |
Thomas O'Hagan describes in his new volume, |
* Songs of the ment. For it i8 true that |
we have had *settlemients ’ here as well -|><‘|

they have had over in Canada. We had
settlements when a Flaget builded and a Ne-
rinckx founded. When our ancestors came Lo
Kentucky trom Maryland, or Ireland, Ger
many or France, there was need of setilements
and clearings before broad meadows could
bow down beneath God’s eyes at noon ; there
was need of strong m'n, and they came. We
do not know them now, we scarcely think of
them in their lowly graves upon the hillside
but we should

1t is of such as they, who settled in far off
Canada, Dr. O Hagan sings, usually in the
character of the son of a pioneer. In his pages
the old, half-forgotten life of the primitive
settler iy called up again and made to pass be-
fore us. To-day there are men in the ciuy,
bending their heads over ledgers, law-books
and musty tomes, to whom this ** ldyl of the
Farm " will speak as clearly as we believe i’
will speak to the pioneers of Ontario :

O there’s joy in every sphere of life, from cot-
tage unto throne,

But the sweetest smiles of nature beam upon
the farm alone ;

And in memory I go back to the days of long [
ago

When the teamster shouted ** Haw, Buck!”
“Gee!” * G'lang” and ** Whoa!"”

This is the first stanza of the initial poem in
the volume. We fancy the eyebrows of many |
thousands of young Misses to whom Dr.
O rlagan is known personally, will arch in sar
prise at the reading. What! Did De. O Hagan
write this ! —he who hus been so lzarncdly dis-
cussing Chaucer, and Spenser and Shakespeare
and Milton and a score more during the last
two years! lIucredible! ‘What could he see in
these rough men ! Why did he not give us
classic poetry, such as one would expect from
him ! Anyway, he has not. Perhaps he did
not feel that much new could be said of Zeus,
and Pallas and Venus, and 80 gave us songs of
human b:ings instead new life and warm, and
hopes and loves that app :al to the mass of hu-
mankind, What the poet thinks on this sub
jeet is plain when he avers :

Demosthenes had silvery tongue, and Cicero
knew Greek

The Gracchi brothers ioved old Rome and al-
ways helped the weak.

But the-e’s nota Grecian hero, not 4 Roman
high or low

Whosejheart spoke braver patriot words than
“Gee ! *G'llang ! ana t Whoa !

Another touching poem is “Tae Oid Pioneer,”’
with its heartfelt peroration of

Then God bless the old man
Coming down the lane,
His form. tho' bent with toil and care,
1s free from ev'ry pain ;
He looks across his acres
With their glory and their gain,
While his heart hath dreams of heaven
As he comes down the lane !

This, appropriately, is followed by * A Dirge
of the Settlement,” where we find that

The wind sweeps thro’ the forest aisles,

In requiem notes of grief and woe,

For the great, strong heart of the pioneer

Hushed in death, as an oak laid low :

Chanting a dirge at every door

Dirge for the Oak the Storm-King tore :
** Here at rest is our pioneer

Ia his little log-cabin beside the rill—

The stream flows on, but his heart is still;

Here at rest is our pioneer !

Wake not his slamoer with sorrow’s tear !’

1t is eternally true that >eace hath her
victories, no less than war,” and for this
reason we incline to believe Dr. O'Hagan
right when he draws attention to the fact that
the man who fears not to cry out *' Gee!”
“Gllang!” “Whoa ! is a patriot no less than
he who goes forth to war. We are not certam,
indeed, but, man for man and purpose for pur-
pose, he is greater, We like to think, too,
that those whu took part, *down at the dance
at MeDougall's’ were patriots, also. After
all, does not patriotism consist in making one’s
country greal, and have not those who danced
at McDougall's made Canada famous !

Very simple and natural, too, is this poet's
* Lullaby of the Settlement,” and exquisitely
tender and full of heart-touches is * The Song
My Mother Sings,” Who reads it over hur-

riedly at first, will return and read it again,
and feel, as he shuts the page, that in reality

1t's a song of love and triumph, it's a song of
L aid caie,

It is filled with chords of pathos and it's set in
notes of prayer ;

1t is bright with dreams and visions of the
daye that are to be,

And as strong in Faith's devotion as the
heart-beat of the sea.

It's linked in mystic measure to sweet voices
from above

And is starred with ripsst blessing thro’ a
mother’s sacred love ;

O sweet and strong and tender are the mem-
ories it brings,

As I list in joy and rapture to the song my
mother sings!"”

Soldpm do we find this writer, at least in this
volume, attempting the lofiy heights of Song,
Evidently he prefers to touch the heart rather
than zm}ml the intellect with daring flights,
In one of the most ambitious of his poems, in a
tone of conviction he asserts:

"' Botter the flowers that bloom within the val-

ey
Than tempting heights it up with arid gain,”
And again—
l‘n lowly valleys peace broods sweet and holy
Full of the Vesper-tade of thought ana
prayer,
Bound by the golden clasp of love and duty—
In lowly valleys life is void of care.”

Such being his belief the poet steadily keeps
tothe lowly valley himself, save on rare occa-
sions. One of these occurs in the poem en-
titled * The Dreamer,”

Iuis very easy of digestion, and dois not
try the kidneys to excrewe its products, after it
hus been burned up in the body.

* Many physicians put patients with this dis-
ease on n diet composed exclusively of skim
milk ; but the addition of boiled rice and
bread, or oatmeal and barley gruel, is anim-
provement on this, In most cnses abstemious-
ness i8 necessary, and no doubt much of the
beneflt derived from the skim milk may be as-
cribed to the meagre diet rather than to the
skium milk itself. Bright’s disease is a serious
one, and is not easily cured, especially after iv
has reached an advanced stage,”

A Cure For Diphtheria.

The following has appeared in one or two
papers, and is, without gaonbt, very eflicacious
in throat troubles :—

** Make a quart of red pepper tea, and after
straining, add a tablespoonful of common salt,
Then sweeten with honeéy to suit the palate
(uging exiracted honey), and gargle as often as
possible, nlways keeping the tea before the
fire, so as to have it lukewarm. 7The pepper
vnd galt are the knives that do the cutting, and
the honey heals the wounds.”

As an example worthy of imitation
by our young men, we produce in sn-
other column a reference to the career
of Mr. Shaughnessy, who was recently
promoted to the General Managership
of the C. P. R. 'His promotion was cer-
tainly merited, and those who have any
knowledge of the gentleman’s career
will not deny bim a tribute of con-
gratulation.

His rare foresight, his ability to
geizo and hold an opportunity, his fidel-
ity to duty and unwearled labor in up:

Canadians, and have gained him an
enviable position amongst the business
men of the Dominion. His success is
mainly due to his own efforts. No ad-
ventitious circumstance aseisted him in
his upward march. True, he possesses
the qualities which we are wont to as-
gociate with managers of great syndi-
cates ; but these were strengthened and
developed and created by hard, pains
taking labor. If Mr. Shaughnessy had
contented himself with a perfunctory
performance of his official duties, and
had frittered away his time in those
amusements which now-a-days are so
dangerously numerous, he would not
be sitting in the managerial chair.

The rapld advancement of the
gentleman {8 one more {llustration of
the truth that cannot be too deeply im-
pressed on the minds of {our youth—
that success in any department is the
reward of patient and persevering
industry. We have heard it said that
Catholicity.is & barrier to succees ; we
have heard it from walking delegates
and from windy orators, that the fact
of being a Catholic dooms a man to
failure.

They are unable, to find em-
ployment is the answer. Why? We
ask why do young men from the rural
districts come into our cities and be-
come our business and professional
men ? Their creed seems to be no drag
in the car of their success. They make
their way because they are not faint-
hearted at the prospect of whole-hearted
labor, and because they are determined
to succeed. Instead of spending their
evenings at smoking parties or mak-
ing the rounds with that nondescript
class yclept *‘ the boys,” they are en
deavoring to become conversant with
the detalls of thelr craft, etc., to be-
come skilled men, for whom the de:
mand is always greater than the
supply.

They may not be as *‘ emart” as the
gally decked out young gentlemen
who regard them as *‘ hayseeds,” but
they get on. Their money is mot
squandered in saloons and billiard
rooms : but they send some of it to the
old people at home and put the rest
away until they get an opportunity to
make a start for themselves.

The one great trouble with some of
our young men is an ignominious spirit
of cowardice. They have noambition,
and do not seem to want any. The
Pleasure of the hour takes up tioir at-
tention. Go to any place of amuse-
ment—a theatre or a ball-field—and
you will find them, pipe or cigar in
mouth, and, judging from outward ap-
Paarances, contented with themselves.

We have no word to say agalnst
ritional recreation. We use the word
rational|advisedly, because any species
of sport, to be helpful and strengthen.
