observing all the proprietiés of the time and
place perfectly as to outward form, and yet
eat and drink damnation to kis own soul 7”

“ Why, yes, I suppose so ; one must dis-
cern the Lord’s body, says Paul, or else he
eats or drinke unworibily,” responded Bro-
ther Barton lenguidly.

“Aund thet is an operation of the mind,”
cootinued Halley. ¢ Paul saye, ‘ Ezamine
yourselves ;' that 100 is a mental operation
entively distinct from the form of the ord:-
pance, 20 that whether we in reality comme-
morate the Lord’s death depends not on obe-
dience 10 the letter of the ordinsnce, for we
might obey the letter perfectly, and still heap
guilt spon our souls ; but what is required
is an obedience (o the spirit of the ordinsnce
~—adiscerning of the Lord’s budy. Now let
me ask you if a persqn might not take upon
bimeelf the ordinance of bapiism, afier the
most spproved Baptist manoer, and still be
at heart a deceiver or self-deceived 1 Take
it upon himself from precisely the same mo-
tivethat a men who wears religion asa
cloak, would spproach the communion-ta-
ble with sanctimonious gravity and outward
.punctiliousness ; and would not the sacri-
Jege be the same in nature, and equally ab-
borrent in the eyes of God 7’

¢ Certainly, certainly, there is reason to
believe that many a person enters into a
choreh by baptism, and regularly communes

-with us, who is ait beart a Simon Magus,
‘ most truly in the gall of bitierness, snd the
bonds of iniquity.’ ”

“ Thea it follows as a necessary sequence
that the form is o more necessary 10 one
ordinance than (o the other ; both may be
observed perfectly in the letter, and instead
of being recognized snd accepted of God,
will but sharpen his anger against the
sacrilegious, daring intruder into the pre-
sense of a God whois a Spirit, and who
seeketh such to worship him, ss worship
bim in spirit and io truth- The two ordi-
nance in design are perfectly parallel.”

* Bat a certain form is necessary in the
ordinances of the Lord’s Supper,” said Bro-
ther Borton : ** bresd must be broken and
wine poured out, and we must appropriate

. some of each elemen:, or otherwise we do
not commemorate our Lord’s death and
sufferings, and the ordinance is not admin-
istered.”

¢ Exscily replied Hailey;  bread must be
broken aod the wine must be poured out,
but the quality or quantity of the bread and
wine, or the manner of breaking and pour-
ing out, or the manner of appropriating
them to ourselves after being broken and
poured out, are all considerations not es-
sential 1o the ordinance. So also in baptism,
certain things are esseatial : water must be
used and applied to usin the name of the
Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, or else we
are not baptized; but, as in the ordinance
of the Lord’s Supper, the quality or quaatity
of the water used, or the manner of apply-
ing it, are not essential to the ordinaace.

“Now I will 1ake a position, and you
may direct your batieries against it as much

as you please, it will only reveal more
clearly its foundetion on God’s immutable
truth; and thus founded, the combined
artillery of earth caunot shake it. The
position is, that the essence of all God's
commands is spiritual, and necessarily
implies a spiritwal obedience, without any
regard to the letier or outward act, only so
far as comprehended in, and necessary, ‘0
the spirit: ‘and that the design of all God's
ordinances 18 a spiritual effect : il they 11l
of this, they become (0 us a dead letter, or
worse sull, a condemnation to our souls.

~ Material things are used or comprehended
only as a necessary vehicle ot action, or to
make a deeper 1mpression upon our minds.
1f I were in search of a church of Chrie, |
would not so much look afier forms and
genealogies, ss alier the epirit of the Gos
pel as exhibied i the characters and lives
of its members. If our Savior had cou-
sidered forms of much value, he could not
bave found st his coming wherewith to
blame the Jewish church, for they were
exceeding!y punculious as to forms, al-
though spiritually dead; and of this he
reproves them even unto bitterness. * Wo!
unto you, Scribes, Pharisees, bypocrites!
for ye are hke unio whited sepulchres,
which indeed sppesr outwardly beaunful,
but within are full of dead men’s bones and
all uocleanness. Even so ye also appear
outwardly nighteous unto men, but withio
are full of bypocrisy and iniquity.” This is
the tendency of all undue attachment to
forms ; and there 1s by no means so much
-excuse for this nitachinent under the Gos-
pel dispensation ss under the old. The Oid
Testament worship was necessarily of many
precise forms, su as (0 preserve a distinct
nation in the midsi of pagsoism aond idola-
try ; but it was wot intended that the Jews
should attach much 1mportance 1o this pre-
_cision, for * To 0yey 1s better than sacrifice’
(1 Sam. xv. 22). ‘O Lord, thou desirest
not sacrifice, else woun'd | give it, thou de-
lightest not wu burni-cffering. The sacri-
fices of God are -a broken spint, a bro-
ben and a coatrie heart, O God, thou wilt
not despise’ (Ps. li. 16-17.) *To what
purpose 1s the muititude of your sacrifices
unio me ? saith the Lord; I am fall of the
burot offerings of rams, and the fat of fed
beasts; and I delight wot in the blood of
bullocks or of lambs, or of he-goats. When
ye come o appcar before me, who hath re-
quired this at your hands, to tread my
courts ? Bring me no more vain oblations ;
incense is an abomination unto me; the
new moouns and Sabbaths, the calling of
assemblies, | cavoot away with ; it is ini-
quity, even ibe solemn meeting. Your new
moons and your appointed feasts my soul
hateth ; they are o trouble unto me; I am
weary to bear them. And when ye spread
forth your bands, I will hide mine eyes
from you ; yea, when ye make many prayers,
I will. pot bear ; your hands are full of
blood. Wash you, make you clesn ; put
away the evil of your doings from belore
mine eyes ; cease to do evil ; learn to do
well ; seek judgment, relieve the oppreseed,
judge the fatheriess, piead for the widow’
(Isa. i. 11—17)

“ To rebuke this tendency to formalism,
was the durden of all the prophets, and the
burden of the teachings of Christ. The
Scribe ssid unto Jesus, ¢ Well Master thou
bast said the truth, for there is one God;
and to love bim with all the beart, and wun
all the uadersianding, and with all the soul,
and with all the strength, and 1o love his
neighbour as himself, is more than all burat
offerings and sactifices. And when Jesue
saw that be answered discreetly, he said
unto bim, Thou art not far from the king.
dom of God * (Mark xii- 32-34.)  ltis the
Spirit that quickeneth, the flesh profiteth
pothisg, (Joba vi. 62) Thus we might
besp ap text upon text slmost beyond com-
putation, bat let this suffise.

Afier the apostolic age the church
10 relapse again, and to give undue o

forms and ceremonies, apd.to adopt wr
principles of interpretetion of the S-;
Scriptures ; as for instance, \he allegorical
sod traditional. And tbe causes that
brought about a change in the mode of bap-
tism, were probably not only the early ten-
dency of the church to formalism, and to
adbere sirictly 1o the letter, but also orien-
tal usages and the habits of warmer regions ;
a felse interpretation of Romans vi. 3-5,
and Col. ii. 12 ; and a very eraly habit of
ascribing peculiar virtue to external forms.
The habits of oriental nations inbabiting a
warmer climate are a sufficient cause to in-
troduce the change of the mode of baptism
from sprinkling or pouring to that of im-
mersion, on favorable occasions; and the
others are fully sufficient at such a time to
extend, perpetaate and coofirm it. * Thle
attachment to forms, says a learned divioe,
¢ throngs every psge of the early history of
the church, of which the rite of baptism
slone would furnish volumes of proof. Let
the_ holy water—the baptismal chrism 1o
symbolize sad bestow the Holy Spirit—the
putting on of white robes after baptism to
symbolize the putting on of Christ—the bap-
tism of men and women perfectly naked 10
denote iheir entire moral nakedness before
petting on Christ—tbe snointing the eyes
and ears .o denote the sanciification of the
senses—ithe eating of honey and milk—
the sign of 1he cross—and fiually, let bap-
tismal regenaration, the sum and comple-
tion of all these formal tendencies, bear
witness lo the mournful truth’ Thus the
world in a few centuries was bemighted,
and all truth obscured in the Dark Ages—
the widoight of Papal gloom—and as God
made no new revelations to map, in this
chaotic mass of good and evil, truth must
be sought after. And it has been through
the investigations and researches of many
minds, that the outlines of the great sysiem
of universal truth have been grasped, but
1o a greater or less degree mingled with er-
ror. Hence, viewing the system of truth
in different hights, all could not uanite 10 any
great exient in one body, and thereby dif-
ferent sects srose. But when all truth is
seen, which may be seen, even on these
much-controverted subjects, then all true
Christians will so far agree, that no obstacle
will remain to their perfect union in feeling
and action.”

“ May God speed that happy time ! that
glorious day !"” exclaimed Anna, forgetting
everything else in the enthusissm of the mo-
ment.

“ I have shown, I think, conclusively,”
said Halley, in continuation, “ 1hat even if
immersion, and immersion only, was prac-
tised by Joho and the Aposties, that there
would be no resson why we should adopt
that particular mode—that the docirine of
immersion would be wholly inconsistent by
living up tothe letter in this single instance,
whereas in all others we only give heed to

Bat the truth - is baptizo was used only t0
denote the ordinance of baptism, with no
reference whatever 10 mode. Baptiem ie
symbolic—an emblem of the purifying in-
fluences ef the Holy Spirit—and the grand
and leading symbol of purification inetituted
by Jenovah bimeelf is sprinkling. Immer-
8 0o is nowhere foretold by the prophets,
but sprinkling is, and that 100 as connec:ed
~ith the new dispensation. And the ration-
al and proper rendering of the Greek text
10 view of this gives us no intimation what-
ever that immersion was practised by the
Aposiles and the apostolic church. The
practice of immersion was introduced and
persisted in, only from sn vndue acd super-
sutious regard 1o forms and rer ies ;
