Cast off thirty stitches to
leave a space of two and gone half
inches deep: and about four inches
wide. Then cast on the 30 stitches
agamn and knit as before six inches
before shaping the top. Be sure that
this is large enough to slip over a
man’s head.
Wristlets—Grey or khaki. 4-ply fin-
gering. No. 14 needles. Cast on about
sixty stitches; rib for mipe inches.
Cast off 1oosely. A hole for the thumb
may be left if desired, so that the
wrstlet can be used as a mitt.
