A man named Dorn, who arrived
upon the sccre early, when the child-
ren were crowded in the front door,
discovered his little girl dmong the
mass of injured and crushed. He
caught the girl by the hands and in

8 frantic efforts to save her, pulled
her arms from her body.

' The last four who were children of
the janitor of the building lost their
lives together,

The statement that the back door of
the building was locked was made by
Walter C. Kelley, the ,editor of the
sporting department of the Cleveland
Leader; two of whose children were
killed.

As soon as the alarm was given, Mrs,

Kelley ran from her home, which is
not far vrom: the school house, to the
burning building. The front portion
of she structure was a mass of flames
and frenzied by the screams of the
fighting and dying children, which
reached her from the death_ trap'at the
front of the first flisht of stairs, and
' behind. that” closed door, Mrs. kelley
ran to the rear, hoping to effect an en-
tvanee there and save her children. She
wias Joined by a man -whose name is
net known, and the two tugged and
pulled frantically at the door,
* They were unable to move it in the
slightest, and there was nothing at
Yand by which they could hope to
Berak it down. In ‘utter despair of
saving any of the children, they turn-
ed their attention to the windows and,
by smashing some of these, they man-
aged to save a few of the pupils.

_“They could have saved many more,"”
said Mr. Kelley tonight, “if the door
had not been locked. Nobody knows
how many of the children might have
made their way out before my wife
reached there, if the door had™met been
locked. If half a dozen men_had been
there whén my wife and her companion
arrived at the school house,” he Ssaid,
“perhdips they might have broken down

‘the door, but the two could do nothing

The suburb of Collinwood contains
about’ 8,000 inhabitants, and within a
half hour after the outbreak of the
fire nearly every one of them was
gathered around the blazing ruins of
the school house, hundreds of parents
fighting frantically with the policemen
and firemen, who were busily engaged
in saving the lives of the children
caught in the building and doing their
best to extinguish the fire,

The  police were utterly unable
‘through lack of numbers to keep away
the crowd that pressed upon them, and

“the  situation soom became so serious

that a number of the mere cool-head-
ed men in the throng took it upon
themselves to aid in fighting back the
crowd, while others worked to help the
firemen and the police.

A Father’'s Efforts

Among these latter men was Wal-
lace Upten, who reached the building
shortly after the front doon.bad caved
in and disclosed to the horror-stricken
crowd the awful Scenes that had been
enacted there. Just in front of Up-
ton’s eyes was his own ten wear old

""The flames spread with such terrific
rapidity that within thirty minutes
from the time the fire was discovered
the 'school-house was nothing but a
few Dlackened walls surrounding a
cellar filled with —corpses and debris.

The firemen dashed into the blazing
wreckage and with rakes, forks, 8hov-
¢ls: and their bare hands, worked in
the most frantic- manner  with ~the
hope of saving a few more lives. They
were unsuccessful, for none was taken
alive from the 'ruing after the floors
collapsed. ¥Fragmients of -incinerated
limbs, skulls and bones were found
almost al every turn, and these were
piled” together in.a little heap at one
side of the building.

- The great majority of the little bod-~
jes that were taken from the ruins
were burned ‘beyond all possible recog-
nition. And it is no small part of the
sorrow which 1is bearing down the
people of North Collinwoed, that pos-
itive identification - of many of the
children will never be made.

Besides the children who were killed ,
inside the building, three little girls— ]
Mary Ridgeway, Anne  Roth, and
Gertrude Davis—were instaptly killed
by leaping from the attic to the
ground. >,

Miss Ethel Rose, a teacher !on the
first floor of the building, whose pu-
pils were the youngest in the school,
managed to get all‘-but three of her
charges out of the building in safety.
Two of the smaller ones she carried
in her arms.

Miss Anna Moran, the principal of
the school, and two of the teachers,
Miss Gollman and Miss Rowley, escap-
ed bv one of the windows in the rear.
They remained with the panic-strick-
en children until they could do mo more
for them and 'then sought their own
safety.

Miss Laura Bodey, the only teacher
on the third floor, formed her pupils in
line and marched .them down to the
second floor, where, finding the flames
rushing up-the stairway, she turnmed
them around and hurried them back
again to the third floor. She ' here
broke a window with a chair and, get-

escape, lifted out her pupiis one by one
and sent them down.

WASHINGTON, March 3.—Com-
mander Willlam H. Sims, naval aide
to President Roosevelt, by his own
sta.tement is responsible for- the.
“row” over criticisms of battleship con-
struction. At the outset of his’testi-
mony before the senate committee on
naval affairs, today, he gave the com-
mittee to understand it could ' expect
some sensations’ This was done in a
preliminary statement outlining what’
he “had to do with naval criticism.”

The plan of Cornmander Sims to give
the committee a sensation was upset
immediately by Senator Tillman, who
suggested that the witness be in-
structed to confine his testimony to al-
leged  faulty construction, and to say
nothing at this time of eriticism made
of personnel or ingomplete organiza-
tion, . or other maitters, which are to
“be taken up later.

“The armor belt on all our battle-
ships is too low,” Commander Sims
stated broadly. He charged/that . the
statements made by Rear Admirals
Converse and Capps were misleading.

“I’ll make specific allusion to that of-
ficer later,” said Admiral Capps, His
tone indicated that the “specific allu-
sion” would not be complimentary.

The question of turret construction

and the relative merit of direet and
uninterrupted ammunition hoists- were
then takemn wp. ‘The commander gave
& graphie deseription of the open tur-
ret with the direct hoists, which pic-
tured the danyers in such manner that
caused Mr. Hale to remark: “The
wonder to me is that ‘any;men come
ocut of there alive.”

“Our gun~
nery couid not shoot at all,”” he said.
“The Spaniards were -in. a woeful con-
dition,” said the witness, “or they
could have escaped easily.”
