DOCTOR KILLED 
BY A PATENT.

SHOT DEAD BY MAN, WHO THEN 
COMMITTED SUICIDE.

Revolver Tragedy—A Young Wife’s Ter­
rible Discovery—A Strange Letter— 
The Slap on the Knee. ,

London, Sept. 18.—Dr. Walter Clap- 
ham Hirst, a young medical man, who 
recently commenced practice in Weet- 
field-tcrraoe, in the Ch&peitown district 
of Leeds, and who was married only two 
months ago, was shot dead at tis »ur- 
gcry dfoor early on Saturday morning by 
one of his patients, a retired sewing ma­
chine shop manager, named John Wil­
liam Harrison, living in Valley terrace, 
Sherwell lane, who immediately after­
wards committed suicide by blowing'out 
his brains.

For a week Dr. llirst had been in at­
tendance on Harrison, who suffered from 
various delusions, among which latterly 
was the fixed belief that the doctor had 
seriously injured him by striking him on 
the knees.

At ti.10 on Saturday morning Harrison 
went to Dr. Hirst’s surgery dour, and af 
ter ringing the ball told the doctor 
through the speaking tube that he was 
suffering terribly from pain» in the logs 
and wanted to see him at once.

Dr. Hirst answered the call in person, 
awl as soon as he opened tire door Harri­
son fired two revolver shots point blank 
at his heart, killing him on the spot, and 
then,'inserting the revolver in his mouth, 
the murderer ended his own life with a 
single shot.

Mrs. Hirst, upstairs in her bedroom, 
heard Dr. Hirst open the door, and Har­
rison say:

“You are Dr. Hirst?” Then came the 
sound of three revolver shots, and. run­
ning downstairs Mrs. Hirst found her 
husband bleeding from wounds in the 
chest, while the body of his murderer 
law huddled on the doorstep of the sur­
gery. By telephone she summoned the 
police, but both men were dead.

How deep-rooted Harrison’s imaginary 
grievance against the doctor was may be 
seen from the following letter which a

friend received from Harrison on Thurs-

Mr. Evatt —Dear Friend. I am suffer­
ing terrific and all through----- calling
in that doctor who struck me on both 
my knees, which, if you will inquire, 
brings on terrrific epileptic fits. It was 
murder to me. He has killed me. I was 
all right before, but now I am lost. The 
pains and fits are terrifia

I shall not be able to prosecute, but 
please make this public property regard­
ing Dr. Hirst, of .Chapeltown. * He has 
killed me wilfully, and deserves punish­
ment. Ho deliberately struck me on 
both my knee caps last Monday, and I 
confronted him with it before my sister, 
Mrs. Bunting, and he did not deny it. 
Farewell.—J. W. Harrison.

This delusion evidently took posses­
sion of Harrison’s mind, for he spoke of 
it to his sister and to a number of other 
people with whom he was familiar, al­
ways declaring that the doctor had “kill­
ed him.”

Interviewed on Saturday, Harrison’s 
sister stated that arrangement» bad been 
made to remove Harrison to an asylum 
that day, and she thought he must, have 
got to know this, and that Dr. Hirst had 
ordered his removal.

Dr. Hirst, who was the son of Mr. 
Dixon Hirst, of Ross Arden. Roundhay. 
Leeds, was only 28 years of age. About 
two months ago he married Miss Old- 
royd, daughter of a Leeds manufacturer, 
and they had returned from their honey­
moon little more than a fortnight ago.

At the inquest a verdict of murder and 
suicide during insanity Was returned, the 
jury adding a rider to the effect that 
it was a matter of regret that Harrison’s 
friends had not taken more care of Mm.

“The murderer’s complaint that Dr. 
Hiret ‘struck him on the knees,’ tells its 
own tale to a medical man,” said a 
West End specialist in an interview.

“One of the methods employed in diag­
nosing general paralysis of the insane 
is to ask the patient to balance one leg 
across the other. A slight blow with the 
eidc of the open hand near the top of the 
upper kneecap gives a certain reflex ac­
tion, or ‘knee jerk,’ ns a result. This is 
purely involuntary on the part of the 
patient, but medical men can draw most 
valuable deductions.”

Directors Explain—Horse Omnibuses Will 
Never Be Eliminated—Costs Too 
Much to Run the Motors—Too Many 
Electric Trams. j

London, Sept. 18.—The motor-omni­
bus docs not pay, and is not likely to do 
so for some time to come, said Mr. Hen­
ry Hicks, deputy chairman of the Lon­
don General Omnibus Company, at 
Thursday’s meeting. The question was 
one of several raised by shareholders 
after the explanation of the loss on the 
half-year’s working given by Sir John 
Pound, the chairman.

Hi* statement included as causes of 
the loss:

High price of provender.
Higher price of petrol.
Police stringency as regards motor- 

omnibuses.
New tubes.
Over development of the London 

County Council tramways.
Competition of motor-omnibuses and 

cut in fares.
Sir John stated,-however, that the di­

rectors were in conference with the rail­
way and omnibus companies to readjust 
facilities and enable them to work at a 
profit. Omnibus miles had been reduced 
from 16,600,000 to 15,900,000. Reduction 
in fares meant a drop of £16,600, or, in 
two, years, £37,000. A loss of £20,700 
was. due to the smallest number of pas­
sengers per omnibus mile.

. What were the prospects, he asked, of 
the density of traffic improving? Pub­
lic service vehicles were more numerous 
than could now be profitably employed. 
The most glaring instance was probably 
that of the L. C. C. elqetric trams. At 
certain points a procession of these 
hug» “traffic congesters” almost touched 
one another, carryinjFouly a fair load for 
a quarter of the nRBroer. It seemed to 
him a matter of calculation with regard 
to certain motor-omnibus companies now 
running at a loss ho\* long their finan­
cial arrangements would permit their 
continuing as going» concerns. Some 
horse-omnibus companies and proprietors 
had already" withdrawn their motors.

The total net liability of the company, 
£1,381,000, was more than covered by 
the assets, consisting of properties, 
stock-in-trade, and plant, and in addition 
they had cash and investments (taken 
at cost) of over £200.000.

Mr. H. C. Webb complained that the 
accounts of the horse and of the motor- 
omnibuses were amalgamated. Were they 
going to stand by horses or motors, or to 
amalgamate the two?

Mr. Hicks said there was as yet no 
chance of obtaining an improved type of 
motor. He did not believe that motor- 
omnibuses had been run in London at a 
profit at all. Although he did not think 
horse-omnibuses would ever be eliminat­
ed from the streets of London, yet he 
thought that it might be possible to 
raaki motor-omnibuses pay.

In the hasty 
glance she got she perceived that both 
were attired in. dark clothe«, but before 
she could further observe them, one 
grabbed her by the arm and the other 
quickly gagged her with a haudkerchief 
soaked in chloroform. She essayed to 
free herself, but under the influence of 
the drug quickly lost the power to 
8truggle, and shortly became uncon­
scious. It is stated that the intention 
of the two men was to kidnap Mrs. 
Briere.

MADE DEAF, DUMB AND BLIND.

Awful Result to Italian Who Was Struck 
With Brick.

Montreal, Sept. 17.—On August 28, 
Guitano Balducci, an Italian laborer, 
was working on the ground floor of 
the Print cris Theatre, when a loose 
brick struck him on the head. The 
result of the blow was that lie be­
came deaf, dumb and blind, ami now- 
lies in a helpletsi state. He has tak­
en out an action for $12.000 damages 
against Mr. C. E. Deakin, the con­
tractor .

It has been a matter of deep concern 
to us to observe the growing discontent 
of the people of this country, which has 
lately manifested" itself in certain quar­
ters in violent speeches and newspaper 
articles. We desire at once to dissociate 
ourselves from these demonstrations, 
which only tend to alienate the govern­

ment and the people from each other.
We venture to assert that the bulk of 

the people of the country are loyal and 
law-abiding. We now appeal to* our 
countrymen, Hindoos and Mahonnnednns, 
for a display of the practical good sense 
which flome of our critics deny to us. We 
appeal to them to discountenance any 
wild and mischievous propaganda which 
tends to encourage disaffection to Bri­
tish role, or to create feelings of ani­
mosity between different classes and com­
munities in India; for it is this tendency 
which furnishes tlie occasion and the ex­
cuse for the repressive measures which 
have recently been resorted to. Nor 
must we forget that, whatever may be 
its shortcomings, it is to British ‘rule 
that wc owe our present security of life 
and property, the spread of education 
and the progress which India is now mak- 

^cording to modern civilized ideab. 
This is emphatically the worst possible 

time to encourage unworthy sentiments 
of rancour and ill-feeling. No true pat- 
not will hesitate to range himself, with 
ua, on the side of law and order at the 
present juncture, eo as, on the one hand 
to restore the good will and harmony 
which formerly prevailed among all clas- 
ees and communities in India, and, on 
the other hand, to leave the authorities 
no ground for bringing coercion to bear 
upon any group of British subjects.
