What ! the most ancient and reliable history,—the
most astounding wonders,--the most graphic deserip-
tion,—the most sublime eloquence,—the loftiest de-
votion, — interwoven with personal incidents and
biographies the most remarkable and entertaining,
devoid of interest and varicty for the instruction of
any portion of our youth! The man who could offer
such a sentiment to the public is certainly presuming
too far on the ignorance and forbearance of s
readers,

The sacred volume must remain till the end of
time unapproachably the most interesting book to all
classes that has ever, or ever can be written. To
exclude the rays of our son from our halls of learning
and supply their place with the glimmering light of
lamps fed by impure oil, would indicate less folly than
to deny a place, and the first place to this book,where
the dry, detached, insipid, and often uninteresting
productions of inferior men are honored.

But is the book not seclarian? We deny it. The
christian world acknowledges the book as their com-
mon property. It is not the production of one sect.
Its author is the Head of the Christian Church, and

standard authority on all points of morality. That on
some minor matiers, different denominations interpret
portions of it diversely is freely adwitted,—for abso-
lute uniformity in every shade of thought is not pos-
sible in the present state of the human intellect. But
in all the essentials of morality, the christian world
is agreed,—~and these alone do we wish to be incul-
cated in our public seminaries.
