The INForMER well says in reference
tods use: **Lhis is a tree country, and
have 1 not a right to smoke ir |
want to?

Yes, Mr. Sinoker. this is a free coun-
try, but, other. peuple have rights. as
well as you, ¢ndso you have not the
right to annoy others unnecessarily.
You may have a right to stnoke accord-
g o your definition.,

But we do not believe you have a right
to smoke, beeanse no man has a right to
do wrong. *Do thyseit no harm,” is an
iiportant precept in moral science, and
no man can habitually imbibe the poi-
sonous fumes ot tobaceo without harm:
therciore, it we observe the moral law,
we have not a right to smoke.

But we know you will smoke; so,
assumning that, we wish kindly to point
ont o you some things you have no
right to do. -

First, you -have no right to smoke in
vour own house or any other hounse
where there are women and children.
The ludy of the house may very gen-
erous v inform you that the smoke is
not disagrecable to her, but that does
not make it right for you to smoke in
her presence.  Tobaeco contains an ac-
tive poisun, and there are particles of
this poi-on floated off 11 the smoke, to
be breathed by the inmateg of the
house.  You will agree with me that it
wonld not be right tor vou to dbring
arsenic’ in the house and to allow
wotnen aud children 1o be poisoned by
the tumes. The sume prineiyles apply
to the puisons of tobacco,  We lLave
seen cases,: repoEad by phy siciaus,
where deheate chiliven bave died from
the vobaecy poason loaang in the wiv ol
the boure. 11 vou will poiron yomrseit,
vou hiave no vighit to poison the air tor
