Laurier and Richard­
son.

The correspondence between R 
L Richardson, ex M. P. for Lisgar, 
Manitoba, and Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
is of the most interesting charac 
tor. It is worthy of remark, 
however, that the Grit newspapers 
have not published Mr. Richard­
son’s letters, although he is a Lib­
eral, and has always been elected 
as such. In 1896 Mr. Richard­
son was elected for Lisgar, Mani­
toba, as a straight supporter of 
Laurier. At that time the people 
<>f Manitoba, including Mr. Rich 
ardson’s constituents, demanded 
certain changes in duties on agri­
cultural implements, bindertwine 
and other materials. All these con­
cessions, Laurier readily promised 
to grant, should he come into 
power. All will remember how 
readily Laurier promised about 
everything he was asked on the 
eve of the elections of 1896. On 
the strength of these particular 
premises, among other things, Mr. 
Richardson won his election. Af­
ter the Laurier Government was 
formed and the Premier became 
Sir Wilfrid few or none of 
these numerous promises were 
fulfilled. As a matter of fact, 
everyone who has followed the 
trend of public affairs since 1896 
knows that in performance, the 
Government have contradicted all 
their pre-election promises. Mr 
Richardson seems to have been 
sincere in his expectation that 
Laurier would carry out his pro 
-ffjil

trary to be the Tilbt>nHBnfWifeh 
against thedovernment on certain 
questions, while still proclaiming 
himself a Liberal and supporting 
the general policy of the adminis­
tration. This manifestation of in­
dependence did not suit Laurier, 
and in the election of 1900 all the 

^influence of the Government was 
' brohght to bear to defeat Mr. 
Richardson. A Liberal candidate 
of the steady-support-kind was 
put up against him, and Mr. Sif- 
tor>, Minister of the Interior and 
the whole machine worked hard 
against him. Mr. Richardson was 
elected, however, but he was coldly 
treated by Laurier and hia col­
leagues, and was refused admit 
tance to the Grit caucus during 
last session of Parliament Sub 
sequently his election was protest­
ed and, in consequence of the act 
of some unauthorized agent, he 
was unseated. After all this, Mr. 
Richardson wrote an open letter 
to Sir Wilfrid, pointing out the 
inconsistencies and broken pro 
mises of the Government, and in- 
timating that he would not have 
been unseated had it not been for 
Sir Wilfrid and his friends who 
were persecuting him. To this 
letter Sir Wilfrid made a reply in 
which he accused Richardson of 
being a pharisee, inasmuch as he 
whines because the Premier had 
not protected farm from the pun-

with equal disregard of decency, 
have " accused” me of burglary or 
murder, had your instructions 
been to that effect. Your declar­
ation “ that the charges were 
found to be true" and that as a 
consequence, I was deprived of my 
seat is absolutely false. Of the 
falsehood of this assertion, you 
must be fully conscious—that is, 
if you were really its author, 
which I very much doubt. Your 
entire communication is so redo­
lent of the flippant dishonesty 
and the thin-witted " slickness” 
of the pettifogging village attor­
ney that I can hardly avoid look­
ing in another direction for the 
source of its inspiration. By re­
ference to the deliverance of the 
judges, who were certainly not 
biased in my favor, you will find 
that, not only am I specifically re­
lieved from the stigma of corrupt 
practice, or even of countenance of 
irregularity, but that the irregu­
larities to which my " friends” so 
eagerly confessed were so trivial 
in their effect, as not to have in 
anyway influenced the results of 
the election, or the majority by 
which I was elected. Indeed, the 
judges felt obliged, to state that 
although the cofistituency was 
large, there was no evidence of 
general corruption or irregnlari 
ties. Yet, on the strengh of your 
false and quibbling version of the 
judges’ decision, and pf my posi­
tion in the matter, you affect a 
virtuous and mildly indignant 
surprise that I, a convicted cor­
ruptionist, should have expected 
you to assist me in retaining my 
seat You well know that I have 
never asked any favor or assis­
tance at your hands; -and you well 
know, and I well know, that had 

been so craven or so foolish as 
to ask it, I could only have ob­
tained it at the price of my inde­
pendence and self-respect—a price 
which I was hardly prepared to'
pay"

Continuing, Mr. Richardson 
says to Sir Wilfrid :

“ Your assumption of political 
virtue is absurd and revolting. 
Within the statutory period, peti­
tions were filed at the instance of 
your western lieutenant protest­
ing the elections of Messrs. Boyd, 
Lariviere and Roche the three 
Conservatives elected in Manitoba. 
In the elections of these gentle­
men there were at least ten ir­
regularities (to refer to nothing 
worse) to every one which occur- 
ed in mine. Yet the protests in 
these cases were dropped. Why ? 
It would have been the easiest 
thing in the world to unseat any 
or all of these gentlemen. Why 
were the protests dropped if your 
solicitude for electoral purity is 
genuine? Were these protests 
not dropped as a quid pro quo for 
the convenient misapprehension of 
the law, which induced certain 
conservative politicians Ui Mani- 
fcjfcjNfrMfailiijT the filHg n* - ~

téwwgSlnsfc the ejection .of your 
minister of the Interfor and his 
one follower from this province, 
till it was too late ? Was it not, in 
short, a mere vulgar case of “ saw- 
off,” one of the most demoralizing 
forms of political iniquity ? You 
doubtless remember that when, 
last session, I introduced into par­
liament a bill prepared by one of 
the most eminent members of the 
Canadian judiciary, for the sup­
pression or this disgraceful prac­
tice, I encountered your sneers. 
In view of recent events, I would 
be warranted in concluding that 
your failure to support my effort 
wae not based exclusively on the 
general ground that I am a “ mod­
ern pharisee." The "saw-off’ 
process is a most useful, and in­
deed, indispensable resort for cer­
tain of your followers, who, in 
election time, habitually sail 

rilously close to tfm wind.
“ Whilst you are on your pedes­

tal it might not be yet too fate to 
enquire into the unprotested elec­
tion of your western lieutenant, 
which was simply a saturnalia of 
corruption, and the most scanda­
lous election that has ever taken 
place in western, and possibly, in 
all Canada. You will have no 
difficulty in getting evidence, 
will see to that.

You might also enquire as to 
the source frqri) yytyich he obtain 
ed the funds with which to fie- 
bauch the Lisgar electorate on be­
half of my “Liberal” opponent, 
who was, nevertheless, defeated.

Mr. Richardson could easily 
show that Sir Wilfrid’s posing as 
an election purist is most ludicrous 
in view of the fact that he is, as 
everybody knows, the arch-pro­
tector of political corruption and 
ciime. This is shown by his 
shielding the corruptionists and 
machinists of Ontario from inves­
tigation in Parliament on the pro­
mise that he himself would have 
these matters investigated by a 
judicial commission of his own 
appointment, which promise he 
has never carried out to this day, 
though over a year has elapsed 
since it wss made. Mr. Richard­
son, however, concludes his letter 
with a personal reference to Sir 
Wilfrid that is not without in­
terest. It is as follows :

“ Whilst at no time bave I ever re­
garded you as an intellectual Colossus, 
t was attracted by your debonair 
manner and your affability, and was 
firmly convinced of the lightness of 
your impulses and the soundness ol 
your liberal principles. In fact, I set 
you up in my mind as an eximple of 
that very fine type ol man, the chival 
rous French gentleman. Whilst I 
am yet convinced that your natural 
impulses are good, experieuce has 
shown me the folly of my assumption, 
that with urbanity of manner, geniality 
of disposition, and goodness of inten- 
tion, a man might be a successful 
political leader, even if he lacked 
other qualities. It has been irresis 
tibly borne in upon me that to be a 
leader of men and government, who 
will be a successful statesman, from 
the point of view of the public interest, 
a man must possess in the first place 
intellectual power, and energy, and an 
assertive virility of character. With 
oat these qualities he can neither 
master the problems with which he 
must deal, nor dominate or direct the 
associates through whom he must 
woik. In these essential qualities 
you have proved yourself lamentably 
deficient, and this deficiency op your 
part has already been frightfully costly 
to the country, not only in a material 
sense, but still raot£ importantly in 
the lowering of the standards of public 
morality, which were already certainly 
low enough. Your inadequacy will 
yet, and thate before long, prove ruin 
ous also to the liberal party.’!

It roust be admitted on all sides 
that this is a pretty row between 
Sir Wilfrid and one of his follow- 
ers, and ers.t-while admirers. We 
are of the opinion that Richardson 
has so much the better of the qrgq. 
ment that the Premier will deem 
it most discreet on his part to re­
frain from probing the matter any 
further through the public press.

The contract provides 
that Maeberzle and Mann mast not Issue 
any securities qn the tqad joç the iturpoM 
of raising funds, and thé government takes 
a first mortgage on the property. This 
is the biggest financial undertaking the 
Nova Scotia government has grappled 
with and will mean the payment by them 
of over two and a half millions of dollars.
