Ottawa, March 5—On April 7, 1868, 
Hon. Thomas D’Aréy McGee was shot 

-killed as he was about to enter 
the Toronto House, on Sparks street, 
Ottawa, the present site of the Citi­
zen building. •

The murdere was the first and only 
great political crime of the new nation 
and despite, the fact that nearly half 
a century has rolled around, the event 
is recalled and discussed more than 
any incident in the history of thd 
capital. . »

McGee was only 43 years of age at 
the time of h-is death, but had already 
gained a worldwide reputation, as a 
writer of prose and poetry, while his 
eloquence was a feature of all dis­
cussions in which he took part. Born 
in Carlingford, Louth., in 1825, he emi­
grated to America when only 17 years 
of age. His writings, all of which 
were,devoted to the cause of Irish in­
dependence, soon attracted the notice 
of the great O'Connell, - who offered 
him a position on the staff of the 
Dublin Freeman’s Journal. McGee 
returned to Ireland in 1845 and affili­
ated himself with the Young Ireland 
party, soon assuming a prominent 
place in the councils of the organi­
zation. The futile revolution of 1848 
caused him to leave Ireland and Again 
take up his abode in the United 
States. He cohtributed at this period 
many bitter yet scholarly articles to 
the Celt and the ' Nation, breathing 
a fiery dislike to all ' British institu­
tions. As time wore on, however, 
McGee, while still intensely loyal to 
the Irish cause, became less and less 
enamored of the United States and 
apparently realized that the democ­
racy of that period, at any rate, was 
hardly liberal enough to permit of 
the recognition of the talents display­
ed by one of his race and religion.

In 1857 àn. invitation by the Irish 
Catholics of Montreal induced him to 
take up his abode in that city. He 
found in Canada the environment, he 
desired and soon became ah enthus­
iastic advocate of the advantages of 
his adopted land. His advocacy of 
Canada as the objective point of Irish 
emigrants and his earnest efforts to­
wards tolerance and- broadmindedness 
soon brought him into prominence 
Political advancement followed and in 
1863 he entered the ad(pim6tration of 
Hon. John Sandfield Mawotiard, sub­
sequently that of Sir E. P. Tache, of 
which lie continued a member "until 
the confederation act was passed.

Denounced Fenian Movement.
McGee had hecomé, at this period, 

an opponent of the Fenian movement 
and denounced the whole scheme as 
a base deceit at, every opportunity. 
His influence among thinking Irish­
men was.very greiff and his opposition 
gre w very annoying to the Fenian 
leaders. D.uringJîfie. last year of his

The latter was arrested for a chance 
remark in which he expressed the! 
opinion that McGee "got only his just 
deserts, but it throws a strong light 
on the state of public feeling. In the 
meantime $10,000 reward had been 
offered by the privy council and the 
cabinets of Ontario and Quebec. 
Eventually all the prisoners were re­
leased and a new arrest made. The 
latter proved to be a tailor employed 
in the Egleson firm, named Patrick 
James Whelan. The latter, who was 
about 30 years of age, was a former 
Dublin man and turned up first in 
America at Quebec in 1865. He was 
a mémbar of the volunteer cAvalry in 
the ancient Capital and a àpléndidi 
horseman, but his outspoken Feaion 
opinions caused his expulsion from 
the regiment. He went to Buffalo, 
N.Y., but subsequently returned to 
Montreal, where he worked at his 
trade. He came of a strong Fenian 
familv and had been heard in Mon­
treal to threaten McGee’s life on sev­
eral occasions.

Whelan, curiously enough, was de­
fended in the trial that followed by 
Hon. John Hillyard Cameron grand 
master of the Orange Order, who was 
a celebrated lawyer, and with whom 
were associated John O’Farrell, M.C. 
Cameron, provincal secretary of On­
tario, and Mr. Kenneth Mackenzie, a 
well-known Reform leader. James 
O’Reilly, of Kingston, handled the 
case for the crown, and Hon. Chief 
Justice Richards presided at the trial, 
which proved to be one of the great­
est legal battles of a period of intel­
lectual giants. The case was compli­
cated by the arrest of John Doyle, a 
waiter in the Russell House, and Mit­
chell, a Toronto man, the crown first 
wavering between Doyle and Whelan. 
The most dramatic incident in the 
trial was the testimony of the detect­
ives who, concealed near Whalen’s 
cell, overheard him one night confide 
to Doyle that he had “shot McGee 
like a dog at twenty paces.”

The case against Whelan was a 
fairly strong one, although there was 
mutfh that was circumstantial in it, 
and after a long trial he was found 
guilty and sentenced to be hanged on 
Dec. 10, 1863. John Hillyard Cameron 
carried the case to the court of queen’s 
bench, Toronto, and Whelan was tak­
en there on Nov. 21. Judge Morrison 
here dissented from a judgment by 
Chief Justice Richards and Judge 
Adam Wilson and a respite was 
granted to Whelan to allow Cameron 
to carry the case before the court 
of error and appeal, the execution be­
ing postponed until Feb. 11, 1869. 
The court, consisting of the judges of 
the courts of queen’s bench, common 
p.leas and chancery, was presided over 
by Hon. W. H. Draper and included 
ten judges. A great legal fight to 
save Whelan ensued and fçur judges, 
viz: Chief Justice Hagarty, Chancel­
lor Vankoughnet, Vice-Chancellor 
Sprague and Judge Morrison, voted 
for a new trial, on the ground of error 
in challenging the jury, but Hon. W. 
H. Draper, Chief Justice Richards, 
Vice-Chancellor Mowat, and Judges 
John Wilson, Adam Wil=°n and G Wy­
nne agreed with the sentence of the 
court of queen’s bench, and the sen­
tence of death was sustained.

Railroad Policy 4s Not Approved By 
China or United States.

St. Petersburg, March 5.—The situa­
tion at Harbin, Manchuria, arising 
from the apparent, determination of 
the railroad authorities to control the 
local administration, lias become a 
live issue in Russian politics. The 
protests of China and the United 
States attract public attention, and 
it is believed that the aggressive 
stand of the railroad authorities in 
Manchuria will lead to complications.

Foreign Minister Iswolsky has sent 
a letter to Finance Minister Kokovsoff 
urgently advocating a modification of 
the railroad policy and the adoption 
of the foreign office plan for the 
government of all towns in the rail­
road zone. This step was necessary, 
becapse under the Russian system trie 
administration of this city is in the 
hands of the ministry of finance. Is- 
wolskp’s plan contemplates the re­
tirement of the railroad company from 
the municipal administration and the 
substitution of a government similar 
to that in other treaty ports, hut with 
the participation of the Chinese resi­
dents. M. Iswolsky proposes also 
that the entire question be referred- 
to an interministerial commission.

Negotiations with China are at a 
standstill until the policy of the 
government shall be determined. 
The foreign office outwardly supports 
General Horvath in closing the stores 
of the Chinese merchants who refuse 
to pay taxes to Russia, but privately 
he is dissatisfied with the situation. 
General Hofvath has been informed 
that the foreign office has no inten­
tion of expelling the merchants in 
case of their continued refusal to pay 
these taxes.

The Novoe Vremyia today sharply 
criticises the foreign office for its 
stand in the matter and says it be­
lieves Germany is ■ stirring- up the 
question to divert attention from the 
Near East.

Toronto, Mar. 5—An order for wind­
ing up the Canada Tin Plate and Sheet 
Steel Co., Limited, of Morrisburg,Ont„ 
was granted today by Chief Justice 
Mulock, on petition of the American 
Securities company, creditor for $78,; 
000. The liabilities said to total $225,- 
000, but assets, when realized on, may 
show a small surplus. The company 
suffered from fire last April. The 
winding up order was asked for in Oc­
tober but was withdrawn, a re-organiz­
ation resulting in- a new company, 
the Canadian Sheet Steel corporation, 
which was to assume all debts of the 
old company, and 50,000 shares of 
stock in the new concern were to be 
turned over to shareholders of the old 
company. The liquidation entered 
upon is directed at the old company, 
not the new. *

state of horror and alarm by a report 
that the Hon. Thomas D’Arcy McGee 
had been assassinated at the door of 
his boarding house in Sparks street. 
At first the dire intelligence was 
scarcely credted. But few who heard 
it could resist the desire to inquire 
into the correctness of the statement, 
which upon investigation turned out 
to be only too true. During the even­
ing, the appointment of Dr. Tupper as 
commissioner to England had been 
under discussion in the House and 
the honorable gentlemen had addres­
sed the Commons at some length on 
the subject. After the adjournment 
lie must have lfft the Parliament 
buildings almost immediately, as the 
House had not- risen more than twen­
ty minutes before he was found ly­
ing murdered .on the sidewalk in a 
pool o^ blood in front of the Toronto 
House, where he resided. It appears 
that a servant in the boarding-house 
heard someone at the door and a shot 
fired. Going to the door at otfee, she 
discovered the hpdy of the murdered 
man lying on the planks, and at once 
gave the alarm. From th® nature of 
the wound and the position in which 
the body lay there can be no doubt 
but that tjie murder was coolly done, 
and that instantaneous"death ensued. 
The deceased was found lying on his 
back, his hat not even displaced from 
his head, and his walking cane under 
his aim. It is evident the honorable 
gentleman must have been in the act 
of opening the door, stooping to find 
the keyhole, with ihs head close to 
it, and his cane under his arm, and 
that the assassin must have approach­
ed him cautiously, and putting the 
pistol to his head behind his ear, dis­
charged it and fled.

TWO VICTIMS OF DYNAMITE.

Missed Hole Results Fatally to Ten 
Miners.

Madoc, March 5.—Two men were, 
killed and two injured by a dynamite 
explosion in Madoc township. W. 
A. Hungerford, M.E.V., of Madoc, and 
Robert Phillips ,of Madoc township, 
have had a gang of men doing de­
velopment work on what is known as 
Vankleek Gold property in Elziver 
township, about 10 miles northeast 
of Madoc. Last night at quitting 
time they put off a number of blasts, 
and, according to account, all the 
charges exploded. The men went to 
work this morning as usual and 
while engaged in drilling an explo­
sion occurred. Dan Phillips was 
killed instantly. Felix Flore was so 
badly injured that he died a fen­
il ours afterwards. George Young was 
slightly injured about the head. J. 
C- Moore had his hands badly tom.

Earl Grey as a Miner.
Montreal, Mar. 5—The annual con­

Alfonso at Algeciras Today.
Madrid, Mar. 6—King Alfonso ar­

rived at Algeciras Friday, the popu­
lation giving him a cordial welcome. 
The British warships in the Bay and 
the French' cruiser, the Cassini, fired 
a salute. General Linares, the min­
ister of war, left Madrid last night 
to join the king at Algeciras. Both 
will embark on the warship, the Ex- 
tramadura, this evening, and will 
reach Africa Sunday morning.

Geo. H. Pope, right of way agent for 
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway, left 
for Winnipeg Friday . evening after 
having made a business trip to Ed­
monton in connection with the appeal 
cases for the right-of-wav which vas 
argued Thursday before the 8v' erne 
Court of Alberta.

On his return to Winnipeg Mr. Pope 
will clean off the business slate and 
set out shortly for Prince Rupert 
where he will complete the purchase 
of additional right of way over the 
first one hundred miles east of Prince 
Rupert. After this Mr. Pope will hold 
himself in readiness for any rush 
work that may be necessary when 
spring opens. To a Bulletin represen­
tative Mr. Pope vaid that if any 
branch lines are to be built this year 
he will soon be busy purchasing the 
right of way, but as yet he has had 
no intimation to this effect.

Asked as to the condition of affairs 
on the G.T.P. east of Prince Rupert 
Mr. Pope said that the only contract 
that has been let is for the first hun­
dred miles, which will run almost 
parallel with the Skeena river to II.: 
zelton. The purchase of the right of 
way along the river has been in hand 
for about a year and many holders 
have been given compensation, but a 
great deal of correspondence has been 
necessary on account of much of the 
land being held by capitalists all over 
the world. Some of these wjli visit 
the site of the right-of-way before 
closing with Mr. Pops. On this ac­
count the final settlement will not be 
made for some time, but in all" cases 
permission has been given to go ahead 
with the work of construction.

Mr. Pope said that about 2,000 men 
have been at work on tue line all 
winter. Much of tile work consiste-1 
of making cuts in t ie look formation 
along the bank of the Skeena. The 
construction gangs will likely be in­
creased when spring opens up and by 
then contractors will be at wont 
along the entire distance.

Mr. Pope has concluded the pur­
chase of all the right of way from 
Winnipeg to the McLerd river with 
the exception .of the three disputes 
which are awaiting the décision of the 
Alibyrta Supreme Court, "fine deci­
sion of the arbitrators last December 
in the dispute over the Beechmount 
right of way has been accepted by the 
G.T.P. and the cheques have been 
forwarded for settlement. Conces­
sions over the stretch between the 
McLeod river and the Yellowhead 
pass must be secured from the Do­
minion government, as this, is under 
the direction of the crown lands de­

partment.

Storms on Atlantic Coast.
"New York, March* 41—Capt. Fergu­

son, his wife, and two unidentified 
bodies were washed ashore, drowned 
in the gale which swept Now York 
harbor. The gale was the highest in 
years, many vessels dragging anchors 
before the gale. Several schooners 
are in danger on the sea board, and 
many lives arc imperilled.

Great Strike is Threatened.
New York, March 5.—The Amalga­

mated Association of Iron, Steel and 
Tin Workers today issued a notice 
that it will resist all efforts by the 
Steel Trust td reduce. wages and in 
the event of failure will precipitate 
one of the greatest labor strikes ever 
known in the country.

No Enquiry Into Coal Mine.

Victoria, B.C., March 5—The legisla­
ture today, by a majority of eight, voted 
down the resolution of the Liberals for 
the appointment of a provincial commis­
sion to enquire into the coal combine in 
British Columbia, The house, on the 
same majority, supported an amendment 
re-affirming the resolution of last year 
for that inquiry by federal -commission.
