MAY BUILD A
CRUISER FLEET

Montreal Despatch Outlines Sup-
posed Program of Government
in Coast Defence Squadron

New York, June

Montreal :

The Dominion of Canada has final-
ly decided to show her Imperial spirit
by an offer to build a navy of her own
to aet, should the occasion arise, as
an auxiliary force to Great Britain’s
fieet. . The Canadian force will con-
sist ‘of eight first class eruisers, ten
torpedo boat destroyers and ten tor-
pedo boats The government is pre-
pared to pay one-fifth of the cost for
laying down the whole fleet immedi-
ately, the other four-fifths to be
guaranteed and paid within the next
years. All the contracts for
vessels will be made
with British firms and arrangements
have already been made for building
several of the torpedo boats and des-
troyers with the well-known firm of
Hawthorne Leslie & Coots, of New-
castle-on-Tyne, Arthur Coote, one of
the directors of the firm, has been
in Canada for the last few weeks go-
ing over s ific different
classes the Hon. L. P.

TREASURE SHIP LOST.

Was Sunk Century Ago and Traces
Supposedly of it Are Found.

Chester, Pa., June 3—Government
officials are agitated over the discov-
ery of an obstruction in the Delaware
river within the vicinity of Fort Mif-
fiin, which they think may prove to
be a treasure ship which went down
in 1812. It is known that there is a
boat at the bottom of the river at that

int and that war equipment <f

1e, as well as gold -and silver, are
still confined within the hold of the
ship. While the govesnment boat
Cataract was working in the vicinity
yesterday the suction pump became
clogg and when it was brought to
the surface it was found to contain
several fancy and costly helmets, such
as were worn by the English soldiers
and equipments of other desecriptions.
This discovery led to the belief that
it is one of the boats of the English
government which brought gold to
this country 'to pay its soldiers dur-
ing the war of 1812 and which was
sunk at this point. For the purpoes
of bringing the boat to the surface,
the Hell Gate, which has been dredg-
ing the river oif this eity, will be
sent to Fort Mufflin.

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CHURCHES MAY
JOIN IN CALGARY

Basis on Which Grace Presbyterian
and Wesley Methodist May
Join Forces.

Following is the full report of the
joint committee of Grace Presbyterian
and Wesley Methodist churches, Cal-
gary, on the proposed union. The
report is mow before a special com-
mittee of the Alberta Methodist con-
ference, meeting in Strathcona:—

“The joint committee of Grace Pres-
byterian and Wesley Methodist
chrurches appointed to look into the
possibility of a union of the two
churches, in view of the proposed
union of their respective’ denomina-
tions in Canada, begs to report as
follows :—

“Believing that these two churches
are in a position to put into effect the
proposed basis of union as outlined by
the joint committee on chureh union
in Toronto. and in order to miore ef-
ficiently promote the Kingdom of God
in this community, this committee
submits the following as a basis for
the proposed wunion of the two
churches :—

Article

“The ecreed of

Article |1—Church Property.

Each minister is to e called accord-
ing to the formal system prevailing
in his respective derfomination, and
to continue in office subject to the
same system.

““3—The details

united property be

deld joint deed, and duly

and apportionment
of their work is to be agreed upon
between the ministers themselves,
and reported to the session.

“4—The salaries of the ministers to
be recommended by the joint board
and approved by the congregation (it
is understood that the salary of the
minister in charge of Grace church
at the time of the uhion shall be main-
tained as long as he remains one of
the pastors of the united congrega-
tion, in keeping with the law of the
Presbyterian church.)

Article 1V—Local Church Government

“This plan is adopted as far as prac-
ticable from the report of the joint
committee on church union in sec-
tion 2, of the proceedings of their
fifth- conference.)

“The local church government will
be vested in the following boards and
committees :—

*1—Session—The session is to be
composed of the ministers, elders of
the Presbyterian church, and the
stewards and local preachers of the
Methodist ehurch, and shall have
oversight of the spiritual interests of
the congregation; its duties and
functions to be adapted from those
outlined in the Canadian church un-
ion report, section 2, clause 14.

“2—Finance Committee—This com-

mittee shall consist of twelve mem-
bers to be elected each year by the
congregation. They shall have over-
sight of the temporal and financial af-
fairs of the church, and shall be re-
eponsible for the raising and expend-
ing of all monies for congregational
purposes, and shall present a quarter-
ly financial statement to the joint
board. This committee shall at first
be composed of the mamager of Grace
church and the envelope committee cf
Wesley church, and be adapted as
1soon thereafter as practicable to the
new constitution.
‘3—Joint Board—This board shall
be composed of the members of the
session. the members of-the finance
committee, together with representa-
tives of the Sanday school, the
Young People’s society and the wo-
men’s organizations, ‘preferably the
president or superintendent of each.’
It shall be the general representative
body of the church, and shall meet
quarterly or oftener as required. Its
duties and functions\shall be adopted
from those outlined M the Canadian
church union report, section 2, clause
16.

‘“This board shall at first be com-
posed of the elders and managers of
Grace church. and the quarterly offi-
cial board of Wesley church at the
time of union, and shall thereafter
be adapted as soon as practicable to
the above conStitution,
