The Heart’s Content
Time Table.

The Daily News this morning offers 
some adverse criticism to the new 
time table o£ the Heart’s Content rail­
way which is to come into force on 
Monday next. Two schedules were 
offered to the Government for them to 
choose one. The Government tried 
one and will now try the other. The 
one which has been tried was adopted 
for trial on the ground that it was 
most suitable for a new railway bed. 
It entailed however the arrival of the 
train in the city at night, and as the 
train left the city in the morning, it 
meant that passengers for the South 
Side of Trinity Bay who wished to 
transact business in the city had to 
spend two nights here. Strong ob­
jection was taken by them to this de­
lay. The new schedule, however, 
will mean that those who live at 
points beyond Heart’s Content must 
get up very early to make connec­
tions with the train and they will ar­
rive late at night and have to face a 
long night drive in carriages. The 
further away such passengers reside 
from Heart's Content the worse it 
will be for them. The difficulty about 
long carriage drives at unreasonable 
hours has arisen from the change in 
the original project for serving the 
South Side of Trinity Bay with a rail­
way service. Under the contract of 
1909. provision was made for this 
branch line to run from Broad Cove 
on the Newfoundland Railway to 
Grate’s Cove. Under the modified 
contract of 1913, this branch was cut 
oil at Heart’s Content, and the Car- 
hôuear branch was extended along the 
north side of Conception Bay through 
Bay de Verde to Grate’s Cove, and the 
people of the , South Side of Trinity 
Bay who reside at New Perlican, 
Turk’s Cove, Winterton, Hant’s Har­
bour. Dance Cove and other places, 
were left to make connection by car­
riage road with the Heart's Content 
terminus or the stations along the 
Bay de Verde branch as suited them 
best. Up to the present, however, the 
Bay de Verde Branch has not been 
opened, and as this connection is not 
available, they are forced to connect 
with Heart's Content, and this inten­
sifies the inconveniences of the new 
time-table. The inconvenience to the 
people who live in Hant’s Harbour 
and neighbourhood will be somewhat 
lessened! when the Bay de Verde 
branch is opened. There is, how­
ever, another course which could be 
adopted, and that is to double the ser­
vice, and use both schedules, running 
a morning and evening train from 

- both termini. If this is not feasible, 
then the two schedules could still be 
used, a morning train for half the 
week and an evening train for the 
other half. This was a course dis­
cussed at our interview with the Col­
onial Secretary, though it formed no 
part of the correspondence. To the 
evening service alone strong objec­
tions are raised, and other strong 
objections are made to a sole morning

service. The objections are mutually 
irreconcilable. The only way to re­
move them entirely is to double the 
service, and the only way to lessen 
them is to cut them in two.
