Winston Churchill returned to Lon­
don today after their momentous Con­
ference at Malta over the Mediterran­
ean problem with Lord Kitchener, the 
British representative in Egypt: Sir 
Ian Hamilton, military commander- 
in-chief in the Mediterranean, and Ad­
miral Sir E. Poe, naval commander- 
in-chief.

They decided that owing to the ne­
cessity of concentrating Britain’s naval 
strength in the North Sea, her naval 
and military policy in the Mediterran­
ean must be changed, and the position 
in these waters strengthened.

The New Scheme.
The plan proposed is still to be con­

sidered by the imperial defence com­
mittee, but the Daily Mail has rea­
son to believe that the new scheme is 
as follows:

The weak squadrons of four old arm­
ored cruisers, which at present does 
duty for the British navy in the Med­
iterranean, is to be strengthened by 
battleships of more modern type. Some 
arrangements will be made with 
France to share with Great Britain the 
responsibility for the defence of Brit- 
ish interests in the Mediterranean.

The crew of the Gloire and the two 
other warships, which were moored to 
mark the spot were drawn up in lines 
on the decks.

The exact cause of the disaster can 
never be known. The second officer 
in command of the battleship Saint 
Louis, who was on the bridge at the 

time of the collision, deciares that the 
Vendemiaire's periscope shot up so 
close to the battleship that there was 
no time either t.o reverse the engines 
or put over the helm. He distinctly 
saw the ram eut the submarine in 
two, and did not doubt that all board 
perished instantly.

A diver, who examined the bow of 
the Saint Louis reports that beyond 
a certain amount of paint scraped off 
the portside, no damage whatever was 
done.

Eloquent Sermon by the Rev. Mr. 
Bingham — Church Notes.

Rev. H. H. Bingham, of Talbot 
Street Baptist Church, commenced a 
series of practical and important ser­
mons last night on "Home Life," his 
subject being "An Old-Fashioned 
Home." He spoke from the text. "When 
thou buildest a new house, then thou 
shall make a battlement for thy roof, 
that thou bring not blood upon thy 
house if any man from thence."

"Around no more important insti­
tution could battlements be built than 
around a modern home. Long before 
state or church did the home come 
into existence. In the beginning of his­
tory each father was a priest, each 
home a temple, and each altar a family 
altar. The moral strength of the An­
glo-Saxon world has largely depended 
upon its home life. The non-Christian 
religion hasn’t anything like a < Ims- 
tian home. The Japanese have been 
seeking for the secret of our western 
home life, but the Orient will never re- 
tain it until they accept the Christian 
religion and raise the moral and social 
status of womanhood.

One of the greatest battlements 
around the Christian home is the In­
fluence of a loving Christian mother. 
A home may have a godless father 
and yet be saved by the influence of 
a Christlike mother. But if the mo­
ther is not a Christian, the home is 
usually doomed, no matter how the 
father might live. A mother’s prayer, 
love and influence raises barriers 
around the moral life of the home dif­
ficult to trample down.

Niagara Peninsula is pre-em­
inently the peach orchard of Can- 
ada, soil and climate being specially 
adapted to the production of rich- 
flavored peaches in large quantity.

"Nothing pays better," said Mr. W. 
Armstrong at his Niagara road fruit 
farm, to a reporter. "I have 28 acres 
in peaches this year, which will yield 
me about 20,000 baskets. Everything 
points to a full crop here, though half 
a mile away my son has lost 40 acres 
of peaches through frost-bite. Some 
other farms in Niagara Township 
have suffered likewise, but these are 
exceptions, and will be more than 
counterbalanced by full crops else- 
where." Mr. Armstrong attributed his 
freedom from frost to the fact that 
his farm is right on the river hank 
and the open stream kept the tem- 
perature one to two degrees higher 
than inland. Not a single farm close 
to the water's edge has experienced 
frost.
