Death of Nrs. Maudelbaum.
Hamilton, February 2G.—Mrs. Frederica 

Maudelbaum, known io New York city as 
a notorious “fence,” and who did a flour­
ishing business there in this line for a 
number of years, died here this morning at 
her residence on Victoria avenue north. 
Mrs. Maudelbaum was about 65 years oi 
age. She was very wealthy, having ac­
cumulated a considerable fortune as a 
go-between for thieves and crooks, and as 
receiver of stolen goods in the city of 
New York. She came to this 
city about ten years ago, when 
the New Yok authorities had begun 
proceedings against her,and her conviction 
was probable. A big legal tight ensued 
here for her extradition, but, with the as- 
sistance of Attorney Pummel, the famous 
criminal lawyer, of New York, Mrs, 
Maudelbaum was enabled to continue her 
residence in Canada, and has resided here 
with her family ever since. For a time 
she carried on a small business here, but 
has lived retired for several years past. 
During her enforced residence in Canada 
she never ventured across the border, but 
her remains will be taken to New York to- 
morrow afternoon for interment there on 
Wednesday morning.

He Died Game
Sing Sing, N. Y., February 26,—John­

son was electrocuted at 11.35 a. m. The 
current was on 58 seconds. He died game, 
Johnson admitted a day or two ago that 
he had commit td two other murders for 
which he was never tried, nor so far as he 
knew, even suspected. He said:—Some 
12 years ago he was intimately connected 
with a woman named Lizzie Frazier at 
Key West, Fla., and on one of bis visits to 
her during her husband’s absence he 
wished to get her 10-y ear-old daughter out 
of the way. He accordingly took her a 
few yards away from the house to the 
dock and pushed her into the water. The 
girl was drowned. He left Key West and 
went to a place on the west coast of 
Florida called Chokoliska.

He got 
into a quarrel over a woman with Samuel 
Kellogg, another charcoal burner, and 
killed him. He then came north and never 
heard of the Florida murders again.

The closer one gets to the 
wheat fi-lds the higher prices are relatively. 
This indicates a scarcity in farmers’ hands, as 
well as light stocks carried by millers. The 
foundation of what strength there is in wheat 
comes from the country. Big visible sticks 
held the speculative demand in check, but cash 
wheat is held very lightly on and at prices 1ela- 
lively above futures all over the wheat growing 
States. This is what convinces conservative 
investors that it can row be bought on its 
merits, and that the onslaughts of bearish 
operators can accomplish only temporary set 
backs. Exports are increasing, and so are en­
quiries from exporters. The entire amount set 
afloat last week from exporting countries was 
3.810,00) bushels, more than 3,500.000 bushels be- 
low the weekly European requirements. For 
several weeks past there has been a big deficit 
in European supplies, and it is evident that this 
must Le made good from some source sooner or 
later. India and Argentine are practically out 
of the market, owing t > currency embarrass­
ments. According to the Board’s advices India 
did not ship a bushel last week, and Argentine 
cent out but 1,000,000 bushels all last month. 
Europe is awakening to the fact that she is de­
pending on America, and this idea is just pene­
trating the brains ot Americans. Corn and 
oats—Dull, but firm. Receipts are nor. so large 
as expected, and the estimate for to-morrow 
indicates a falling off. There is so little in the 
market either way, and wheat is so much more 
attractive that corn and oats are neglected. 
Provisions—The weak feature has been the de­
cline in lard. Prices have been fairly well main­
tained. and the market looks healthy.

Completing the Panama Canal.
Edmund Bsrtissoll, a civil engineer of 

Paris, who helped pierce the Isthmus of 
Suez, has made public his plan for com 
pleting the Panama canal. He proposes 
co build a stone tunnel about ten kilometers, 
or six mile?, long. Water from the Cbagret 
River would be conducted by shafts to this 
tunnel aud there be used to carry to 
the Pacitic the soil already excavated from 
the canal bed, and throw it in the way of 
the current. The canal could be com- 
oleted by such means in four years, M. 
Bartissoll estimates, and at a maximum 
expense of 500,000,000 francs. This 
plan was submitted some time 
ago to the technical communi­
cation of the Panama Canal Co. 
The commissioners have reported to M. 
Monchicourt, the judicial liquidator, that 
they were not doubtful of the plan, but 
thought it exoedient to try the proposed 
experiment un 1er certain conditions. They / 
are against the proposal to appeal for1 
funds with which to build M. Bartissol’s 
tunnel.
