New York, Aug. 19.—Bradstreet’s will 
say to-morrow : Perhaps the most in­
teresting feature of the general business 
situation at present is the air of 
fidence with which the mercantile 
munity awaits the approach of the fall 
trade period. While of course based 
in some degree upon the favorable re­
sults already achieved in many lines it is 
unquestionably true that the flattering 
outlook at home and the return of peace 
with the expectation of benefits to 
export trade naturally likely to accrue 
therefrom, account for much of the feel­
ing thus expressed. Expectations of the 
growth of fall trade is founded in the 
steady expansion now going on in bank 
clearings, improving demand at higher 
prices for most makes of iron and steel 
and generally favorable railway earnings 
which in default of large movement of 
crops to market* point to large returning 
trade in manufactured goods to the ag­
ricultural sections, and reports of con­
tinued activity in distributive trade West 
and South, with signs of a moderate in­
crease in interest at leading Eastern 
markets whiçh hitherto have not shared 
largely in trade improvement.

The immense business doing in iron 
and steel products at advanced prices 
calls attention to the proportionately less 
notable expansion of crude iron produc­
tion. Pig iron statistics in fact, point 
to an even smaller output for the cur­
rent month, some of which curtailment 
of course is naturally based upon mid­
summer conditions.

The situation in cereals shows but 
little change. The balance established 
between phenomenally reduced visible 
supplies, active milling demand at home, 
and a fair export inquiry on the one 
hand, and the very promising crop out­
look on the other hand, tends to steadU 
ness in prices, and other cereals sympa­
thize with wheat.

In cotton, the predicthm tif «■yield 
year nearly equal "to if'iât exceeding 
that grown a year ago, while naturally 
stimulating to business at the South, 
has a depressing effect upon prices of 
raw staples. Quotations are a fraction 
lower for the week and two cents a 
pound lower than a year ago at this 
time.

Reports as to collections the country 
over are very encouraging. From win­
ter wheat sections especially reports are 
very good. Some slowness is noted in 
pi yments at the Northwest, but this is 
expected to disappear when the spring 
crop moves. Business failures are larg­
er in number than last week, aggregat­
ing 195 against 157 but compared with 
221 in this week a year ago.

U. S. FOREIGN POLICY.

A “National Conference” Grapples With 
One of the Present Day Problems.

Saratoga, N. Y., Aug. 19.—The nation­
al conference on the foreign policy of 
the United States convened this morn­
ing. An address was delivered by Hen­
ry Wade Rogers, of Chicago, chairman 
of the committee of arrangements. Mr. 
Rogers, in opening his address, said the 
conference was called to consider some 
of the most momentous questions in the 
history of the.republic. He spoke of the 
war and returned prayerful thanks that 
peace was not at hand. While peace had 
arrived there were many serions prob­
lems to be considered. He referred to 
the close friendship between the Am­
ericans and British, which might prompt­
ly lead to international arbitration and 
finally to universal peace.

The speaker spoke favorably of the 
Nicaragua canal, which, he argued, 
should be built and controlled by the 
United States government. That canal 
would shorten the distance by water be­
tween New York and San Francisco by 
10,000 miles. His reference to the trip 
of the battleship Oregon elicited hearty 
applause.

Mr. Rogers said the principal problem 
before the present conference was terri­
torial expansion, upon which many dis­
tinguished men of national reputation 
held widely different views. Indirectly 
he referred to the positions respectively 
held by the expansionists and the anti­
expansionists whether the United States 
should annex the colonies lost by Spain 
or should control them by carpet bag 
governments. This was a problem which 
had become a serious one for Americans, 
who should ponder wisely over it in or­
der not to make a mistake. Commercial 
interests "ffrged that t^aBouM adopt the 
colonial system. /

PEACE COMMISSIONERS.

Spain Has Made Choice «for Cuba and 
t Con-Porto Rice—Last Momen 

quests Protjgp|ÿLthis
London, Aug. 19.—The Madrid corres­

pondent of the Daily Mail says that 
Generals Blanco; Castellanos and Leones 
and Admiral Montejo, have been appoint­
ed commisisonera for Cuba, and Generals 
Marcias and Ortega and Admiral Val- 
larino for Porto Rico. It is probable, the 
correspondent says, that Senor Leon 
Castillo, the Spanish ambassador to 
France, will preside at the session of the 
Paris commission. Senor Moret’s can­
didature is made impossible by the hos­
tile attitude of the press.

The Spanish government has resolved., 
to insist that capitulation after the sign­
ing of the protocol will have no effect in 
the peace negotiations .unfavorable to 
Spain. In any event the government 
will hold that a capitulation which had 
been signed by tile commander of a 
town does not entail the surrender of the 
whole of the Philippines. All indica­
tions are that the peace negotiations will 
be prolonged. The opposition factions 
are redoubling the agitation for the con­
voking of the cortes and it is said Senor 
Sagnsta begins to hesitate, although he 
shares the opinion of Duke Almodevar de 
Rio, the foreign minister, as to the in­
convenience involved in a meeting of the 
cortes.

AMERICA’S NAVY.

Europe Greatly Interested in Its Pro- 
. posed Immense Increase.

London, Aug. 19.—The morning papers 
comment upon the proposed immense in­
crease in the Amereican navy. The 
Standard says: “Such a fleet operating 
from Manila as a base would be able to 
exercise considerable influence upon the 
progress of events in Chinese waters, 
and, aided to the English-China squad­
ron and Japanese navy, would make a 
mightly armament indeed.”

The Standard suggests that this is a 
consideration which may give Russia 
pause.

The Daily Mail says: “The programme 
is startling in its immensity. The Am­
erican navy jumps to fourth place among 
the world’s fleets. It will not long re­
main fourth, nor be long before they 
have a policy in China.”

It was decided not to take any action 
in the matter for a day or two yet, until 
it was seen how the fish were running. 
It was stated that one of the canneries 
had already closed down for lack of fish, 
and that two more belonging to the same 
company would probably shut down to­
day. It was also stated in the meeting 
that Mr. Aulay Morrison; M. P., had 
not formally asked the Marine and 
Fisheries department for an extension of 
the fishing season. Thjs latter statement 
is not correct. Mr. Morrison urged the 
extension over a week ago, and the de 
partment replied that they would await 
further developments before finally deter­
mining whether an extension would be 
granted. Yesterday at noon a wire was 
cent from Ottawa stating that up to 
the. present time an extension was not 
deemed advisable. There is time yet, 
however, to get an extension should the 
fish show any signs of running about 
the time of close season next week.

“Parties are endeavoring to get the 
department to open the cohoe season on 
the 15th of September, and are supported 
in this by Mr. McNab, inspector of fish­
eries.

“No salmon is the cry, the catch last 
night having been more disappointing 
than ever. As a result, many Indians 
have been paid off by the canneries, and 
are returning home.

“Those Mauser bullets did 
mighty queer things,” said a wounded 
soldier the other day. “As long as 
they were flying through the air they 
went straight enough, but when 
struck a man’s body there was no tell­
ing what it would do. Sometimes it 
would go straight through him, boues 
and all, and go zipping on to plug 
poor fellow half n mile away, perhaps. 
And then again it might chase around 
inside him like a hen with her head cut 
off.

“ I saw one man who was hit in the 
right eye by a Mauser. The ball, in­
stead of lodging in his brain, went 
through his temple and down the side 
of his face in front of his ear, just under 
the skin. It kept on under his skin, 
leaving a red track all the way, went 
down the side of his neck, over his 
shoulder, and down his back. Near his 
waist it came out. The man’s getting 
well. Another man was shot in the 
left breast. The hall went through his 
chest, turned down, weqjt through his 
liver, ploughed its way through the mus­
cles of his right thigh, and came out 
near his right knee. It’s mighty queer 
the way those balls go sometimes. I 
suppose they hit bones and glance, but 
that won’t account for it always. An­
other queer thing is that most all the 
men were hit between the belt and the 
knee.
